Those 
two references provide a road 
map for professional growth as 
well as mission success. Over 
the years, I’ve noticed many su-
pervisors, officer and enlisted 
alike, don’t really take the time 
to provide mentoring and dis-
cuss the content of those books 
with their new Airmen.

In addition to focusing on 
the core values and our enlist-
ed core structure, another ba-
sic lesson that we should impart 
is the value of learning from our 
mistakes.

Do the right thing, put the 
needs of others above your own, 
do your best every day, know 
your job and do it well and learn 
from your mistakes. Embrace 
these virtues, teach others to do 
the same and grow tomorrow’s 
leaders.

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Phoenix Spark enables DOD, industry collaboration

Professionals from across indus-
try, academia and government met with 
representatives from Travis Air Force 
Base, California’s Phoenix Spark pro-
gram Aug. 1 as part of an effort to con-
nect external experts with problem sets 
faced by today’s warfighter.

The event, known as Phoenix Collid-
er, brought together experts within the 
fields of robotics, artificial intelligence, 
3-D printing technology, virtual reali-
ty, software development, business and 
mechanical engineering to meet face-to-
face with Travis Airmen to garner first-
hand accounts of “pain points.”

Phoenix Spark is a program modeled 
to bridge the challenges of rapid inno-
vation at the unit-level while navigating 
the administrative hurdles of compli-
ance that often impede the velocity of 
change.

“We are creating ways to innovate 
by allowing creative thinking to reso-
nate with the youngest Airmen to im-
prove processes and equipment,” said 
Col. John Klein, 60th Air Mobility Wing 
commander.

With Travis strategically located in 
close proximity to Silicon Valley and 
several prestigious academic institu-
tions, Phoenix Spark strives to devel-
op relationships and play an active role 
in Northern California’s innovation eco-
system.

“We are trying to connect you, the 
experts, with interesting problem sets 
that the warfighter has identified,” said 
Maj. Tony Perez, 60th Operations Sup-
port Squadron and a founding member 
of the Phoenix Spark program, during 
the opening remarks. “After this event, 
our goal is to go beyond discussing the 
problems; we want to partner with you 

and actively work on solutions.”
The overarching concept Perez 

stressed during the collaboration was 
posed to the group in the form of a ques-
tion, “How do we bring tomorrow’s tools 

to the warfighter today?”
The Phoenix Spark program and 

events like Phoenix Collider are “the 
connective tissue” between Travis 
Airmen and experts who can realize 

solutions, said Perez.
Over the course of the daylong event, 

the group of more than 15 industry ex-
perts met with Airmen with a variety of

JOINT BASE LEWIS-MC-
CHORD, Wash. — Crews flew 
approximately 1,200 hours in 
eight days, executing nearly 650 
sorties during Exercise Mobil-
ity Guardian from July 31 to 
Aug. 12.

During those missions, refuel-
ing aircraft offloaded roughly 1.2 
million pounds of fuel; aerial port 
personnel processed 3,676 pas-
sengers and 4,911 tons of equip-
ment; and crews airdropped 
356 paratroopers, 33 heavy plat-
forms and nearly 300 Container 
Delivery System bundles.

“I think (Mobility Guardian) 
was very beneficial because it 
was the first exercise in a long 
time where the sole focus was on 
the desired learning objectives 
of the mobility forces across 
the spectrum: contingency re-
sponse, aeromedical evacua-
tion, air mobility liaison officers, 
air refueling, airlift, airdrop and 
much more,” said U.S. Air Force 
Col. Johnny Lamontagne, Mo-
bility Guardian combined forc-
es air component commander. 

Mobility Guardian includ-
ed 54 aircraft from 11 nations 
and enabled personnel from 25 
nations to enhance interopera-
bility. 

“It was great for them to be 
able to see how we operate and 
for us to see how they operate,” 
said Lamontagne.

“This was a great opportu-
nity to integrate so when we go 
into combat, it’s not the first time 
we’ve worked together; we al-
ready have some experience 
and understand each other’s ca-
pabilities,” he said.

The exercise included more 
than 3,500 U.S. service mem-
bers and international partners 
who worked to measure the ef-
fectiveness of the Mobility Air 
Forces in contingency and hu-
manitarian response opera-
tions.

