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‘Are you ready?’ Be prepared for call

re you ready? Imag-
Aine that it’s 3:30 p.m.
local time on a Fri-
day and you’re looking for-
ward to a rare treat, some
down time over the weekend.
It’s your time to catch up
with the family, take care of
some needed tasks at home,
have fun with friends and may-
be get a little sleep. Things are
winding down at work as ev-
eryone is getting ready for the
weekend.
Your supervisor walks over
to you with a look of concern.
You are informed that you need

to be at the passenger termi-
nal at 2:45 a.m., less than 12
hours from now. You’re deploy-
ing and you’ll find out on board
where you’re going, and with
luck, how long you’ll be gone.
You have roughly one hour of
duty time to wrap things up

for your office, pick up some
gear at the Logistics Readiness
Squadron, and finish up any-
thing else you need from other
base agencies before you’re out
the door.

Are you ready?

Over my Air Force career,
the question of “are you ready?”
has been the single most valu-
able question for me to ask. The
short-notice deployment just de-
scribed actually happened to me
early in my career.

I was not ready.

With less than 12-hours no-
tice, I still had some comput-
er-based training to take care
of. My mobility bag technical-
ly had all the required items,
but most of the gear wasn’t ser-
viceable, and some of it was
even secondhand and didn’t
fit. I didn’t have a will or pow-
er of attorney and I wasn’t
sure where my passport was.
I didn’t even know where the
PAX terminal was on base
and that was where I was sup-
posed to show up to deploy.

I was told I would need to

bring documentation cover-
ing my qualifications and cer-
tifications, but I wasn’t re-

ally confident I knew how to
provide that. About the only
thing I had going for me was

a good attitude. The deploy-
ment was turned off after wait-
ing 16 hours in the PAX termi-
nal, which gave me ample time
to reflect and ask myself, “Am
I ready?” Clearly, the answer
was a resounding, no.

Are you ready?

It’s easy going day to day,
thinking about all the tasks and
jobs we have to do. Pretty much
every work center on base
could use more people just for
normal operations. On occa-
sion, we show up on someone’s
radar as “being red” for some

computer-based training, med-
ical requirements or some oth-
er issue that needs to be cor-
rected. It is easy to feel that
these requirements are a hin-
drance and that they interfere
with the job that needs doing
right now. It can be tempting
to do whatever you can to “go
green” as fast as possible. But
we need to slow down and ask
first if we are ready. When we
show up “green” with all of our
CBTs, medical exams, and oth-
er requirements, we're send-
ing a message to our leadership
that we’re good to go at a mo-
ment’s notice. But if we clicked
“next” as fast as we could on
our CBTs, didn’t tell the doctor

Airman carries, works to continue King’s dream

ACDILL AIR FORCE BASE,
M Fla. — “I have a dream.”
When Dr. Martin Luther King
Jr. spoke these famous words to that
crowd of over 250,000 civil rights sup-
porters from the steps of the Lin-
coln Memorial in 1963, he delivered
a speech that captivated generations
since with its vision of racial equality.
When the third Monday of Janu-
ary arrives and we take a day to rec-
ognize and honor Dr. King and his phi-
losophies, we remember his dream of

existing in a diverse society where the
benefits of equality are enjoyed by all,
regardless of race or circumstance.

As I reflect upon this, I question my-
self: “Why does this speech continue to
resonate almost 60 years later?”

For me, it is because it captures the
spirit of hope, even during difficult
times, which remains as relevant as
ever.

From national security concerns to
winning the fight, the challenges we
face today as a country are significant
and the consequences of failure are

dangerous. It is because of this that we
need not forget Dr. King’s ideals and
utilize our greatest asset — people - to its
full potential.

I believe our best measure of suc-
cess in the Air Force is not the war we
win by fighting, but the war we prevent
by defending the sky, space and cyber-
space. We should be entirely dedicat-
ed to accomplishing this mission, which
means judging people through an objec-
tive and professional lens. What should
matter is their contributions to the
strength of the team. In other words,
valuing diversity promotes innovation
and thus, strengthens the force.

