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Why OPSEC? Protect military operations

Operations security is 
critical to protecting the 
mission of Travis Air 

Force Base and our Air Force. 
The goal of OPSEC is to pro-

tect information about friendly 
operations and reduce the adver-
sary’s ability to collect and ex-
ploit critical information and in-
dicators about friendly activities.

Breaches of OPSEC, which 
can tip off adversaries to the ac-
tions of friendly forces, can oc-
cur in the most benign ways: 
text messages, phone calls, so-
cial media posts and even face-
to-face conversations can be 

intercepted by adversaries look-
ing to cause harm to our mili-
tary. Seemingly inconspicuous 
details including, deployment 
and temporary duty dates, loca-
tions and information about per-
sonnel such as manning levels, 
schedules and details about spe-
cific operations can be damag-
ing to military operations.

Adversaries can piece togeth-
er details from multiple sourc-
es to form a picture of military 
operations happening around 
the world. Knowing how we con-
duct operations, where we are 
conducting operations and when 
those operations are happening 
can cause adversaries to adjust 
their tactics. This has the poten-
tial to weaken our military’s ca-
pabilities and effectiveness.

In 2018, CBS News reported 
how GPS data from fitness de-
vices revealed locations of pre-
viously undisclosed U.S. bases 
abroad. It also revealed exercise 
routes used by military mem-
bers. This data featured infor-
mation about bases that rely on 
secrecy to conduct their mis-
sions. By posting locations of 
where military members are, 
adversaries can target them and 
disrupt military operations.

Even posting details about 
how we conduct operations 
at home can affect the secu-
rity of Travis AFB. Sharing 

work schedules or capabilities 
of equipment used on base can 
have negative impacts if adver-
saries have access to that infor-
mation. Sharing work schedules 
online can highlight to adversar-
ies when changeover happens, 
which could be indicative of gaps 
in coverage or weak points in 
manpower.

In some ways, we want to 
highlight our equipment capa-
bilities and show the public the 
cool toys we get to play with, but 
not all of this information needs 
to be posted online for anyone 
to see. Before posting any infor-
mation related to the military, 
Airmen should consult the crit-
ical information and indicators 
list. This document is published 
by the 60th Air Mobility Wing 

OPSEC program manager and is 
used for units to create their own 
CIILs, specific to their mission. 
The CIIL describes which infor-
mation is vital to protect and pre-
vents adversaries from knowing 
how we conduct operations.

While OPSEC is not the most 
exciting subject, it is critical to 
protect information about mil-
itary operations. Before post-
ing anything online, reference 
the CIIL, if the information falls 
into one of the critical informa-
tion or indicators categories, do 
not post it.

I hated where I lived, my sit-
uation in life and the unfair advan-
tages others had. I desired a better 
future in life. After high school, I 
thought of all my options and set-
tled with speaking to a recruiter af-
ter a friend told me about benefits 
the Air Force offered. The recruit-
er told me about an opportunity to 
become something bigger than my-
self, which offered a chance to im-
prove my life. I was hooked. I met 

with the recruiter in October 2009, 
and started my Air Force journey 
seven months later.

I was happy just to be in the Air 
Force and performing my job. With 
every task I was given, I started to 
see the significance of doing some-
thing greater than myself. I wasn’t 
only protecting my nation’s air pow-
er, but the people who provided it. 
My fellow Airmen and I were put-
ting ourselves on the front lines to 
ensure the safety of all who lived 
and worked at my duty location – 
since air power isn’t effective if it 
stays on the ground.

I wanted to be the best Airman 

I could be and do all I could to sup-
port the mission. However, in De-
cember 2011, I scored an 87.2 on 
my fitness assessment, which was 
2.8 points below an excellent pass-
ing score, and making me ineli-
gible for many advancement op-
portunities. I was determined to 
“rumble” and improve that, as well 
as other things. It made me look at 
where I was and where I was head-
ed. I had to ask myself, “Had I real-
ly hit my full potential in my career 
and life?” I thought being ambitious 
was no longer required since I had

60th LRS gets Travis pumped up for innovation

As a fuels distribution operator for 
Travis AFB’s 60th Logistics Readi-
ness Squadron, Senior Airman Tanner 
O’Laughlin rarely spared a thought on 
the weather. 

