David Grant USAF Medical Cen-
ter at Travis Air Force Base, Califor-
nia, hosted a hospital tour March 29 for
80 De Anza High School 11th and 12th
grade Junior Reserve Officers’ Train-
ing Corps and Health Academy stu-
dents.

The De Anza Health Academy pre-
pares students for health careers pri-
marily in the patient care field and
emergency medicine.

The student’s purpose for attending
was, “to have a work-based learning ex-
perience that provides them the oppor-
tunity to see a working hospital,” said
Fathom N.G., lead professor of the De
Anza Health Academy.

The students were greeted by Lt. Col.
Daniel Lamar, 60th Medical Group dep-
uty commander. His message to the
students was that the healthcare indus-
try is always looking for ways to make
healthcare safer while encouraging the
students to come up with new ideas and
ways to do this through being innovative
in healthcare.

“The patient has to trust that the
equipment that we are using works, and
not worry about if it works,” said Chief
Master Sgt. Justin Helin, 60th Inpatient
Operations Squadron Superintendent.

After the students were greeted, they
were broken up into four teams and
paired with DGMC non-commissioned
officers who escorted them throughout
the hospital. The stops along the way in-
cluded Medical Logistics, the Aeromed-
ical Staging Facility, Simulation Labo-
ratory, Laboratory Department and the
Hyperbaric Chamber.

The Hyperbaric Chamber was a
highlight for the students. They were

able to go inside the state-of-the-art
chamber in which patients inhale inter-
mittent 100 percent oxygen in chambers
pressurized to greater than one atmo-
sphere absolute.

The benefits of this treatment are in-
creased blood flow and hyper-oxygen-
ation to ischemic hypoxic tissue; pro-
motes cell growth, new blood vessel
formation and collagen desposition;
reduces edema,; helps fight infection
through various enhanced leukocytic

functions and reduces the toxic effects
of such poisons as carbon monoxide.

With so many stops along the way, the
students got an opportunity to eat lunch
at the DGMC dining facility surrounded
by doctors, nurses, physician assistants
and laboratory technicians.

The students continued the day with
an Airman’s Panel consisting of 12 Air-
men from a variety of medical special-
ties throughout the 60th MDG. This
allowed the students to ask whatever

questions they had. The panel discus-
sion ranged from the decision to en-
list after high school, dormitory life and
ending with why our Airmen love what
they do each day in the U.S. Air Force.

The tour ended with a chat with the
60th Air Mobility Command career as-
sistance advisor, Senior Master Sgt.
Scott Piper. As a life coach, he left the
students with the idea, “Pursue your
passion, love what you do and do what
you love.”

Charlotte ANG receives first C-17

The first of four C-17 Globe-
master IIIs was transferred
from Joint Base Charleston
to the Charlotte Air Nation-
al Guard, N.C. April 7 as part
of a congressional mandate.

man Moore, 437th Mainte-
nance Group deputy direc-
tor. “Congress mandated the
Air Force transfer aircraft
to those locations to help re-
place their fleets with C-17s.
We will additionally be send-
ing four C-17s to Pittsburg
ARS next fiscal year.”

The transfer marks a
transition for the Charlotte
ANG from flying the C-130
Hercules to the C-17. The
new airframe expands their
mission sets such as aero-
medical evacuation and air-
drop capabilities.

“We came down to
Charleston to do conversion
training, look over the air-
craft and get a good idea of

the situation and the con-
dition of the aircraft,” said
Master Sgt. Larry Boles,
14Sth Air Wing aircraft me-
chanic. “They provided us a
really good overview of the
aircraft and some great in-
sight we haven’t gotten be-
fore. They gave a lot of real
helpful information. It’s go-
ing to definitely increase our
capabilities. It’s a whole new
mission with different load
capabilities.”

Charleston is home to
the 373rd Training Squad-
ron Detachment S, which is
responsible for C-17 Globe-
master III initial skills
crew chief training (Type
3), advanced skills techni-
cal training (Type 4), and

international training, the
only U.S. Air Force C-17
Trainer Development Team
for crew chiefs. Through
training courses with the
373rd TRS and hands-on ex-
periences with maintain-
ers assigned here, Char-
lotte ANG Airmen learned
the ins and outs of their new
planes before the transfer
took place.