Researchers develop kidney 
care for austere environments

FALLS CHURCH, Va. — 
Acute kidney injury is a com-
mon side effect of combat in-
juries. 

A new device being devel-
oped by Air Force research-
ers from the 60th Medical 
Group at Travis Air Force 
Base, California, will treat the 
life-threatening symptoms of 
AKI closer to the point of inju-
ry, saving the lives of wounded 
service members.

In Iraq and Afghanistan, 
about 12.5 percent of casualties 
develop AKI as a result of their 
injuries. These injuries are 
usually not directly to the kid-
neys, but occur when the kid-
neys are stressed. 

Often, they are damaged 
from blood loss or from try-
ing to filter blood that has 
waste products in it due to an-
other injury. One of the most 
serious outcomes of AKI is 

hyperkalemia, or unusually 
high levels of potassium in the 
blood. 

This affects 5 percent of 
critically injured casualties 
and is often seen with severe 
burns, crush injuries or heavy 
bleeding. Untreated, hyperka-
lemia can quickly lead to heart 
problems and sudden death.

Fortunately, there are treat-
ment methods for AKI that 
prevent these effects. Howev-
er, they involve bulky equip-
ment and a high volume of spe-
cial fluid, up to 100 liters in a 
day.

“Right now, we can’t push 
treatment for AKI any farther 
forward,” said Maj. Ian Stew-
art, one of the 60th MDG re-
searchers developing the new 
treatment. “Patients requir-
ing acute kidney care are ei-
ther evacuated to Ramstein Air 
Base in Germany, or we have 
a smaller dialysis machine de-
ployed to Bagram Airfield in 
Afghanistan.”

ATOC keeps cargo moving

SOUTHWEST ASIA – 
Maintaining the inbound and 
outbound movement of car-
go and personnel in support 
of Combined Joint Task Force 
-Operation Inherent Resolve 
requires careful coordination 
between a multitude of enti-
ties. 

In order for the 386th Air 
Expeditionary Wing to effec-
tively complete its mission 
and deliver decisive airpow-
er against IS it needs a nerve 
center to track aerial port op-
erations. It needs an air termi-
nal operations center.

An ATOC is the focal point 
for aerial port mission exe-
cution. According to Air Mo-
bility Command Instruction 

24-101, it is the central point 
through which all information 
relating to airlift traffic flow 
and aerial port operations is 
received, processed, and dis-
patched to each functional 
area as well as to the chain of 
command.

“The mission for ATOC is 
to oversee the aerial port and 
all the functions within the 
aerial port,” said Senior Mas-
ter Sgt. Jeremy Burlingame, 
386th Expeditionary Logistics 
Readiness Squadron ATOC 
duty officer. “The aerial port’s 
responsibility is moving cargo 
and passengers and ATOC’s 
position within the aerial port 
is to oversee all the day-to-day 
ops.” 

ATOC acts as the middle-
man between higher com-
mand mission planners and 
the execution of the missions 
by 386th AEW aerial port per-
sonnel. ATOC coordinates all 
cargo and personnel move-
ments through the 386th AEW 
aerial port. They are the com-
mand and control of all the 
air terminal work sections in-
volved with the upload and 
download of aircraft.

The ATOC’s information 
control function gathers, pro-
cesses and disseminates all 
information pertaining to air 
terminal operations. They en-
sure each terminal work cen-
ter is given information to ef-
fectively accomplish their 
mission and they closely mon-
itor the work centers to ensure 
established timelines are met 
to prevent aircraft delays.

Military facilities pilot medical readiness

FALLS CHURCH, Va. — 
Air Force Medicine has a non-
stop global readiness mission. 

Medical Airmen must be 
prepared to deploy on short 
notice to provide life-sav-
ing and performance-enhanc-
ing healthcare in diverse, aus-
tere, and isolated locations, and 
all Airmen must be medically 
ready to deploy. 

To achieve this readiness 
mission, the Air Force Medical 
Service operates 76 military 
treatment facilities around the 
world, which serve as the pri-
mary readiness and training 
vehicles.