As Gen. David Goldfein, the Chief of

Staff of the Air Force once said, “Re-
cruiting and retaining diverse Airmen
cultivates innovation. Different people
make the best teams when integrated
purposefully together.”

Although this may sound like lead-
ership talk, the correlation between di-
versity and victory is one that has been
proven true throughout Air Force his-
tory.

Whether we talk about the Tuskeg-
ee Airmen, the Women Airforce Ser-
vice Pilots or the Native American Code
Talkers, the contributions of minori-
ties have been pivotal to the Air Force

“Every time I think about it, it’s like
pulling a scab off a sore.”

Almost S1 years after hearing the fa-
tal gunshot that ended his friend’s life,
Jesse Jackson is still haunted by the
loud crack that interrupted the cool
calm of an April Memphis evening and
took the life of Dr. Martin Luther King
Jr.

“It’s a hurtful, painful thought: that a
man of love is killed by hate; that a man
of peace should be Kkilled by violence;
a man who cared is Kkilled by the care-
less,” said Jackson.

Much was lost along with King’s life.
His death catalyzed an increasing num-
ber of his supporters to adopt a more
violent approach to gaining equality -
an approach often condemned by King
himself — which led to nationwide riots
that would claim the lives of 39 people in
the months following his death.

“We had to make a big decision: al-
low one bullet to kill a whole movement
for which we worked and forfeit the
game, or fight even harder, and we did
that,” said Jackson. “In his name, we
kept fighting. We’ve never stopped, as a
matter of fact. He laid the groundwork.
The coalition started rebuilding on the
ground laid by his philosophy.”

For the majority of instances, King’s
philosophy won out. Global culture has
been positively affected in different and,
sometimes, surprising ways by those
whom King’s ideas and teachings have
inspired.

Airman 1st Class SaiAnni Hyatt,
60th Dental Squadron dental assistant
at Travis Air Force Base, California, is
one such devotee to the ideals King left
behind.

In her two years in the service, Hyatt

Class guides leadership tools

Airmen at all levels have
the ability to be leaders.
Learning to grow and lead
through professional develop-
ment opportunities can distin-
guish the good leaders from
the great leaders.

One such opportunity oc-
curred Jan. 10, when ap-
proximately SO Airmen from
Travis Air Force Base, Cali-
fornia, attended a leadership
course on base.

The course was taught by
Jodi and Jason Womack, a
married couple which has co-
authored a series of books on
leadership development. The
Womacks are committed to
helping leaders become stron-
ger, better equipped and im-
prove their overall leadership
qualities.

During the three-hour
course, they mentored in an
open-ended way, asking the

audience questions, giving
them the opportunity to meet
others in the room and chal-
lenged the audience to set
goals 30 days to a year in du-
ration.

“Opportunities such as this

When someone is writing
out a goal, it is very important
to make it believable and ob-
tainable, said Jodi.

Another focus of the Wom-
acks’ class was T.R.O., which
stands for transactions, rela-
tionships and opportunities.

Transactions are impor-
tant because they set the tone

for why and when things are
done.

Jason expanded on the
principle of time and how
someone’s time is a transac-
tion. That time is limited and
making thought-out transac-
tions with your time can of-
fer more in return from those
transactions.

Depending on the transac-
tions made, new relationships
can be built.

“Great leaders must have
good relationships, rapport
and be willing to establish
new relationships,” said Ja-
son.

With these new relation-
ships and rapport built, there
are more opportunities that
can come to light.

“Constantly grow as a per-
son and ask yourself, ‘what’s
next?’ Take on new opportuni-
ties when you are reasonably
fit,” he said.

The question “what’s
next?” is one Hunt asks her-
self as a willingness to

continue to grow as a person
and to take on new opportu-
nities.

“If you don’t grow, you pla-
teau,” said Hunt. “Without
growth, we become stagnant
and have only yesterday’s best
to offer our people. Our peo-
ple deserve the best of us, ev-
ery day.”