His job – to ensure quality fuel makes 
its way into any of the numerous air-
craft comprising Travis’ fleet – acted in-
dependent of it, and even if it didn’t, the 
base’s mission would compel him to car-
ry out his work.

That work was logged analogously, 
though, meaning the account of his duty 
made its way onto pieces of paper held at 
the mercy of the sometimes unreliable 
grip of a clipboard. All this made for a 
perfect storm… of paper.

“One day on the flight line, the clip-
board set loose what was probably a doz-
en sheets of work logs, all taken immedi-
ately by the wind,” O’Laughlin said. “As 
anyone who knows how secure a loca-
tion it is, random papers flowing around 
can represent a disastrous situation on 
the flight line. We all started frantically 
grabbing for papers. After we managed 
to get them all together, we happened to 
look over and see a maintainer a ways 
away recording his work on a tablet. Our 
next thought being, ‘Well, what the hell – 
why don’t we have that?’”

This question was a common one 
for 60th LRS Airmen who recently set 
about allocating innovation funds to 
bring the squadron’s processes into the 
digital age.

“A lot of what we’re doing is a no-
brainer, but has nevertheless made a 
huge impact on cost-savings, man hour 
efficiency and accountability,” said Se-
nior Master Sgt. David Janes, 60th LRS 
fuels superintendent. “However, some 
projects have come from the ingenuity 

of a handful of our Airmen, and cur-
rent circumstances have been favorable 
enough as to allow us the avenues to pro-
ceed with prototyping them.”

Along with replacing clipboards with 
tablets, the 60th LRS has seen a floor-to-
ceiling overhaul of their protocol, from 

updating their brick and mortar snack 
bar to revolutionizing the means of pres-
surizing fuel on the fly, cutting the need-
ed man hours for the process from two 
hours to 45 minutes.

All this didn’t happen by accident, 
said Janes.

“We’ve been very deliberate in what 
kind of environment we wanted to cre-
ate to make these ideas a reality,” he 
said. “In the end, we saw the most val-
ue in creating one that put the emphasis

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Much more than just a sky mechanic

Keeping an aircraft 
worth hundreds of millions 
of dollars in tip-top shape 
is a complex process. Tacti-
cal aircraft maintainers are 
commonly known as “flying 
crew chiefs” because they’re 
generalists who coordinate 
the aircraft’s readiness and 
call in specialists like avion-
ics or propulsion technicians 
when there is a problem.

FCCs are trained in spe-
cial operation maintenance 
in addition to the hundreds 
of hours it takes to become a 
qualified maintainer.

Tech Sgt. Matthew Smith, 
660th Aircraft Maintenance 
Squadron is one of these fly-
ing crew chiefs, maintain-
ing KC-10 Extender aircraft 

assigned to Travis AFB.
“We accompany any air-

craft that flies of f station and 
lands at another location,” 
Smith said. “We do all the 
necessary servicing, add oil 
to engines, fill the jet up with 
the required fuel load for the 
next day’s flight and inspect 
the aircraft for any damage 
that might have occurred. 
It’s mostly knowing my job 
as a crew chief as well as 
having an understanding of 
the specialists’ jobs.”

Smith explained they 
are described as jacks of all 
trades, but masters of none. 
“If the aircraft breaks on the 
road we are the point of con-
tact for diagnosing malfunc-
tions and replacing compo-
nents,” he said.

FCCs also coordinate 
with base support, organize 

with transient alert, arrange 
crew bus pickups and con-
tact local petroleum, oil and 
lubricant agencies.

Smith chose to be a crew 
chief when he decided to en-
list in 2006.

“It was a lifelong dream 
to join the military and I al-
ways loved airplanes, so it 
made sense to me to join the 
Air Force,” Smith said.