“They come here for
training classes to learn the
tech data on this new air
frame,” said Senior Master
Sgt. Phillip Wiley, 437th Air-
craft Maintenance Squadron
lead production superinten-
dent. “We make sure the ex-
perience and knowledge of

RESET improves pediatric care

FAIRCHILD AIR FORCE
BASE, Wash.— The 92nd Med-
ical Group Pediatric Clinic im-
plemented a new concept of op-
erations: rewarding, efficiency,
setting priorities and empow-
ering team members, or RE-
SET, to their system of patient
care.

RESET came from an origi-
nal model built at Ramstein Air
Base and was modified by Fair-
child Airmen to better suit the
pediatric clinic and success-
fully integrate with Military
Health System Genesis.

“The aim of RESET is to im-
prove access to care for the pa-
tient population,” said Capt.
Joseph Migliuri, 92nd MDG
pediatrician. “This has al-
lowed patients to see their pro-
vider more expeditiously. This
is done by changing the way in
which we do business, cutting
waste in our workflow and re-
warding teams that are effec-
tive in this area.”

Although the RESET sys-
tem was not intended to be used
with MHS Genesis or a pedi-
atric clinic, the pediatric team

restructured the original blue-
print to fit the needs of the clin-
ic. With the new design, the
team focused on their main
goal of increasing patient ac-
cess.

“Records show us that in
December 2017, we had a rate
of zero available appointments
within a week’s time; since in-
tegrating the RESET system,
we saw our rates of availabili-
ty increase to SS appointments
per week as of March 2018,
said Capt. Neal Alexander,
92nd MDG maternal child
flight nurse manager.

Virtual appointments are
offered to allow patients to re-
ceive the care they need from
doctors without having to vis-
it the clinic. Caring for patients
through virtual appointments
has also allowed doctors to
have more time to see more pa-
tients per day.

“Patients would previously
have to go through a long rope
of people to have their infor-
mation forwarded to a nurse
or technician and then a doc-
tor,” Alexander said. “We have
changed the appointment pro-
cess. Now, when a patient
calls, they are offered a virtual

consultation or a face-to-face
consultation.”

The team has changed the
culture of their work environ-
ment with the reward portion
of the RESET program.

“Historically, a provider
team who is very efficient in
seeing their patients, creating
more patient openings, are not
rewarded for their work,” Al-
exander said. “The team would
instead receive patients from
the overflow caused by teams
who are less efficient or have no
motivation to be efficient.”

This has motivated team
members to become innova-
tive, driven and efficient with
patient care.

Within three months imple-
menting RESET into the 92nd
MDG Pediatric Clinic MHS
Genesis workflow, the clin-
ic’s goals of patient access and
care have greatly improved.
Through the spread of this in-
novation and modernization to
other specialties and Depart-
ment of Defense installations,
Team Fairchild’s innovative
Airmen are Keeping mobili-
ty forces operationally ready
for any missions they’re called
to do.

DGMC to collect
unused drugs

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Travis encourages
ride-share program

Travis Air Force Base, Cal-
ifornia, personnel might be
interested to know the fed-
eral mass transit benefits pro-
gram for 2018 rose to a $260
monthly maximum allowable
amount for qualifying trans-
portation via vanpool, bus, fer-
ry or train. This is compared to
2015’s federal mass transpor-
tation monthly benefit amounts
of $130.

For personnel at Travis
AFB, government-issued per-
sonal debit cards are distribut-
ed after the application process
is complete. There are finan-
cial incentives for Travis AFB
personnel to “go green and save
green.”

This is a valuable initiative
since the opening of the Fair-
field/Vacaville Train Station.
Carmen Chan, 60th Civil En-
gineer Squadron community
planner, relayed that she and
other riders often bike from the
station to base via the Forbes
pedestrian gate off of De Ronde
Dr. for ease and safety. Bik-
ers are advised to familiar-
ize themselves with the Forbes
gate prior to utilization due to
limited hours that reflect the
local school schedule. There
are other alternatives from the
train station as well including
the community bus and also
app-based services such as
Uber and Lyft.