The 12 hospitals and 64 clin-
ics within the AFMS serve as 
dual readiness platforms, en-
suring that all Airmen meet 
medical readiness standards 
to deploy, and that all medical 

Airmen have the training and 
skills necessary for deploy-
ment. The MTFs are the foun-
dation of our expeditionary 
medical capabilities, provid-
ing a population of patients that 
drives the workload, case di-
versity and acuity necessary to 
maintain clinical currency that 
is essential for readiness. 

Every Air Force MTF is 
aligned with an operation-
al Wing to enhance the med-
ical readiness of warfighters 
and their families. Medical 
group commanders tailor the 
care and training offered at 
their MTF, ensuring the medi-
cal readiness of the operation-
al wing they support. No two 
air bases have exactly the same 
mission portfolio, so each has 
unique medical support re-
quirements.

An excellent example of 
how MTFs support the instal-
lation’s operational mission is 
the 19th Medical Group at Little 

Rock Air Force Base, Arkansas. 
The 19th Aerospace Medicine 
Squadron High Altitude Air-
drop Mission Support Center is 
housed at Little Rock, so medics 
from the 19th MDG are experts 
in the care of high-altitude oper-
ators. This includes unique ox-
ygen monitoring and physiolog-
ic performance requirements 
for these Airmen. This type of 
expertise, like others organic 
to Air Force Medicine, isn’t re-
quired at every installation, nor 
would it be efficient to deploy it 
at all 76 AFMS facilities. 

The knowledge, skills, and 
abilities gained at these fixed 
facilities translate into out-
standing care in a deployed en-
vironment. A valuable tool for 
the AFMS to extend this care 
downrange is our Expedition-
ary Medical Support Health 
Response Teams (EMEDS-
HRT). EMEDS-HRT allows 
medical Airmen to rapidly de-
ploy a mobile tent hospital that 

can provide emergency care 
within an hour of arrival on the 
scene of a disaster or other ca-
sualty situation. This gives us 
the capability to deliver sur-
gery and critical care within 
six hours, and full hospital ca-
pability within 12 hours of ar-
rival.

Properly training medical 
Airmen to deploy and operate 
EMEDS-HRT requires a spe-
cialized MTF readiness plat-
form. Four Air Force MTFs are 

presently staffed to deploy and 
train EMEDS personnel, includ-
ing the 633rd Medical Group at 
Joint Base Langley-Eustis, Vir-
ginia, devoting time and re-
sources to a critical deployment 
platform that other MTFs are 
not resourced to deliver.

At the 633rd, the Global Re-
sponse Force coordinates with 
Air Combat Command to run 
annual training exercises on

WASHINGTON — In 1977, 
Matthew Donovan left for Air 
Force Basic Military Training. 

Four decades later, on Aug. 
11, at the Pentagon, he ceremo-
niously recited the oath of of-
fice to be the undersecretary of 
the Air Force.

Secretary of the Air Force 
Heather Wilson presided over 
the ceremony and welcomed 
Donovan back into the Air 
Force.

“He understands the mis-
sion of (the) Air Force (and) 
he also understands what 
it’s really all about,” Wil-
son said. “Matt will be a 
great leader for all of us …  
helping to make the country 
safe through dominant air and 
space power.”

As USecAF, Donovan over-
sees the Air Force’s annual 
budget of more than $130 bil-
lion and is responsible for the 
affairs of the Department of 
the Air Force, including orga-
nizing, training, equipping and 
providing for the welfare of ap-
proximately 660,000 active-du-
ty, Guard, Reserve and civil-
ian Airmen and their families, 
world-wide. Donovan also di-
rects strategy and policy de-
velopment, risk management, 

weapons acquisition, technolo-
gy investments and human re-
source management across a 
global enterprise. Additional-
ly, he is responsible for imple-
menting decisions of the pres-
ident, Congress and fulfilling 
combatant commanders’ oper-
ational requirements.

“I’m honored and humbled 
to be given this opportunity,” he 
said. “It’s a dream come true.” 

After five years as an enlist-
ee, Donovan received his com-
mission in the Air Force in 
1982, through the Air Force Of-
ficer Training School. 

During his 31 years on ac-
tive duty, he was a command 
pilot with more than 2,900 fly-
ing hours in the F-15C Eagle 
and F-5E Tiger, and served 
in combat during Operation 
Southern Watch.