Jodi and Jason have visited

ger. Their next commitment
will be in Alabama, where Ja-
son will be a professor of lead-
ership studies at Air Universi-
ty at Maxwell Air Force Base,
Alabama.

“I hope that all of the Air-
men who were here today
walk away with a higher sense
of every decision they make,”
said Jason. “Decisions leaders
make influence their follow-
ers and aspiring leaders.”

Air Force makes

ARLINGTON, Va. — The Air
Force recently updated evaluation
policies for enlisted Airmen, refin-
ing the process and requirements
for enlisted performance reports.

“Our fo-
cus is on making our system more
agile, more responsive, simpler and

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Haitian makes better life
through joining Air Force
Sergeant formerly stationed at Travis

KUNSAN AIR BASE, Re-
public of Korea — All Airmen
have their own stories, unique
with diverse educational back-
grounds, mixed upbringings
and different heritages.

For Master Sgt. Larw-
ens Subtil, 8th Civil Engineer
Squadron first sergeant at Kun-
san Air Base, Korea, his Air
Force story begins in Haiti.

“Things are tough in a third
world country,” said Subtil.
“In a lot of third world coun-
tries, although you get educa-
tion, it’s very bad. I remem-
ber our mom working 16 to 18
hours a day, just to make sure
that she put us through a pri-
vate school. It came at a cost
though. We would go about
20 days throughout the year
with no food. My mom’s ideol-
ogy was that education is more

valued than food. It was good
to know that my mom believed
that when we got good grades,
there was a possibility that we
could make a name for our-
selves.”

To help out with finances,
Subtil’s father left his family to
accept a job in the U.S. With the
money he earned, he was able
to support the family modestly
and eventually obtain visas for
his family to come to the U.S.
Subtil was 19 at the time.

“The hope is that if you do
well in school, maybe, if you
get to the United States, then
things will be better,” he said.

In Subtil’s view, this ideol-
ogy is standard for some Hai-
tians. For many, being in the
U.S. creates a possibility for
hope. That idea, plus the high
value his mother placed on edu-
cation, stuck with him.

He enrolled in college, but

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Goldfein gets up close view of new 1-X trainer

ARLINGTON, Va. — Af
ter his first up-close view Jan.
1S of a ready-to-fly T-X, the Air
Force’s training aircraft of the
future, Air Force Chief of Staff
Gen. David L. Goldfein could
have been expected to marvel
at the technical sophistication of
a state-of-the-art plane was de-
signed and manufactured not

only with future pilots in mind
but with maintainers and soft-
ware specialists as well.

He could have mentioned
that the new plane’s single en-
gine generates nearly three-
times more thrust than the dual
engines of the plane it is replac-
ing as the primary trainer for all
future Air Force pilots — the leg-
endary but aging T-38C Talon.

He could have noted that the
T-X has twin tails, slats, and big
leading-edge root extensions

that provide deft handling at
low speeds allowing it fly in a
way that better approximates
real world demands and that it
is specifically designed to pre-
pare pilots for fifth-generation
aircraft.

But after climbing out of the
cockpit during the visit to the
St. Louis factory where Boeing
builds the T-X, Goldfein, a for-
mer instructor-pilot, pointed to a
seemingly mundane but critical
difference - sight lines.

“I'd love to be an instructor
again,” a smiling Goldfein said
after a detailed briefing by se-
nior Boeing officials and a close
inspection of a plane on the fac-
tory floor that included time in
both cockpit seats. “The visi-
bility is exceptional. I can see

what the student is doing, what
displays he is calling up; which
challenges she’s calling up.”

To be sure, Goldfein took
note of the technical sophistica-
tion of the plane and what that
modern technology brings to
the future of the Air Force. Dur-
ing a briefing with Boeing exec-
utives and engineers, for exam-
ple, he asked pointed questions
about not only the plane’s per-
formance but also how reliable —
and fast — software is upgraded.