“My father served 20-
plus years in the Navy and 
he always said if he could do 
it all over again he would go 
Air Force. My grandfather 
also served in World War II 
in the Army Air Corps, tran-
sitioning into the Air Force 
when it became a branch,” 
he continued.

Aside from basic train-
ing and technical school, 
Smith has spent his entire 

Air Force career assigned to 
Travis. 

“When I got through 
training, I saw some crew 
chiefs in flight suits,” he 
said. “The section chief told 
me they were flying crew 
chiefs and it means they 
are at the top of their game 
and the best at their jobs. So 
right at that moment, I told 
myself I would become one.”

Chief Master Sgt. Shane 
Hickman has flown with 
both the 6th and 9th Air Re-
fueling Squadrons for 15 
years as a KC-10 Extender 
in-flight refueling special-
ist, more commonly known 
as a boom operator. He cur-
rently holds the position of 
60th Operations group su-
perintendent. Aircrew share 
a close relationship with the

The 60th Air Mobility Wing 
announced July 17 the launch 
of its sub-app on the USAF 
Connect mobile application.

USAF Connect is an Air 
Force-wide mobile app de-
signed to enable, engage and 
empower Airmen by central-
izing and increasing access to 
the information they need for 
their careers. 

In addition to providing 
headquarters-level informa-
tion, local units can maintain 
sub-apps, accessible through 
the USAF Connect Favorites 
Portal. 

Team Travis is invited to 
install the USAF Connect ap-
plication from the Apple App 
Store or Google Play and select 
the “60th Air Mobility Wing” 
when prompted to add favor-
ites. Once favorited, users 
can swipe left from the USAF 
Connect home screen to see 
the wing’s platform, making 
it easy to get the information 
they need anytime, anywhere, 
from the palm of their hands. 

This sub-app augments tra-
ditional wing communication 
tools by consolidating multiple 
resources in a single location, 
easing access to information 
and news from all channels. 
Additionally, the sub-app will 
allow spouses, family mem-
bers and retirees to receive re-
al-time notifications on emer-
gencies, gate closures and 
other important updates from 
the wing.

The sub-app aims to im-
prove base community en-
gagement and workforce effi-
ciency by providing an array 
of robust features that enhance 
access to the information per-
sonnel need to manage their

“Today was special for our 
22nd Airlift Squadron team,” 
said Tech.

DoD delays  
transfer of 
education 
benefits

GRISSOM AIR RESERVE 
BASE, Ind. — The Department 
of Defense delayed the imple-
mentation of a policy that would 
limit a service member’s ability 
to share education benefits with 
family members.

The policy, originally slated 
to take effect July 12, will dis-
continue the transfer benefit 
for members with 16 years or 
more of service.

The implementation has 
been delayed until Jan. 12, 
2020, giving long-serving mem-
bers more time to transfer their 
education benefits to spouses or 
dependents.

Currently, members who 
serve a minimum of six years 
and commit to serving anoth-
er four years can transfer their 
education benefits to depen-
dents.

Those who agree to four ad-
ditional years but who are un-
able to complete them because 
of a service-connected injury, 
medical discharge or receive 
a waiver can also keep their 
transfer benefits.

If a service member has 
more than 16 years of service 
after Jan. 12, 2020, he or she 
will not be able to transfer GI 
bill benefits.

Purple Heart recipients will 
be able to transfer any unused 
benefits regardless of years of 
service.

“This extension will be sig-
nificant for our Airmen, or any 
service member, with longer 
careers,” said Senior Master 
Sgt. Adam Oswalt, 434th Air 
Refueling Wing training tech-
nician. “It gives them more 
time to make an informed de-
cision or start the transfer pro-
cess.”

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Resiliency with every step: Airmen hike to Cloud’s Rest

YOSEMITE NATIONAL 
PARK, Calif. – Yosemite National 
Park in California, which features 
waterfalls, redwood trees and nu-
merous trails, served as the back 
drop July 13 for a resiliency hike 
for 42 Airmen from Travis Air 
Force Base.