The Department of Trans-
portation subsidizes a bicy-
cle benefit program for $20 per
month for commuters who bike
to and from work. This policy

reimburses for bicycle-associ-
ated commuting costs such as
bike locks, bike upgrades, re-
pairs and general maintenance.
Managing to commute, share
or bicycle two to three days a
week greatly increases the en-
vironmental benefit by reduc-
ing the carbon footprint of our
community. Bicyclists can also
reduce daily stress through
getting exercise and fresh air.

“This program is a win-
win for us here at Team Tra-
vis,” said Derrick Morley, 60th
Force Support Squadron com-
munity readiness specialist
and Travis mass transportation
benefits program manager at
the Airman and Family Read-
iness Center. “These transpor-
tation benefits put money back
in the pockets of our Travis
team members, improves air
quality and reduces traffic con-
gestion.”

Travis AFB can reduce their
carbon footprint, help mitigate
the impact of climate change,
lessen their commuting costs
and reduce daily stress by par-
ticipating in this program.

Since both the Kuwait
Air Force and U.S. mili-
tary coalition are temporar-
ily located there until the
new West Al-Mubarak Air
Base is complete, it provides
a strategic opportunity to

work closer with host nation
counterparts while imple-
menting essential changes
to security operations and
procedures.

Lt. Col. Vanessa Schoon,
387th ESFS commander,
said the new construction
provides an opportunity to
review and implement these
measures, which meet both
coalition forces’ and host na-
tion’s needs, strengthening

Flight ensures fallen
g0 home with honor

SOUTHWEST ASIA — Se-
nior Airman Edward Reta,
387th Air Expeditionary Group
Force Protection Flight, remem-
bers watching the C-17 Globe-
master III as it taxied to its park-
ing location at an undisclosed
location in Southwest Asia.

Watching a tail ramp lower,
he felt moved by the setting and
circumstances as he was one
of six Airmen from the 387th
AEG Force Protection and
387th Civil Engineer Fire De-
partment to come to attention.

Still, Reta was grateful to be
part of a group that came to-
gether as they made their way
on to an aircraft, in unison.
They carefully moved the air-
craft’s most significant cargo, a
transfer case with the remains
of a fallen warrior, to a the-
ater mortuary evacuation point
truck waiting on the tarmac.

There is a heaviness that
never becomes routine when
dealing with loss of a life in to-
day’s warfighting environ-
ments, he says but also there is
a reverence involved demon-
strating how vital and distinc-
tive it is to be helping get the
fallen home safely.

“When a service member is
involved it is a huge deal,” Reta
said. “It was emotional for me
to actually be able to see it in
person.”

In a deployed environment,
the process can bring in an ad-
ditional set of emotions for the
team and they have to learn
to manage in their own ways
while completing the mission
with care.

“It's hard to disconnect
yourself from the situation that
is going on at the time,” said
Tech. Sgt. Cody Owens, force
protection day shift lead. “It’s
hard to not getting emotional
and just maintain your military
bearing, while trying to pay
homage to the fallen member.”

On March 15, an HH-60
Pave Hawk helicopter crashed
in western Iraq, Killing all sev-
en members on board. All of
those service members passed
through the 387th AEG, prior
to returning home.

“At first it was difficult, but I
have learned to be able to sep-
arate myself from the event,”
Owens said. “I knew a bunch
of people personally that knew
them, so it kind of hit close to
home.”

“I’'ve never experienced
that; a lot of thoughts go
through your head that this is
real and that it can happen to
anybody,” Reta said. “Obvious-
ly the family and friends of the
deceased goes through your
head and then your thoughts
are of your family and friends.”

Upon returning from the
theater of operations to the

F-35 completes flight test

BASE, Calif. — The F-35 pro-
gram has accomplished the fi-
nal developmental test flight of
the System Development and
Demonstration phase of the
program.