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Staff sergeant reunites with military working dog

TUCSON, Ariz. — After nearly a 
year apart, it was an emotional moment 
when Staff Sgt. Amanda Cubbage, a 
355th Security Forces Squadron mem-
ber and prior military working dog han-
dler, was reunited with her MWD, Rick, 
Aug. 8.

Rick was flown into Tucson, Arizona, 
from Osan Air Base, South Korea, after 
a lengthy adoption process.

“It’s (like) getting part of your heart 
back,” said Cubbage.

The pair served at Osan AB togeth-
er for 11 months. On duty, they conduct-
ed exercises, bomb threat and security 
checks. Off duty, they were each other’s 
wingman.

“Being stationed in Korea unaccom-
panied, he was my support – he was 
there for everything I needed,” said 
Cubbage. “He was there when I was 
happy, he was there when I was sad. Ev-
erything I needed came from him.”

As a MWD handler, Cubbage has 
worked with several other dogs, and de-
scribed parting ways as bittersweet.

“It’s just like having a kid moving 
off and going to college,” said Cubbage. 

“You still love your kid, it’s just the fact 
that they’re growing up, they’re going 
out, and they’re doing other things.”

“Rick was different than the others,” 
said Cubbage. “He instantly won me 
over with his head-strong personality.” 

After seven years of service, Rick 
was retired due to old age. Cubbage 
found out about the opportunity to adopt 
retired MWDs from a fellow handler. 

“And that’s when I reached out to the 
American Humane Society,” said Cub-
bage. “They said ‘Absolutely, we’d love 
to help out.’”

MWDs are allowed to be adopted af-
ter retirement due to “Robby’s Law,” 
which was passed by Congress in 2000.

The adoption process can be long and 
drawn out, involving tedious paperwork, 
immunizations, and in Rick’s case, 
crossing the Pacific Ocean.

“You sit there and you wait and wait, 
and you just count down the days, count 
down the time until you’re reunited with 
him,” said Cubbage.

New software in works for F-35

TINKER AIR FORCE 
BASE, Okla. — The Air Force 
Sustainment Center is making 
plans to establish organic soft-
ware sustainment capability for 
the F-35A Lightning II. 

Vice Adm. Mat Winter, the 
Joint Strike Fighter program di-
rector, requested Naval Air Sys-
tems Command and Air Force 
Materiel Command develop de-
pot activation plans for software 
sustainment on their respective 
variants of the F-35.

“The F-35 Lightning 
II Joint Program is ap-
proaching completion of sys-
tem development … and  
transitioning to production, fol-
low-on modernization, and sus-
tainment,” Winter wrote in a 
June 26 memorandum. “As pro-
duction ramps up and the global 
fleet size rapidly grows over the 
next few years, the program is 
at a critical junction in making 
software sustainment assign-
ments to meet operational re-
quirements.” 

The multi-role F-35  
combines low-observable 

technologies with state-of-the-
art sensor fusion, advanced air-
to-air and air-to-ground weap-
ons. The core of its lethality and 
survivability ultimately relies 
on computer hardware and soft-
ware.

The program office assigned 
nine software integration func-
tions to the AFSC and seven to 
the Navy.

AFSC Commander Lt. Gen. 
Lee K. Levy II noted his work-
force includes a large number of 
software developers to support 
the fifth-generation fighter fleet, 
which is expected to grow as 
the center postures for the new 
workload in support of the F-35.

The 402nd Software Main-
tenance Group, Warner Rob-
ins Air Logistics Complex at 
Robins AFB, Georgia, will 
tentatively be responsible for 
functions in the areas of F-35 
communications and mission 
systems. 

Ogden ALC’s 309th Software 
Maintenance Group at Hill 
AFB, Utah, is currently planned 
to oversee pilot and processor 
systems, the autonomic logis-
tics information system and in-
tegration.

“The future of air domi-
nance will revolve around soft-
ware, but the dedication and in-
genuity of our people will be key 
to our success,” said Levy. “The 
Air Force Sustainment Cen-
ter is ready to take on this new 
workload and complete these 
missions to make and keep the 
F-35 even more lethal and ca-
pable.”

Airman aids tornado victims

FORT GEORGE G. 
MEADE, Md. — More than 
9,000 homes and business-
es on Kent Island were affect-
ed when an Enhanced Fujita-2 
tornado tore across Maryland’s 
eastern shore July 24. 