He asked about the way
maintainers are blended into the
training program. The answer
is that the plane is designed with
easy-to-reach and open panels
and that virtual reality can be
used to train maintainers.

Goldfein acknowledged the

point. “We sink or swim on sus-
tainment,” he said.

Impressive and important as
all of that is, Goldfein’s history
as an instructor caused him to
highlight something else.

Unlike in the S7-year-old
T-38, the instructor’s position
in the T-X is elevated, mean-
ing he or she can see things that
were not easily possible before —
body position and hand move-
ments, which display is acti-
vated and when, and the kind
of information that training pi-
lot receives and requests dur-
ing flight.

That difference, along with
the updated technology and ca-
pabilities of the plane itself,
along with better simulators

Over 250 community members to in-
clude 29 Airmen from the First Term Air-
man Course at Travis Air Force Base, Cal-
ifornia, volunteered to help renovate Anna
Kyle Elementary School during a Martin
Luther King Jr. Day of Service in Fairfield,
Jan. 21.

In recognition of Dr. King’s legacy of
service to all, Congress designated the fed-
eral holiday as the first and only national
day of service in 1994. As a national day of
service, known as a “day on, not a day off.”

For FTAC Airmen, who are new to the
base and the operational Air Force, the day
was a chance to experience the positive re-
lationship between the base and the local
community for the first time.

“I think it’s essential that we continue to
build positive relationships with the com-
munity and maintain a good rapport,” said
Airman Richard Torres, FTAC student
and member of the 60th Civil Engineer-
ing Squadron. “I’'m just excited to be part
of it and for future opportunities to volun-
teer for events like this and hopefully make
a positive impact on the community while
I'm here.”

The FTAC Airmen volunteer efforts left
a positive impression on the community
and the non-profit organization Rebuilding
Together Solano County who organized the
volunteer effort.

“The importance of Travis AFB and its
commitment to the Solano County commu-
nity has been a large part in helping RTSC
as well as other non-profit organizations
achieve their mission of helping those in
need,” said Elizabeth Hoffman, RTSC ex-
ecutive director. “In addition, Travis AFB
personnel are exposed to local residents
and communities through their volunteer
work.”

Having a solid relationship with Solano
County neighbors helps Travis maintain its
status as America’s premier power projec-
tion platform.

“Without the local community, we
wouldn’t have the successful mission that
we do in the 60th Air Mobility Wing,” said
Tech. Sgt. Nathaniel Hyder, FTAC team
leader and 821st Contingency Response
Squadron equipment technician. “The peo-
ple, that’s why we exist as an Air Force. It’s
to protect, and when we’re not overseas pro-
tecting, we should be a part of the commu-
nity and be there to serve and help them.”

Dr. King recognized the power of ser-
vice to strengthen communities and
achieve common goals. Through his words
and examples, Dr. King challenged in-
dividuals to take action and lift up their
neighbors and communities through ser-
vice.

“Honoring his memory is very impor-
tant,” said Torres. “What better way to
do it than to help children and a school in
the local community? I think he would be
proud of what we’re doing here.”

Volunteering also emphasizes the Air
Force core value of service before self and
allows the first term Airmen to see the im-
portance of making a difference and pos-
itively representing the Air Force within
their communities early in their military
careers.

“We want to instill in our Airmen that
being at Travis is being part of the com-
munity,” said Hyder. “You only get some-
thing out of your community if you're put-
ting something into it. We try to teach them
professionalism and it has a lot to do with
the core values.”

According to the Corporation for Na-
tional and Community Service, participa-
tion in the MLK Day of Service has grown
each year as more Americans are inspired
by Dr. King’s legacy to help their commu-
nities and the holiday has become synony-
mous with service.

“He definitely inspires me to try to
make a difference every day in our com-
munity,” said Hyder.

“For me, honoring him here by help-
ing this school means giving back into my
community, and I hope it sheds a little hon-
or on all the work he did.”

The volunteer day wasn’t a one-time
event for Travis Airmen and FTAC class-
es.