The hike to Cloud’s Rest, 
which is 9,926 feet above sea lev-
el, required Airmen to navigate 
through arduous terrain, bat-
tle mosquitoes and tax their bod-
ies for nearly 15 miles. The con-
cept for the adventure came from 
Capt. Kevin Hostettler, 60th Air 
Mobility Wing chaplain.

“The Air Force wants resil-
ient Airmen and resiliency is the 
ability to bounce back from some-
thing or push through something 
that is difficult,” Hostettler said. 
“This hike was an opportuni-
ty for our Airmen to experience 
something incredibly challenging 
physically, mentally and spiritual-
ly. We wanted to find a way to bet-
ter prepare them for life’s difficult 
moments when they will need to 
push through.”

Hostettler said the 14.57-mile 
route the Airmen traveled, which 
featured 1,775 feet of elevation 
gain highlighted by a series of 
switchbacks, was designed to be 
as taxing as possible.

“We wanted to develop a hike 
that would test their physical fit-
ness, stamina and mental fitness 
at high altitude,” he said. “That is 
incredibly difficult, and at some 
point, all of them will face chal-
lenges. So, why not do some-
thing in a controlled environment 
where they can enhance their re-
siliency? This will help them per-
form at a high level to accomplish 
the mission and be the best they 
can be for themselves and their 
families.”

Airmen from 21 different or-
ganizations tackled the journey 
in pairs and supported each other 
along the way. On numerous occa-
sions, they shared water, food and 
words of encouragement.

“We brought 42 Airmen so 

they can support one another and 
connect while doing something 
challenging,” said Senior Air-
man Raymond Ruffin, 660th Air-
craft Maintenance Squadron KC-
10 Extender communication and 
navigation maintainer. Also one 
of the hike’s planners.

“In the Air Force, we are each 
other’s wingman,” he said. “We 
look out for one another and this 
hike was a great example of that. 
Some people may have been in-
timidated by the distance we were 
going to cover or how high we 
climbed, but when they look back 
on this experience, they will know 
they accomplished something 
they can use as motivation in their 
jobs, relationships or in their spir-
itual walk.”

Senior Airman Lanisa Haynes, 
60th Aerospace Medical Squad-
ron medical technician, made the 
journey to Cloud’s Rest and said 
she’s glad she did.

“There were points I wanted to 
stop; it was tough,” she said. “But 
that view at the end was so beauti-
ful. Before doing this hike, I never 
hiked more than five miles.”

From the summit of Cloud’s 
Rest, many of the landmarks that 
make Yosemite a popular desti-
nation can be seen, including El 
Capitan, Half Dome and Tena-
ya Lake.

While she enjoyed taking in 
her surroundings from nearly 
10,000 feet up, Haynes said, she 
gained more from the hike than a 
nice view.

“There are times when you 
feel your body is about to give out, 
but in those moments, it’s your 
mind that will push you through,” 
she said. “You have to have the 
end state in mind and focus on 
that. I believed I could complete 
this hike and I did so by taking 
one step and then the next step.”

Positive thinking, along with 
a strong support system, is vital 
to overcoming adversity, Haynes 
said.

“My grandmother died in No-
vember 2018 and we were real-
ly close,” she said. “I also lost a 
childhood friend in February. She 
was killed in a car accident. That 
was a really sad time for me. For a 

while, I was scared to drive.”
“I discussed everything I was 

going through with my family and 
friends,” Haynes said. “I also had 
incredible support groups within 
my unit. Their support helped me 
focus on serving my brothers and 
sisters in arms and accomplishing 
my goals.”

The Houston native is training 
to run her first half-marathon in 
2020 and hopes to earn a commis-
sion in the Air Force as a social 
worker. She also wants to rid the 
Air Force of suicide.

“I got through this hike, loss 
and so many other challenges in 
life,” she said. “I’m going to tack-
le every goal I have one step at a 
time.”

Showing every Airman that he 
or she has the physical, mental 
and spiritual resiliency to over-
come nearly any obstacle was es-
sential when planning the hike, 
Ruffin said.