The F-35 Integrated Test
Force is based at Edwards Air
Force Base, California, and Na-
val Air Station Patuxent River,
Maryland,

“Completing F-35 SDD flight
test is the culmination of years
of hard work and dedication
from the joint government and
industry team,” said Vice Adm.
Mat Winter, F-35 Program ex-
ecutive officer. “Since the first
flight of AA-1 in 2006, the de-
velopmental flight test program
has operated for more than 11
years mishap-free, conduct-
ing more than 9,200 sorties, ac-
cumulating over 17,000 flight
hours, and executing more than
65,000 test points to verify the
design, durability, software,
sensors, weapons capability and
performance for all three F-35
variants. Congratulations to our

F-35 test team and the broader
F-35 enterprise for delivering
this new powerful and decisive
capability to the warfighter.”

The final SDD flight oc-
curred April 11 at Naval Air
Station Patuxent River, Mary-
land, when Navy test aircraft
CF-2 completed a mission to
collect loads data while carry-
ing external 2,000-pound GBU-
31 Joint Direct Attack Muni-
tions and AIM-9X Sidewinder
heat-seeking missiles.

From flight sciences to mis-
sion systems testing, the crit-
ical work completed by F-35
test teams cleared the way for
the Block 3F capability to be
delivered to the operational
warfighter. More than a thou-
sand SDD flight test engineers,
maintainers, pilots and sup-
port personnel took the three
variants of the F-3S to their full
flight envelope to test aircraft
performance and flying qual-
ities. The test team conduct-
ed six at-sea detachments and
performed more than 1,500
vertical landing tests on the F-
35B variant. The developmen-
tal flight test team completed
183 Weapon Separation Tests;

46 Weapons Delivery Accura-
cy tests; 33 Mission Effective-
ness tests, which included nu-
merous multi-ship missions of
up to eight F-35s against ad-
vanced threats.

“The F-35 flight test pro-
gram represents the most com-
prehensive, rigorous and the
safest developmental flight test
program in aviation history,”
said Greg Ulmer, Lockheed
Martin’s vice president and
general manager of the F-35
program. “The joint govern-
ment and industry team dem-
onstrated exceptional collab-
oration and expertise, and the
results have given the men and
women who fly the F-35 great
confidence in its transforma-
tional capability.”

Developmental flight test
is a key component of the F-35
program’s SDD phase, which
will formally be completed fol-
lowing an Operational Test and
Evaluation and a Defense De-
partment decision to go into
full-rate aircraft production.

While SDD required flight
test is now complete, F-35 flight
testing continues in support of

they have any one of 13 indi-
cators, such as failing two or
more core areas in a semester;
failing a grade level for one or
more school years; being ex-
pelled during the past or cur-
rent school year; and various
other reasons.

“Now that it’s in its
fifth year, I work directly with
these students and select them
to attend. There is a core group
of about 35 to 40 students who
rotate attending each month-
ly event.”

Germany — Do you know one
or more foreign languages? You
may be eligible for the Lan-
guage Enabled Airman Pro-
gram.

The Air Force Culture and
Language Center is forming a
corps of multilingual Airmen
to take on missions around the
world and recently released
a memorandum detailing the
2018 LEAP recruitment pro-
cess.

This year’s application win-
dow for active duty enlisted and
officer Airmen began on March
20, 2018, and will continue until
June 16. Applicants must have
at least 48 months time-in-ser-
vice.

LEAP centers around the
concept of specially-identi-
fied multilingual Airmen who
go on missions every few years
to serve as translators and
sharpen their foreign language
skills. The program’s objec-
tive is to produce cross-cultur-
ally competent leaders from all
Air Force career fields to sup-
port missions around the world,
said Lt. Col. Laura Hunt, AF-
CLC LEAP Language Inten-
sive Training Events program
manager.

“LEAP Airmen serve as

ambassadors of the U.S. Air
Force,” she said. “They go
through special training and
obtain a special experience in-
dicator. If somebody has that
SEI, I can be confident that if
I send them out they will suc-
cessfully accomplish their mis-
sion. They are trained, vetted,
and competent in their lan-
guage and culture.”

LEAP Airmen develop their
skills through training, mentor-
ship programs and temporary
duty assignments.

Hunt added that LEAP tem-
porary duties vary widely, and
can include humanitarian mis-
sions, training exercises, cul-
tural immersion programs and
professional military education.