The tornado produced winds 
up to 125 mph and destroyed 
several homes, tore roofs from 
buildings and left thousands of 
people without power.

When Airman 1st Class Je-
sus Carrillo found out about the 
tornado, he didn’t hesitate to 
provide aid.

Carrillo, a radio frequen-
cy transmission technician 
with the 707th Communica-
tion Squadron, learned about 
the tornado when he received 
an e-mail alert from the Amer-
ican Red Cross. The e-mail was 
seeking volunteers in the lo-
cal area to respond to the after-
math of the tornado. 

Dedicated to supporting his 
community, Carrillo submit-
ted leave so he could join the re-
lief efforts.

Still fairly new to the Red 
Cross, Carrillo has been a vol-
unteer for a couple of months 
and assists as a disaster ser-
vices and disaster action team 
member.

As a team member, his du-
ties include providing food, 
shelter, comfort and care for 
families affected by major di-
sasters such as fires, hurri-
canes and tornadoes. 

“The disaster action team 
really interested me,” Carrillo 
said. “Just being one of the first 
people on the scene and help-
ing people in their immediate 
need is really rewarding to me. 
When I arrived to Kent Island 
on (July 27), it looked like a war 
zone. Trees were destroyed, 
houses were torn apart and de-
bris was everywhere.” 

One of his first tasks was 
helping the disaster center that 
was established as a focal point 
for the tornado victims. The di-
saster center provided victims 
access to social services, ani-
mal control, public health, the 
sheriff’s office, a shelter organi-
zation and many other groups, 
according to Carrillo. 

“I was overwhelmed at first 
– there was so much going on,” 
he said. “Some folks were com-
ing in barefoot and others with-
out shirts. It shows you how 
much they have been going 
through and what some have 
lost.” 

After his time in the disas-
ter center, Carrillo moved onto 
the “Hot Shot team” or “Mo-
bile team,” where he trav-
eled through the community to 
reach people who couldn’t trav-
el to the disaster center. 

Going out into the communi-
ty to help families would cause 
a chain reaction, he said, be-
cause neighbors would see the 
volunteers helping a family, 
and then the neighbors would 
come to the volunteers for help. 

“It was difficult to call it 
a day and stop helping,” the 
20-year-old Airman said. “We 
were tasked to help until 7 p.m., 
but we were often helping for 
another hour and half. It’s the 
small things that do make a dif-
ference, like handing someone 
a bottle of water.” 

Carrillo recalled having to 
hold back tears during an inter-
action with an elderly lady dur-
ing his assignment in the com-
munity. 

“She had a grandchild with 
her and they were without elec-
tricity and water, and we ended 

up giving her a $650 debit card 
to help with food and a place to 
stay,” Carrillo said. “The lady 
was in shock about all the sup-
port and money. We sat on her 
porch describing all the things 
we were going to do to help out 
the community and get them 
back on their feet, and she 
started crying and some of the 
volunteers started to tear up as 
well.”

Carrillo said the training 
he received from both the Red 
Cross and the Air Force helped 
prepare him for these mo-
ments. 

“The Air Force has taught 
me to be very adaptable and 
make do with the resources you 
have at hand,” he said. “That is 
one thing that has helped me a 
lot–the mindset of being adapt-
able is critical when you’re 
dealing with disasters that im-
pact people’s lives.” 

“We can always depend on 
(Airman 1st Class) Carrillo to 
lend a helping hand and self-
lessly dedicate his time to help 
others in need,” said 1st Lt. 
Adrian Waters, of the 707th CS. 
“His caring personality and his 
energetic spirit are an undeni-
able asset to us.”

Carrillo encourages other 
Airmen to get out and volunteer 
to make a difference in their 
communities.

Coalition tankers reached a historic milestone 
in July, surpassing 40,000 sorties flown in support 
of operations in Iraq and Syria since Operation In-
herent Resolve commenced in August 2014.

Throughout the three-year campaign, coalition 
aerial refueling has proven indispensable at help-
ing overcome the tyranny of distance, ensuring air-
craft are present over the battlespace 24/7.

Since the inception of the campaign to disman-
tle and defeat the Islamic State in Iraq and Syr-
ia, coalition tankers have offloaded approximately 
2.4 billion pounds of fuel and conducted more than 
230,000 aircraft refuelings. This has enabled strike 
and bomber aircraft to employ more than 93,000 
weapons against IS targets.