There has been a long-standing rela-
tionship between Travis AFB and RTSC
that started with the FTAC Gives Back ini-
tiative at the MLK Day event two years
ago.

Since then, FTAC Airmen have com-
pleted 46 community support projects,
with 29 of them through RTSC. This
equals nearly 6,000 volunteer hours given
back to Solano County.

Through their volunteer efforts, Travis
Airmen are demonstrating how through
service, anyone can make a difference.

This impact embodies the spirit of Dr.
King’s legacy, as he once said, “Every-
body can be great, because everybody can
serve.”

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about that medical issue we’ve
been pushing through best we
could, or thought the other re-
quirements we had were just
boxes to check, we might not be
ready when needed. It’s under-
standable to think that we don’t
need a passport, will or power
of attorney.

It’s easy to assume that we
can pay bills online pretty
much anywhere in the world,
or think that because we can
do our job on base we can do it
anywhere.

But we need to ask ourselves
if we are really ready. If we
were asked today if we could go
to a bare base in a hostile war-
torn country, without hardened
facilities or even a good fence
around the base (much less
mail or internet), can we hon-
estly say we’re ready for any-
thing and everything we might
face? If your answer is yes,
think again about all the other
jobs you might have to doin a
deployed location.

Sure, I’'m a great medic, but
how good of a security forces
augmentee am I? Do I feel com-
fortable with a weapon? Can
I move in body armor? Am I
good with my combative skills?

Those are things that I don’t
do every day, and might not
show up on any report about
my readiness. If the answer to
any of these questions is no, I
need to let my supervisor and
commander know my weak
spots where I need training.
Not everything shows up on a

convenient report.

If there are skills or train-
ing you need before you deploy,
chances are good someone else
in the unit will need them too.

Likewise, don’t neglect your
home situation. It’s easy to fo-
cus on the job, but what would
happen to your family if you
were suddenly gone for an ex-
tended period of time? How
prepared are they for the chal-
lenges that might come when
you are not there? Even if your
only family is a pet goldfish, do
you have a plan for those that
rely on you being here?

We have become accus-
tomed to routine deployments
in the air and expeditionary
force cycle and I’'m sure our
enemies appreciate that. Natu-
ral disasters tend to be unpre-
dictable as well. Asking if we’re
ready to perform the mission
anywhere, anytime is a useful
tool that can help when the un-
expected tragedy happens, but
it can also help enable some
great opportunities. After that
incident early in my career,
I’ve tried to always be ready,
and it certainly has paid off. I
had the opportunity to go on
some amazing temporary duty
assignments simply because I
was ready when someone was
needed, from supporting NASA
in Morocco, to providing medi-
cal care in Nepal, to teaching in
Indonesia to name a few.

More to the point, if I get a
call this afternoon like I did all
those years ago, I know that I
am ready. I can focus on the
mission and do my job any-
where I may get called, and my
family will be taken care of.

the needs of our Airmen and
our Air Force.”

The updated policies will
impact almost every active
duty enlisted Airman as well
as those in the Guard and Re-
serve.

One of the more signifi-
cant updates covers a long
and widely debated subject.
Under the new policy senior

noncommissioned officers who
complete an associate’s degree
or “higher level degree from a
nationally or regionally accred-
ited academic institution” are
eligible for promotion and se-
nior rater stratification or en-
dorsement consideration.

Prior to this update, only
degrees obtained from the
Community College of the Air
Force could be considered for
senior rater stratification and
endorsement. Airmen should
ensure completed degrees are

updated in their personnel re-
cords in the Military Person-
nel Data System.

Another update focuses on
equitability and streamlines
the stratification process by
removing ineligible Airmen
from the senior rater stratifi-
cation pool. The previous pol-
icy allowed Airmen with an
approved high year of tenure,
or HYT, retirement date to be
factored into the senior rater’s
endorsement allocations. For
Airmen reaching HYT, per-
formance evaluations are also
now considered optional.