“All things are possible once 
you set your mind to it,” he said. 
“We want every Airman to under-
stand that they can do anything 
and when they face challeng-
es, they don’t have to face them 
alone. There’s so much support 
out there for you no matter what 
situation you’re dealing with.”

The Airmen tackled Cloud’s 
Rest in small groups, with the 
first group starting their journey 
at 7:30 a.m. They were followed 
by three more groups just 30 min-
utes apart from each other. The 
grueling hike took each group be-
tween eight and 10 hours to com-
plete, with the last group finishing 
around 8 p.m.

“The hike was tougher than I 
thought it was going to be because 
of the elevation,” said Senior Air-
man Adam Taylor, 60th Contract-
ing Squadron contracting special-
ist. “I wanted to spend more time 
at the summit. It’s one of those 
once-in-a-lifetime experiences.”

Taylor said, after hiking to 
Cloud’s Rest, his resilience and 
the resilience of his fellow Air-
men are much stronger.

“After completing this hike, I 
believe all of us can better push 
through whatever challenges we 
may face.”

completed the goal of just improving 
my circumstances.

or retired,” she said. “I am 
grateful for each opportunity 
and believe I was in each po-
sition for a reason.”

Hunt understands the 
gravitas that comes with the 
duty. She holds many hard 
memories, such as comfort-
ing crying, distraught fam-
ilies. One night she also re-
ceived a phone call that an 
Airman she knew commit-
ted suicide and she needed to 
prepare for the funeral.

But Hunt saw stories of 
perseverance, too. As the 
honor guard superintendent 
at Travis, she performed 
honors at 1,484 funerals and 
supported 611 formal details, 
leading 432 Airmen. One of 
those Airmen was an hon-
or guard member who was 
afraid of caskets due to trau-
matic events as a child.

“I urged her to try and 

that we would support her in 
moving from urns and me-
morials to caskets,” Hunt 
said. “Over time, she became 
one of our sharpest guards-
men and was carrying cas-
kets with no issue. She over-
came her fear because she 
knew in her heart that honor-
ing our fallen is of the utmost 
importance.”

During dignified trans-
fers, Hunt would have an 
Airman stay with the receiv-
ing family in the hangar so 
they weren’t alone while they 
waited to transfer the fallen 
from the plane to the hearse.

Her consideration for oth-
ers extends beyond her duty 
hours. During her time at 
Fort Sam Houston, Texas, 
she cared for two ailing and 
homebound seniors.

For the past several years, 
Hunt has also participated in 
the North Bay Stand Down, 
a three-day resource fair for 
veterans who are homeless or 
at risk in the Bay Area. She 
assisted with check-in and 

registration, prepping meals 
and recruiting service mem-
bers to volunteer.

Hunt said she admires the 
mission and the motto of the 
event, which is “a hand up, 
not a hand out.”

“Veterans are proud peo-
ple, and when we fall on hard 
times, we appreciate the help 
up, but want to walk once 
again on our own,” she said. 
“Veterans are looking for 
support, not pity.”

Another of Hunt’s pas-
sions is working with and 
rescuing animals. She has 
fostered 26 dogs and cats. 
Additionally, she’s trapped 37 
feral cats to have them neu-
tered and released.

“I usually leave with new 
animal additions to my fami-
ly,” she said about permanent 
changes of station.

Hunt said that her com-
mitment to valuing animals 
started at a young age, when 
her parents taught her about 
treating other species with 
respect.

“I read a quote recent-
ly that resonated with me: 
‘People who care about ani-
mals tend to care about peo-
ple,’” she said. “They don’t 
care about animals to the 
exclusion of people. Caring 
is not a finite resource and, 
even more than that, it’s like 
a muscle – the more you ex-
ercise it, the stronger it gets.”

Even after all Hunt has 
accomplished, she said she 
was surprised to be recog-
nized as VOY.

“I never imagined that do-
ing what comes natural could 
bring such appreciation and 
recognition,” she said. “I was 
not aware this formal rec-
ognition existed, therefore I 
was taken aback.”