An  Airman’s  journey
through the LEAP applica-
tion process begins with the de-
fense language proficiency test.
As of 2018, there are more than
30 languages an Airman can
testin.

Applicants may also take
an Oral Proficiency Interview
in case a DLPT is unavailable.
Those who wish to schedule
a DLPT or OPI must contact
their local education office.

Clutching his Bible tightly and delivering an in-
spiring message, former baseball player turned pas-
tor, Darryl Strawberry, shared his incredible jour-
ney with Airmen and their families at Travis Air
Force Base, California. Strawberry’s off-the-field
problems are well chronicled.

An admitted drug abuser and alcoholic, the for-
mer Rookie of the Year and four-time World Series
champion with the New York Mets and New York
Yankees now uses those experiences to motivate oth-
ers. As a pastor, he uses his testimony to instill heal-
ing through spirituality.

Strawberry, whose career spanned 17 seasons,
immediately rose to fame as a baseball star with the
New York Mets in 1983. The instant success made
him a hit with the New York fans.

“It was fun, it was exciting, but also very chal-
lenging,” said Strawberry. “To be in the big leagues
at the age of 21 and having those expectations, and
come to a place like New York and have an immedi-
ate impact was a dream come true.”

For nearly two decades, Strawberry experienced
an abundance of on-field success. However, that suc-
cess did not translate off the field. Strawberry be-
came addicted to substances, found himself in le-
gal trouble and several marriages ended in divorce.
He’s been to jail, drug treatment centers and hos-
pitals and was $3 million in debt at one time. Yet,
Strawberry doesn’t blame anyone and believes he
made those choices because he never accepted God
into his life.

“The attention from the success had nothing to do
with the choices that I made,” said Strawberry. “It
came from the brokenness on the inside of my life,
which I never dealt with.”

That brokenness began early in Strawberry’s life
when he and his family were threatened by his fa-
ther.

“At the age of 14, my dad came in with a gun and
said that he was going to kill us all,” said Strawberry.
“My brother and I fought with our dad to get the gun.
It was a bad situation.”

Years of abuse and dysfunction in Strawberry’s
upbringing lead to him harboring a lot of pain.

“We assume that celebrities or professional ath-
letes have it all together,” said Strawberry. “You’ll
find that most of them are broken and that their pain
leads them to their greatness. That’s what happened
with me.”

Eventually, the buildup becomes overwhelming
and unmanageable.

“My greatness would eventually lead me to my
destructive behavior,” said Strawberry. “It had noth-
ing to do with my celebrity status; it had to do with
avoiding what I was feeling on the inside.”

Even a bout with colon cancer couldn’t keep Straw-
berry from making poor choices. It was his third and
current wife, Tracy, who finally got his attention: That
he needed to make a change from within.

“It was my wife, Tracy. She told me I needed to
(take a step back from baseball),” said Strawber-
ry. “I had never heard anything like that before. I
had my identity stuck with being a baseball play-
er and I needed to take responsibility for my life.”

All of Strawberry’s attempts to get back on
track, failed because he was trying to do it alone,
he said. Once he accepted God into his life, he saw
things more clearly.

“There were many times when I tried to get
myself together but I couldn’t,” said Strawberry.
“God never shows us anything different, God is
going to use people to help people.”

Now Strawberry is a changed man. He’s using
his testimony to inspire others to accept God into
their lives. It was exactly that testimony that in-
spired Darlene Johnson, 60th Air Mobility Wing,
chapel account manager, to pursue Strawberry to
come to Travis and tell his story.

“I saw Mr. Strawberry giving his testimony on
Trinity Broadcasting Network,” said Johnson. “I
was so intrigued that I watched it three times and
was so impressed with his perseverance.”

Johnson really connected with the message
Strawberry was conveying.

“I was going through some difficult times and I
heard his testimony and it really helped me,” said
Johnson. “If there’s hope for him, there’s hope for
me, and hope for everyone else.”

Johnson believes that Strawberry’s message
can inspire those in uniform because of the chal-
lenges they face from the stressors that come with
serving their country.

“It’s inspiring the challenges he’s overcome

because you realize it’s possible,” said Johnson.
“We can overcome challenges, we can overcome
opposition and we just have to be willing to do so.”