In July, coalition airpower continued attacking 
IS, releasing more than 4,300 weapons against a 
variety of targets. Although the overall weapons re-
leased decreased 11 percent from June, the week 
of July 7-13 marked the highest weekly number of 
weapons employed in the OIR campaign – more 
than 1,200 – with the vast majority of those in sup-
port of partner ground forces during the first week 
of the Raqqa offensive. 

In early July, coalition airstrikes proved deci-
sive in helping Iraqi Security Forces liberate Mo-
sul, Iraq, from IS control, with Prime Minister 
Haider al-Abadi announcing victory on July 10. 
Throughout the nine-month battle, coalition and 
Iraqi aircraft provided 24/7 coverage to identify 
and precisely strike enemy targets, ensuring part-
ner forces on the ground always had protective air 
support.

According to U.S. Army Col. Ryan Dillon, OIR 
spokesman, IS is under significant pressure as a di-
rect result of the coalition targeting its oil and other 
revenue streams. They have been forced to cut its 
fighter stay by half, and, having lost Mosul and with 
the Syrian Democratic Forces making steady prog-
ress in Raqqa, IS has lost much of its revenue base. 
They are becoming increasingly desperate and re-
sorting to more arbitrary taxation and extortion, 
which further undermines its credibility with the 
local population and its attractiveness to recruits.

These efforts, along with IS battlefield losses, 
their leaders being killed, and degradation of their 
propaganda, all contribute to an organization that 
is losing, said Dillon. IS does not have the same 
level of leadership it once had. They do not have 
the same level of grandeur. People no longer want 
to come and join these terrorists. And they do not 
have the resources they once had.

It will continue to lose under the pressure of our 
partner forces and the coalition until they are de-
feated in Iraq and Syria, he added.

wAshiNgtoN — the 
Air force awarded a boeing 
contract modification Aug. 
4 to purchase two commer-
cial 747-8 aircraft for future 
modification to replace the 
two aging vC-25A boeing 
747-200 presidential support 
aircraft.

2016 for risk reduction activ-
ities. the Air force has al-
ready requested boeing to 
provide proposals to design, 
modify, test and field two 
Presidential mission-ready

gram expects to begin air-
craft modifications in 2019 
and reach initial operational 
capability in 2024.

“this award is a signif-
icant step toward ensuring 
an overall affordable pro-
gram,” said darlene Costel-
lo, principal deputy assistant 
secretary of the Air force 
for acquisition. “As we move 
forward, we will continue 
to seek and implement cost 
savings opportunities.”

Since most symptoms of 
AKI take several days to man-
ifest, this process works well 
for the current conflict. To-
day’s battlefield care and 
speedy aeromedical evacua-
tion system gets severely in-
jured patients to these large, 
sophisticated dialysis ma-
chines within one to two days, 
before they suffer from the 
life-threatening symptoms of 
hyperkalemia. But this may 
not always be the case. To pre-
pare for unknown future con-
flicts and adversaries, re-
searchers are studying new 
ways to deliver battlefield 
care.

“If patients are in-theater 
longer, they are going to devel-
op AKI,” said Stewart. “How 
are we going to treat those pa-
tients?”

Stewart’s team thinks 
they’ve found an answer, by 
simplifying the kidney dialy-
sis process so it can be deliv-
ered in austere settings.

“We’ve been working to 
minimize the foot print for 
acute kidney care, making it 
incredibly small so that care 
can be offered downrange,” 
said Stewart. “We are focus-
ing on the buildup of potassi-
um in the blood that leads to 
hyperkalemia, which can be 
fatal in the short term.”

Targeting the earliest and 
deadliest symptom of AKI al-
lows for a simpler treatment 

protocol that doesn’t require 
large amounts of fluid. Using a 
small, commercially available 
rapid infuser pump, already 
common used in military 
medicine, the researchers run 
the blood through a new filter 
to help remove excess potas-
sium before it can cause too 
much damage to a patient’s 
kidney.