An additional update autho-
rizes the senior enlisted lead-
er, previously only an advisor,
to be a voting member of the
Enlisted Forced Distribution
Panel. In addition, the policy
affords large units the ability
to use the Enlisted Force Dis-
tribution Panel process. If a
designated large unit choos-
es not to do so, the unit com-
mander must publish and dis-
seminate alternate procedures
no later than the accounting
date for each evaluation cycle
to ensure transparency.

In yet another update, com-
manders now have authori-
ty to designate any number of
non-rated days if they deter-
mine an Airman “faced per-
sonal hardships during the
reporting period.” The op-
tion provides commanders the
agility to reflect periods of ex-
tenuating circumstances on
annual evaluations without
negatively impacting the Air-
man.

Air Force senior lead-
ers also made recommenda-
tions regarding referral eval-
uations. Currently, a report is
automatically referred when
“met some, but not all expec-
tations” is selected on the AF
Forms 910 and 911. To allow
raters the opportunity to iden-
tify and document potential
areas of improvement, these
ratings will no longer be con-
sidered a mandatory referral
enlisted performance report.
This particular policy change
will take effect in conjunction
with the staff sergeant static
close out date on Jan. 31.

The changes will appear
in upcoming revisions of Air
Force Instructions 36-2606,
Officer and Enlisted Evalua-
tion Systems and 36-2502, En-
listed Airman Promotion/De-
motion Programs.

while attending he faced sever-
al challenges: He had to learn
English; due to not being a citi-
zen, he wasn’t eligible for most
scholarships; and his family
didn’t have enough money to
pay for him.

With this in mind, Subtil got
a job at a grocery store making
$6.15 an hour. An unsettling
incident at this job ultimately
led to him enlisting in the Air
Force.

“l was working the dairy
aisle and I was trying to put
the products that expire soon-
er closer to the front and put
the later date in the back. I had
just cleaned up my aisle and
was thinking how good it looks.
There was this woman that just
came in and she was trying to
get items from the back, but she
basically knocked out every-
thing to grab what she needed,
while I was right next to her.
She looked at me and made me
feel like I was not worth any-
thing. At that time, I was just
furious. I asked my manag-
er to take a 30-minute break
and I went to the dairy cooler
and cried,” Subtil said. “It was
there that I started to question,
‘What is my purpose here?’ ”

Shortly thereafter, Subtil
met with a recruiter, enlisted
in the Air Force and became an
X-ray technician.

Once he completed his train-
ing, he moved to Keesler Air
Force Base, where he would
spend most of his first enlist-
ment. It was there that he de-
cided he wanted to stay in
the military and obtained his

citizenship through the Immi-
gration and Nationality Act,
which allows service members
to file for naturalization based
on their military service.

“l was enjoying (my job).
There were a lot of things that

the military offered me in that
sense of brotherhood. It wasn’t
just work,” Subtil said.

Subtil is now a first sergeant
at Kunsan where he is respon-
sible for the morale and welfare

of the 8th CES. He accomplish-
es this task by assisting with
leave requests, pay issues and
a variety of other daily occur-
rences.

“I enjoy helping people. The
simple things matter to every
Airman and you’re at the cen-
ter of that. (The support) is end-
less and it’s extremely reward-
ing to hear, ‘thank you.”

Subtil’s story and his Hai-
tian heritage affect the way he
operates every day at work and
in his personal life.

“In Haitian culture, we have
a close-knit family and it helps
me in the military because it
gives me a sense of belonging.
It helps me understand my Air
Force family as well so I can
get close to them. My fami-
ly taught me the importance of
staying together,” he said.

As a first sergeant, Subtil
has worked for the 22nd Airlift
Squadron and the 60th Aircraft
Maintenance Squadron at Tra-
vis Air Force Base, California,
before coming to Kunsan. He
has been in the Air Force for 15
years and he wants to continue
serving as long as he can.

“From Haiti to the great-
est Air Force in the world ...
what are the chances?” Sub-
til asked aloud. “I don’t ever
want to think about the day I'm
leaving, because the military
helped make me who I am to-
day.”

the person that I am? In my

mind, they all are intertwined

into the bigger picture.”
“Mission success comes

when everyone is unencum-
bered by discriminatory prac-
tices that prevent them from
bringing all that they are to the
defense of the country,” said
Hyatt.