AF flies HH-60W for first time

WEST PALM BEACH, 
Fla. — The 413th Flight Test 
Squadron successfully con-
ducted the first Air Force-pi-
loted flight of the HH-60W 
Combat Rescue Helicopter 
July 11. The test took place at 
Sikorsky Aircraft Corpora-
tion Development Flight Cen-
ter in West Palm Beach.

The unit embedded Air 
Force personnel with the con-
tractor, Sikorsky, to provide 
early warfighter involvement 
and operationally relevant de-
velopmental testing.

The aircraft, based on 
the Army’s UH-60M Black 
Hawk helicopter, is modified 
to perform missions locat-
ing and rescuing downed pi-
lots in hostile territory. The 
Air Force is contracted to 
purchase 113 HH-60W air-
craft to replace its aging fleet 
of HH-60G Pave Hawk heli-
copters.

“Our entire team has been 
focused on bringing togeth-
er a lot of moving parts to 

get here today,” said Lt. Col. 
Wayne Dirkes, 413th FLTS 
operations officer. “We are 
really excited to be a part of 
recapitalizing a vital compo-
nent of our warfighting strat-
egy,”

The purpose of the test 
flight was to collect level flight 
performance data the Air 
Force requires to move the 
program into the production 
and deployment phase of the 
defense acquisition process.

According to Dirkes, the 
crew performed an in-
strumentation and teleme-
try checkout with the control 
room, gathered basic engine 
start data and flew referred 
gross weight level flight speed 
sweeps between 40 knots and 
maximum horizontal speed.

“Performance testing re-
quires extremely precise air-
craft control, and our test pi-
lot maintained tolerances 
of plus or minus one knot of 

airspeed, 20 feet of altitude 
and less than 100 feet per 
minute vertical speed, flying 
by hand,” Dirkes explained.

The flight also served as 
a method for the test pilot to 
complete the required qual-
ifications to fly the aircraft. 
Maj. Andrew Fama, a 413th 
FLTS test pilot, was the first 
Air Force pilot to fly the air-
craft.

“I’m honored to be the 
first Air Force pilot to fly the 
‘Whiskey’ and very excited to 
deliver a new aircraft to my 
rescue brothers and sisters,” 
Fama said.

Sikorsky pilots have been 
flying the aircraft for about 
a month; however, this mile-
stone marks the beginning of 
integrated government and 
contractor flight test opera-
tions.

There are six aircraft 
dedicated to the develop-
mental test program. The 
413th’s HH-60W operations 
are scheduled to begin at Eg-
lin AFB Auxiliary Field #3, 
also known as Duke Field, 
Florida, this fall.

force integration, utilization, 
health of the force and joint 
development for enlisted per-
sonnel.

During his visit, Troxell 
visited the base commissary 
and observed combatives and 
military working dog dem-
onstrations put on by the 6th 
Security Forces Squadron. 
Troxell discussed the impor-
tance of joint force readiness, 
fitness, training and trust 
within each organization.

“By empowering troops, 
they can reach into untapped 
potential,” said Troxell. “Em-
powered troops are ready, fo-
cused and more lethal.”

The visit culminated in a 
town hall style all-call for lo-
cal senior enlisted leader-
ship, where Troxell revealed 
what he considers the key to 
war fighting dominance.

“The greatest advantage 
that our military has is in the 
human domain and the peo-
ple of our enlisted force,” said 
Troxell. “No other nation in 
the world puts the level of 
trust, confidence, training, ed-
ucation and empowerment 
in the people like the United 
States military, and that, in the 
end, is what is going to win the 
day.”

Troxell added that 
NCOs who understand the 

commander’s intent and are 
empowered to exercise disci-
plined initiative with their ag-
ile and adaptive thinking pro-
vide the U.S. with its greatest 
competitive advantage.

“That’s why we are the 
greatest military in the 
world,” Troxell said.

We must continue to focus 
on the basic tenants of being 
part of the warrior class, ex-
plained Troxell, emphasizing 

the importance of maintain-
ing fitness standards and the 
ability to deploy forces at a 
moment’s notice.