For those in attendance, Strawberry’s testimo-
ny is a reminder that you can overcome any chal-
lenge if you are willing to. Tech. Sgt. Michelle
Tucker, 60th Air Mobility Wing, chaplain assis-
tant, was moved by Strawberry’s story.

“It was great to hear his story. I'm so im-
pressed with what he has overcome,” said Tucker.
“He emphasizes that there’s hope for anyone no
matter how bad your situation is.”

Speaking at a military installation is special
for Strawberry because he has a son who is serv-
ing in the Air Force. And although it’s his first
time doing so, he has always appreciated the sac-
rifices and challenges service members face day-
to-day.

“We have a son that is in the Air Force. He’s
stationed at Malmstrom Air Force Base, Mon-
tana,” said Strawberry. “This is my first time on a
military installation. I’ve seen it from a distance.
I’ve always been impressed with it because it’s so
important what they do for our country.”

Strawberry’s message is simple: He wants peo-
ple to know that accepting God and spirituality is
what it took for him to overcome his demons. He’s
hoping that others will hear that and be open to
the same premise.

“My message is God must increase what I
must decrease,” said Strawberry. “If I need to get
somewhere in life, I must decrease, and let him
lead my life or I can never fulfill the promises.”

IRS scammers
invent new methods

WASHINGTON —
Scammers and cyber
thieves continue to use the
IRS as bait. The most com-
mon tax scams are phone
calls and emails from
thieves who pretend to be
from the IRS.

Scammers use the IRS
name, logo, fake employee
names and badge numbers
to try to steal money and
identities from taxpayers.

Taxpayers need to be
wary of phone calls or au-
tomated messages from
someone who claims to be
from the IRS. Often, these

criminals will say taxpay-
ers owe money and demand
payment right away. Other
times, scammers will lie to
taxpayers and say they’re
due a refund. The thieves
ask for bank account infor-
mation over the phone. IRS
officials warn taxpayers not
to fall for these scams.

In most cases, an IRS
phishing scam is an unsolic-
ited, fake email that claims
to come from the IRS. Some
emails link to sham web-
sites that look real. The
scammers’ goal is to lure
victims to give up their per-
sonal and financial infor-
mation.

leg up to meet my team far
in advance of actually taking
command and establishing
not only a rapport, but a great
foundation for that entire team
concept,” he said. “It’s impor-
tant that both the senior enlist-
ed adviser and the commander
hear the same level of infor-
mation - no surprises, no se-
crets — because again it’s that
team concept.”

Spouses of both command-
ers and superintendents par-
ticipated in a majority of the
course sessions, emphasizing
the important role that spous-
es play in squadrons.

“I think including com-
manders’ and superinten-
dents’ spouses is a great ini-
tiative because not only is it

Wilson said. “We will strength-
en our alliances and attract
new partners not just by shar-
ing data from monitoring, but
by training and working close-
ly with each other in space op-
erations.”

The Air Force will add two
new courses to its National Se-
curity Space Institute locat-
ed at Peterson Air Force Base,
Colorado, including one on
space situational awareness,
for U.S. partners and allies
to learn more about collision
avoidance, de-orbits and reen-
tries. The service will also open
more of its advanced cours-
es on national security space
to military members of allied
countries.

Accelerating
Defendable Space

Wilson also announced that
the Air Force will establish an
office that will report direct-
ly to the Assistant Secretary of
the Air Force for Acquisition
to change acquisition rules and
speed things up. The office will
work with program managers
to identify areas for stream-
lining and improvement, and
drive forward change in the

way the Air Force does busi-
ness.

“Their job will not be to
buy things, but to change the
Pentagon rules and processes
through which we buy things so
that speed is a priority, and an
expectation,” Wilson said. “It’s
time to stop circumventing the
bureaucracy and start rewir-
ingit.”

Space and Missiles System
Center redesigned for speed

Since last December, Space
and Missiles System Cen-
ter Commander Lt. Gen. J.T.
Thompson has been evaluating
how the Air Force designs and
builds space systems and find-
ing ways for the service to do it
better and faster. Now, with the
support of Pentagon leadership,
Gen. Thompson is leading the
restructuring of the Space and
Missiles System Center.