“We identified items that 
would be available in relative-
ly austere locations that could 
take the place of the compli-
cated dialysis machine,” said 
Stewart. “We repurpose some-
thing already there, which re-
moves a huge part of the foot-
print. We had to develop a small 
filter, about the size of two soda 
cans, to filter the potassium, 
which replaces the need for 

liters and liters of fluid.”
Working with industry 

partners, Stewart’s team is in 
the initial testing process. The 
new device must receive ap-
proval from the U.S. Food and 
Drug Administration before 
it can go into production, but 
Stewart is optimistic.

“We have done a fair bit of 
the early experiments now, 
and the results have been very 
encouraging,” said Stewart. 
“If we face a situation in the 
future where we can’t evac-
uate patients right away, we 
need to have a plan in place 
to save their lives from condi-
tions like hyperkalemia. Sim-
plifying care for AKI will al-
low us to project lifesaving 
capability almost to the front 
lines.”

EMEDS-HRT. Medics from 
the 633rd practice rapid de-
ployment and simulated ca-
sualty care with a wide as-
sortment of patient scenarios. 
These Airmen deploy in sup-
port of a variety of mission 
types around the world, from 
combat operations support to 
humanitarian assistance and 
disaster relief.

Once fully operational, 
EMEDS-HRT can provide sur-
gical and trauma care, preven-
tion, acute intervention, pri-
mary care and dental service 
to a population of more than 
3,000. Our expert teams con-
tinue to find innovative ways to 
decrease the size and weight, 
while increasing the speed 
of deploying these mobile 

hospitals. They can also be 
tailored to a specific mission, 
adding specialty care such as 
obstetrics/gynecology and pe-
diatrics for humanitarian as-
sistance, disaster relief or other 
missions involving populations 
with special healthcare needs.

Medics at most MTFs rotate 
through EMEDS training, but 
may not receive the in-depth 
training available to Airmen 
at Joint Base Langley-Eustis. 
This tailored mission support is 
critical to building and sustain-
ing an agile and flexible force, 
capable of completing a myr-
iad of health-related missions 
around the globe at once.

MTFs also serve as plat-
forms to evolve and imple-
ment new ways of caring for 
patients. Most patients inter-
act most often with their health 
teams in primary care clin-
ics, so these are a key area for 
readiness and innovation. Air 

Force MTFs utilize the Air 
Force Medical Home model, a 
team-based approach to care 
that embeds specialty provid-
ers into primary care clinics. 
This removes barriers to care 
and drives efficiency. Mental 
health providers, physical ther-
apists, clinical pharmacists, so-
cial workers, and others aug-
ment or deliver primary care 
appointments in close coordi-
nation with the primary pro-
vider and other members of the 
team.

Our Behavioral Health Op-
timization Program, which 
embeds mental health provid-
ers in primary care clinics, 
has been particularly benefi-
cial. Building a mentally resil-
ient force is a key to readiness, 
but stigma can sometimes cre-
ate a serious hurdle to seek-
ing mental health care. BHOP 
is an effective way to initiate 
mental health care, starting 

informal conversations with 
mental health professionals. 
Brief meetings in the context 
of a primary care appointment 
can lead to earlier treatment of 
a mental health condition, pre-
venting a more serious prob-
lem.

The AFMH model also in-
corporates the Base Opera-
tional Medicine Clinic, an oc-
cupational medicine, flight 
medicine and deployment 
health focused clinic. BOMC 
is separate from primary and 
family care clinics at MTFs, fo-
cusing resources on the readi-
ness mission. Previously, flight 
and occupational medicine 
clinics required patients to vis-
it different departments to get 
their pre-placement exams and 
exposure assessments. BOMC, 
centralizes all exam compo-
nents in one clinic, and use 

standardized procedures. This 
model is especially valuable at 
MTFs that host fighter wings, 
or other units that call for a 
high volume of aerospace med-
icine services.

In our continuous efforts to 
provide a ready medical force 
of Airmen for our nation’s de-
fense, the AFMS relies on the 
remarkable medical Airmen 
who are its providers, nurses, 
technicians and patients. The 
people I serve with, men and 
women of amazing compassion, 
skill, training, and creativity, 
continually inspire me. My job 
is to build a system that allows 
them to succeed to the maxi-
mum extent of their abilities, 
and to create space for them 
to successfully innovate. The 
strength of the AFMS is un-
doubtedly our mighty medical 
Airmen.