Hyatt’s quality of life has
been elevated to a point where
she can pursue and become the

person she wants to be due in
large part to the work of King
and the civil rights movement,
she said.

“Not only do I have equal
rights, but I also have the op-
portunity to seek higher edu-
cation without fear of discrim-
ination,” she said. “I’m able

to do basic things like choos-
ing whatever seat I want to on
a bus and in a movie theater. I
can use the nearest bathroom
and eat in any restaurant. To-
day, we do these things without
thinking, but there was a time
when people who looked like
me couldn’t do such things, and
that’s important to remember.”

It was President Harry S.
Truman who, on July 26, 1948,
desegregated the armed forces
after over 170 years. Remem-
bering these facts can be hard,
said Hyatt, but it’s always im-
portant.

“Black women weren’t even
allowed in the regular mili-
tary until after World War I1,”
said Hyatt. “But here we are,
70 years later, and I’'m not only
serving, but in a position to
make meaningful strides and
even suggest policy changes
within my squadron. It’s worth
looking back and appreciating
just how much we’ve gained in
all that time and how far our
words and ideas can stretch.”

King is oft-quoted as saying
“the arc of the moral universe
is long, but it bends toward jus-
tice.” It wasn’t until last year
that Jackson, now 77, made
his own addition to the famous
quote: “The arc of the moral

universe is long and it bends to-
ward justice, but you have to
pull it to bend; it doesn’t bend
automatically.”

Hyatt isn’t sure if she’ll be
making a career of the Air
Force, but she does know that
however long she’ll stay in, she’s
going to bring nothing but her
best to every day, to ensure read-
iness in her unit and bend that
arc to whatever direction that
will allow her and the people
she works with the freedom of a
voice that carries, causes change
and gets the mission done.

“Everyone benefits from
equality and fairness,” she
said. “We meet people from
all walks of life causing con-
nections and friendships to be
made. Perspectives are differ-
ent because of the vast diver-
sity of opinions and experienc-
es, which is beneficial because
of how many of those different
perspectives can be used to-
ward solving a collective prob-
lem for the good of all people,
not just a select few. Being a
part of a community not only
raises morale, it makes peo-
ple feel like they are a part of
something greater than them-
selves.”

receive a number so they can sit
and not lose their place in line, or
their number to be called, said
Vanpelt.

Extensive renovations on
the current satellite pharma-
cy also begin in February. The
ScriptCenter (kiosks) will re-
main in operation in the mini
mall throughout the construc-
tion period.

The temporary facility will
be open from 9 am. to 6 p.m.
Monday to Friday. The kiosks
are open from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m.
Monday to Friday, from 10 a.m.
to S p.m. Saturday and from 11
a.m. to S p.m. Sunday.

The 2,602 square feet of
space for the current satellite
pharmacy was obtained July 1,
1997.

It no longer meets cur-
rent Defense Department space
planning criteria, lacks proper
refill capabilities and is not con-
figured to maximize operational
efficiency due to changes in mis-
sion over the years, according to
the scope of work.

Additionally, the satellite fa-
cility shares the building with
several Army and Air Force
Exchange Service tenants, in-
cluding the United States Postal
Service, Class Six and Military
Clothing Sales stores and other
retail and service providers.

The new facility will be near-
ly twice as large as the current
satellite pharmacy and seat 36,
said Vanpelt. The renovations
are scheduled to be completed in
early 2020.

and the ability to update soft-
ware faster and more seamless-
ly, convinced Goldfein that the
plane has the potential to deliv-
er what future pilots and warf-
ighters need.

“The level of instruction-
al capacity is impressive,” he
said, noting that the new trainer
will go into service in 2024 and
reach full operational capability
by 2034. Having a fleet of these
trainers, he said, will allow pi-
lots to train for fourth and fifth-
generation aircraft.