“Inspirational and en-
gaged leadership provide 
purpose, motivation and di-
rection,” said Troxell. “Peo-
ple feel like they are part of 
the organization when they 
have engaged leadership, and 
that is one of our strongest 
recruiting tools.”

Pilots showcase 
virtual reality

JOINT BASE LANGLEY-
EUSTIS, Va. — Helicopter pi-
lots and special mission aviators 
from the 41st Rescue Squadron 
at Moody Air Force Base, Geor-
gia, performed a demonstration 
of a virtual reality training sys-
tem for Air Combat Command 
leadership July 8 as part of a 
squadron-led innovation show-
case.

Lt. Gen. Chris Weggeman, 
ACC deputy commander, viewed 
the demonstration and lauded 
the unit’s efforts to incorporate 
new technologies into the squad-
ron’s everyday culture.

“It’s inspiring,” Weggeman 
said. “I think it’s going to be a set 
of equipment that will allow us to 
improve the efficiency of how we 
conduct training in the HH-60, 
and it’ll also give us insights into 
the broader Pilot Training Next 
(program) and all the things 
we’re doing with virtual reality.”

The trainer allows four peo-
ple to don VR headgear and si-
multaneously enter a server 
to fly a virtual HH-60G Pave 
Hawk combat search and rescue 

helicopter in simulated training 
missions. The controls are the 
same equipment the helicopter 
uses to add further realism to the 
VR environment.

“Science and technology in-
novations in VR present an ex-
cellent opportunity to advance 
and augment realistic training 
and learning for our warfighters 
to not only maintain competitive 
advantage but also to increase le-
thality over emerging threats,” 
said Dr. John D. Matyjas, the sci-
entific adviser to the ACC com-
mander and the person who ar-
ranged the demonstration. “The 
41st RQS seized this opportuni-
ty and showcased results in just a 
couple months.”

And this is how it all came to-
gether.

In mid-2018, Moody AFB 
leadership hosted a Spark Tank 
competition, an innovation-driv-
en event in which participat-
ing Airmen present their ideas 
in an effort to secure funding. 
The winning concepts more of-
ten than not focus on increasing 
squadron readiness, moderniz-
ing mission sets and creating a 
more resilient, future-minded 
Air Force.

on fostering respect and worth in Air-
men’s ideas.”

For Airmen like O’Laughlin, that en-
vironment is the difference between 
spinning his wheels and planting them 
on a path to new, uncharted territories 
for an Air Force he sees as ripe for an 
update.

“What we’re doing in the squad-
ron now is unprecedented in other LRS 
squadrons around the Air Force,” he 
said. “It’s our leadership’s attitude of 
saying, ‘Yeah, that sounds awesome. Do 
it.’ that gives those of us who experience 
some of these problems and frustrations 
on a day-to-day basis the agency to ap-
proach each day with a mindset of own-
ing the work we do; that this isn’t just 
Gen. Goldfein’s Air Force or Col. Nel-
son’s Air Force, but our Air Force.”

O’Laughlin, whose idea it was to con-
struct a mobile fuel pressurizing man-
ifold to replace the time-sapping to-
and-fro sequence of yesterday’s LRS, 
recently had an audience with Brig. Gen. 
Linda Hurry, Defense Logistics Agen-
cy Aviation commander, regarding the 
pushing out of his prototype to the Air 
Force at-large.

“In every LRS squadron – in every 
squadron, period – there exists a rich, 
often untapped resource, and that’s ev-
ery Airman who has taken the time 
to become a subject matter expert in 
their area of responsibility,” Janes said. 
“What we’ve done is taken a position of 
enabling, not squandering, that resource 
and it has time and again paid dividends 
not just for us, but for every Airman who 
will ever touch the technology and pro-
cesses we’re pushing out.”

“It’s my hope that when some of 
these Airmen change stations, their 
new squadron will be using the ex-
act tech their work here has made pos-
sible. I want our Airmen to go onto 

other squadrons and be able to say, ‘Hey, 
you’re welcome. I helped make that.’”