The redesign will eliminate
stovepipes and establish a Chief
Architect to guide and look
across the entire space enter-
prise. SMC will have a special
team focused on innovation and
others that will drive partner-
ships, prototyping and leverage
commercial space.

And the Air Force is moving
forward fast. Setting speed as a
key parameter, SMC will reach
initial operating capability in
October of this year.

of activity and impact. The civic
leaders gained enhanced insight
into the mission and operations
of the 6th Air Mobility Wing at
MacDill, its co-located mission
partners, and how the mobili-
ty enterprise supports a global
area of responsibility.

The 6th AMW supports the
U.S. Air Force and critical joint
partners, such as U.S. Central
Command, delivering critical
refueling capabilities through
its fleet of KC-135 Stratotank-
er aircraft. The wing’s Airmen
have also been leading in an ef-
fort to develop key relationships
with industry partners and edu-
cational institutions to enhance
family readiness and better pre-
pare for future challenges in
STEAM-related fields.

“It’s an honor to host such a
remarkable group of civic lead-
ers,” said Col. April Vogel, com-
mander of the 6th AMW. “It’s
so important that we introduce
the public to the incredible mis-
sion our Airmen execute and
encourage them to take part in
promoting our communities. By
cultivating a collaborative envi-
ronment both on-base and out-
side it, our civic leaders have a
direct impact on mission suc-
cess.”

Throughout their visit, the
civic leaders received demon-
strations by the Joint Commu-
nications Support Element, U.S.
Central Command, and saw
first-hand what it takes to keep
AMC’s decades-old aircraft fly-
ing while ensuring America’s le-
thality.

The 6th Maintenance Squad-
ron allowed the visitors to get an
up-close view during a period-
ic inspection and repair of a KC-
13S. Airmen of the 6th Fabrica-
tion Flight then demonstrated
how they do their part to keep the
nation’s SS-year-old KC-135 fleet
functional through the custom
parts manufacturing process.

The role tankers serve in en-
abling the joint fight and world-
wide operations is essential to
mission success. Tankers com-
prise more than 40 percent of
the U.S. Air Force sorties flown
since the outset of Operation
Inherent Resolve and ensure
the nation’s ability to reach any
point on the globe quickly.

“The ability to refuel our air-
craft is critical to the nation,”
said Barrett. “Our combatant
commands rely on tankers to
fuel the fight. The KC-135 en-
ables lethality for America and is
critical to our national defense.”

In addition to learning more
about the importance of the
tanker mission and what it takes
to keep the aircraft flying, there

was a focus on the continuing
importance of inspiring future
generations through STEAM
initiatives and enhancing local
area education.

The AMC civic leaders met
a group of local students from
the Hillsborough County School
District. The students showed
numerous STEAM projects they
built, including a go-kart, home-
made rockets, and even a func-
tional hovercraft.

“The STEAM initiative is so
fascinating and so timely be-
cause there is a lot of it hap-
pening in our communities al-
ready,” said Dana Lancellotti,
an AMC civic leader from Joint
Base McGuire-Dix-Lakehurst,
New Jersey. “It ties right in to so
many things that I feel we can
connect. It is a perfect way to
look at the future.”

The civics’ visit to MacDill
also included executive ses-
sions to discuss the way for-
ward for nationwide outreach
efforts and areas to partner.
These sessions opened dia-
logue between the leaders in
each community to develop
plans addressing areas of need —
such as the importance of pro-
fessional license reciprocity for
military spouses, who are re-
quired to move with the service
member, often at a cost to their
ability to practice without undue
delay and expense.

a mutually functional and co-
operative relationship.

“I think the hardest thing
we take for granted is that (our
counterparts) stay here and we
rotate every six months, so the
amount of effort they put and
trust in us has to be rebuilt ev-
ery six months,” Schoon said.
“As long as we tell our defend-
ers that are coming in behind
us, ‘listen, this is a relationship
we are in together. Keeping
everybody safe...That’s what
the goal should be.”