That’s not to say every idea that 
comes from the 60th LRS think tank can 
be implemented, but for Janes, innova-
tion culture means more than what the 
Air Force can receive from their Air-
men.

“Innovation culture, at its heart, 
means acknowledging our Airmen as 

the SMEs they are and that no matter 
how much weight is on your sleeves or 
your lapels, there is always value in what 
we all bring to the table,” he said.

At the end of the day, though, Janes 
acknowledges the 60th LRS for what it 
is: just one squadron; something he takes 
stock of in an open challenge to Travis’ 
other 19.

“No squadron is going to succeed in 

changing the Air Force alone,” he said. 
“We’ve elicited the help of several dif-
ferent agencies while constructing our 
projects. They helped us not because it 
was their job that day to do so, but be-
cause they, like us, have the urge to leave 
this Air Force better than how we found 
it. Something every Airman of every 
squadron on Travis should ask them-
selves is ‘Do I have that urge in myself?’”

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FCCs, making the job of flying the air-
plane much easier.   

“With our aging KC-10 fleet, the fly-
ing crew chiefs are vital to mission ac-
complishment,” Hickman said. “When 
the aircraft are out in the system, there 
is only so much aircrew can do to trou-
bleshoot and fix maintenance issues as 
they occur.”

“The flying crew chiefs are the ones 
who work those issues, many times af-
ter a long flight, allowing the aircrew to 
enter crew rest,” Hickman said. “The 
partnership between flying crew chiefs 
and the aircrew is extremely important 
and is what keeps the mission moving 
on time.”

The role of an FCC calls to individ-
uals who embrace a problem-solving 
mindset and commit to the continual 
work required of them.

 “There are so many times I have 
been on missions and the flying crew 
chief worked magic to get the aircraft 
ready for the next day. I have seen these 
amazing maintainers conduct major 
maintenance operations while transit-
ing Alaska where the temps continuous-
ly fell below freezing to places where the 
temps continuously stayed above 100°F.

“The expertise they provide and the 
dedication they display is truly a driving 

force in keeping the KC-10 fleet in the 
fight and conducting worldwide opera-
tions,” Hickman said.   

An FCC must know every inch of the 
aircraft from nose to tail, conducting 
day-to-day maintenance, including end-
of-runway, post-flight, preflight, thru-
flight inspections as well as record keep-
ing and administration.

 “Minus the regular crew chief 
tasks, you need to be familiar with 

troubleshooting all other systems on the 
aircraft,” Smith said. “You also need to 
know how to manage the people you are 
with and figure out logistical problems 
as well as getting what we need to get 
the aircraft off the ground on time.”

“I believe it has enhanced my skills 
as a leader and helps me think outside of 
the box. Honestly, at this point in my fly-
ing career, there really aren’t any chal-
lenges that can’t be overcome with a 

little knowledge of the technical orders 
and little tricks I have learned over the 
years.”

Smith went on to relate a point in his 
career which particularly stands out in 
his memory.

“One of the best moments I had was 
in 2009 while deployed to the Middle 
East. I just finished launching a jet on a 
routine mission when I saw a truck fly 
past me heading to the Horn of Africa 
alert jet. This is a KC-10 Extender that is 
on constant preflight by aircrew and re-
mains on alert status. If the need arises, 
the aircrew can show up to the jet, turn 
the engines on and go. So after this truck 
passed me, I headed over to the alert 
aircraft and asked what was up. The pi-
lot screamed, PIRATES!”

Smith laughed and shrugged it off, 
got on his headset and prepared to 
launch. The pilot started all three en-
gines and took off.

“I found out later I launched out the 
tanker that refueled the aircraft car-
rying the Navy Seals who rescued ship 
Capt. Richard Philips when Somali pi-
rates hijacked the Maersk Alabama in 
the Indian Ocean,” Smith said. 

Newly married, Smith hopes to fo-
cus more on his family and eventually 
make the transition to civilian life. But 
for now, he will continue to fly.

“It still gives me pride to get the mis-
sion done,” Smith said.