The aerial port at Cargo
City is the largest strategic lo-
gistics point for passengers
and cargo in the U.S. Central
Command area of responsibil-
ity, which requires more co-
operative integration with the
host nation security force.

“Progression is based off
of what we are able to do; just
like we have our manning ca-
pabilities and restrictions,
they’re in the same boat,” said
Master Sgt. Benjamin Ha-
thaway, 387th ESFS train-
ing noncommissioned offi-
cer in charge and operations
(NCO). “We know when we go
to Cargo City that we are go-
ing to be doing joint opera-
tions. In preparation for that,
we shouldn’t just one day pick
up and work together, we need
to build up to that and have

an understanding of how ev-
erything is going to operate.
That’s why we are trying to
do these things in methodical
manner.”

The 387th ESFS partici-
pated in joint exercises with
their counterparts leading up
to move to Cargo City. Future
plans include having host na-
tion counterparts work en-
try control points, do vehicle
searches and security patrols
in cooperation, and in many
cases side-by-side with Air-
men.

“The training has been pro-
gressively on going since 2016,
however it has been fairly re-
cently that we have been work-
ing together at the gates,” said
Maj. Mahammad Boresli, a se-
curity officer with the host na-
tion forces. “For me the knowl-
edge and experience has been
good for my team. I love being
able to exercise with our two
nations and gain the expertise
needed.”

The first thing U.S. leader-
ship looked at was how to train
the host nation to our stan-
dards of vehicle searching.

“The mentality they had
going into it was what do the
Americans do and why do they
do it this way,” Hathaway said.
“We see how they run their op-
erations and they have a dif-
ferent mindset than us. We are
really trying to envelope them
into what our mindset is and
why it is our mindset.”

someone who’s been working on
the C-17 for 15 years is passed
on to them for use at their home
station.”

Wiley provides a unique per-
spective to the Charlotte ANG
maintainers as they prepare to
replace a fleet of C-130s with C-
17s because he has been a main-
tainer for both aircraft.

“Some of it’s the same, some
of it is different,” said Wiley.
“Systems progress and evolve
to get better with newer jets.”

Members from both mainte-
nance teams reviewed every as-
pect of the jet together to ensure

JB Charleston had everything
functioning properly before the
transfer became official.

“We look at the aircraft pret-
ty extensively,” said Moore.
“We look at the outside appear-
ance, we do a home station
check inspection and look at all
the delayed discrepancies. We
do the best we can to give them
areally good airplane.”

As the installation with the
largest C-17 fleet, Moore said
Joint Base Charleston is al-
ways happy to work any trou-
ble shooting issue any base may
have and welcomes calls from
Charlotte ANG Airmen.

the idea of conservation since,
unlike traditional agriculture,
very little water is wasted. Ur-
ban gardening also utilizes lit-
tle, if any, pesticides — an addi-
tional plus for conservation.”

Master gardeners are volun-
teers trained and certified by
the university to provide edu-
cational outreach to help home
gardeners and community or-
ganizations garden sustainably
and create a healthy environ-
ment.

“Each individual has a re-
sponsibility to understand the
relationship between mankind
and our natural resources,”
said Craig. “It’s estimated that
more than 7 billion people cur-
rently occupy earth. By 2050,
that number is expected to in-
crease to nearly 12 billion. If
we don’t find ways to make our
food source sustainable and
healthy, we may not have an ad-
equate food supply.”

Reducing food waste at
home also conserves ener-
gy and resources by prevent-
ing pollution from manufactur-
ing, transporting and hauling
food wastes and sending it to a
landfill.

Americans tossed 38 mil-
lion tons of food waste in 2014,
according to the U.S. Environ-
mental Protection Agency. For
information on ways to prevent
food waste visit: https:/www.

In December 1970, Con-
gress passed legislation creat-
ing the EPA to protect human
health and the environment.

While Travis AFB focus-
es on sustainable gardening,
this year the Earth Day Net-
work is focusing on plastic pol-
lution.

“Our goals include ending
single-use plastics, promot-
ing alternatives to fossil fu-
el-based materials, promoting
100 percent recycling of plas-
tics, corporate and government
accountability and changing
human behavior concerning
plastics,” the network’s web-
site stated.
