WASHINGTON — When Chief Master 
Sgt. of the Air Force Kaleth O. Wright re­
ceived the title of the Air Force’s most se­
nior enlisted Airman less than a month 
ago, he instantly became responsible for 
advocating the best interests of more than 
398,000 total force enlisted Airmen and 
their families. 

Wright shouldered that responsibili­
ty as he testified before the House Appro­
priations Subcommittee on Military Con­
struction and Veterans Affairs and Related 
Agencies regarding the Air Force’s quality 
of life March 8. 

“The ultimate source of air, space and 
cyberspace combat capability resides in 
the men and women of the U.S. Air Force,” 
Wright said. “We must put them first as 
they face the challenges inherent in serving 
in the profession of arms.” 

During the hearing, Wright updated the 
subcommittee on the welfare, readiness 
and morale of Airmen. He answered ques­
tions on specialty credentialing, critical in­
frastructure projects, concerns within the 
Defense Department school system and the 
Exceptional Family Member Program.

In the armed forces, where 
good order and discipline as 
well as mission effectiveness 
must be considered, issues in­
volving perceived government 
entanglement or forced reli­
gious acceptance are compli­
cated further. Thus, claims of 
First Amendment infringe­
ment must be addressed care­
fully. As it stands today, all offi­
cers and enlistees may opt out 
of the “God clause,” but this de­
cision was by no means a fast or 
simple one. 

What made this issue dif­
ferent than a public prayer or 
mention of God is that it was 
a requirement as opposed to a 
voluntary action for the individ­
ual. Since all service members 
are required to make an oath, 
and all oaths requiring an affir­
mation of God are contrary to 
the deeply held beliefs of some 
service members, then a secu­
lar oath option must be given.

How mail gets to the area of responsibility

SOUTHWEST ASIA — De­
ployments have changed over the 
years. It’s now easier than ever to 
stay connected with loved ones 
back at home through video chats 
and messenger applications, but 
there still isn’t anything quite like 
receiving a hand-written birth­
day card or a care package with 
a favorite homemade snack. In 
fact, mail calls are important for 
boosting morale. 

Getting these letters and 
packages to the 386th Air Expe­
ditionary Wing not only requires 
covering long distances, but also 
includes the concerted efforts of 
a variety of locations and units. 

Before the mail even arrives 
in the U.S. Air Forces Central 
Command area of responsibil­
ity, the 609th Air Communica­
tion Squadron, an AFCENT ten­
ant unit, works as a liaison 
between the post office and the 
host nation’s customs agen­
cy to ensure the incoming mail 
makes a smooth transition to its 

destination, explained Tech. Sgt. 
Melissa Cervantes, the 609th 
ACOMS mail control activity 
chief. 

“We perform quality assur­
ance on Department of Defense 
United States Postal Service mail 
movement contracts and monitor 
450 plus flights annually while 
providing government oversight 
and verification of contractor 
weighed and built pallets,” Cer­
vantes said. “We also process, 
receive and dispatch from 11 in­
bound and outbound internation­
al commercial carriers.” 

Through the process of mon­
itoring and verifying all these 
pallets, the squadron processes 
an average of 4.5 million pounds 
of mail, shipping to 578 world lo­
cations in support of 160,000 de­
ployed personnel throughout the 
AOR, said Cervantes. 

The mail is then taken from 
the airport to a Joint Military 
Mail Terminal, where it is X-
rayed and inspected to ensure 
there are no prohibited items be­
ing shipped, she explained. Next, 
the mail is sorted by zip code, 
palletized and then loaded onto

Getting mail to all these en­
tities can pose a problem con­
sidering the confined space in 
which contractors operate, he ex­
plained. For now, they have an or­
ganized process in place to make 
the most out of the small space, 
but as the base continues to grow, 
they’ll begin to look for ways to 
grow the space as well. 

“One of the projects we’re 
working on right now is to ex­
pand the postal facility,” Ka­
math said. “We hope to increase 
the size of the post office so that 
it’s more helpful for contractors 
over here and so they have more 
room to store the mail and break 
it down.” 

Although personal letters and 
care packages make up a large 
portion of the incoming mail, it’s 
not the only reason for having a 
post office on base. Mail can also 
serve as a means for ensuring de­
ployed members are able to con­
tinue performing their civic du­
ties while serving their country 
abroad.

EDWARDS AIR FORCE 
BASE, Calif. — The 412th Test 
Wing’s Emerging Technologies 
Combined Test Force used a 
quadcopter to conduct a mainte­
nance inspection of the exterior 
of a C-17 Globemaster III here 
March 6, 2017. 

The C-17 was on loan 
from Joint Base Lewis-McCord, 
Washington. It was the first time 
the CTF flew a small unmanned 
aerial system on the flightline 
and the second time the CTF 
has used a sUAS in a new appli­
cation that shows promise. 

The winds remained man­
ageable and allowed the test 
team to conduct three sorties 
with the quadcopter, which was 
fitted with a video camera. Live 
video was assessed by the team 
that included maintainers, to de­
termine if the quality was ad­
equate for routine inspections. 
The video recorded from the 
quadcopter’s camera will be an­
alyzed to see if it is clear enough 
to see smaller details of the 
cargo plane’s exterior such as 
structural abnormalities, rivets 
and cracks. 

Maj. Dan Riley, the CTF di­
rector said, the test was so suc­
cessful that the maintainers 
used the data to sign off their 
preflight external inspection, a 
first for the Air Force. 

“This could save (maintain­
ers) a lot of time,” said Staff Sgt. 
Joshua Jaburek, of the 62nd Air­
craft Maintenance Squadron at 
JB Lewis-McChord. “When we

go on top of the airplane, we can 
only walk on certain parts and 
then we have to hook and un­
hook our (safety harness) very 
few feet.” 

Inspections that would nor­
mally take 45 minutes to an 
hour could be done just in a few 
minutes with a quadcopter if it’s 
successful. Maintainers also 
would not need a lift to inspect a 
C-17’s tail, Jaburek said. 

Capt. Justin Merrick, a CTF 
lead engineer said, the CTF got 
the idea from seeing a video on-
line showing a commercial air­
line company using a sUAS to 
inspect a plane. 

“(Leadership) encourages us 
to go out and conduct tests, so 
after we saw some videos on-
line we contacted some main­
tainers here and they were very 

enthusiastic to help out,” Mer­
rick said. 

Riley added that this first test 
on the flightline could pave the 
way for future sUAS tests and 
test procedures. 

“Another reason we’ve con­
ducted this test is to open the 
aperture on flying a sUAS near 
the airfield, which has been 
frowned upon in the past,” Ri­
ley said. “As we execute these 
missions it establishes a base­
line for how operations can be 
conducted safely, not only here 
at Edwards, but at other bas­
es as well. We couldn’t have ac­
complished what we have so far 
without the support of the 412th 
Operations Group and test wing 
commander in breaking down 
some of the barriers to these 
types of operations.”

it wasn’t because he was cold. 
“The water wasn’t cold,” she 

explained. “So I put him over so 
he could expel whatever was in 
his throat. Then, he coughed up 
a bunch of water. My nursing 
training kicked in.” 

She took his pulse and 
checked his ABCs: airway, 
breathing and circulation. 

“I made sure he was OK,” 
said Water. “He kept saying he 
was dizzy, his arms were diz­
zy and he was extremely tired.” 

It was quite a distance to his 
family over rough terrain, so 
they couldn’t carry him, Thom­
as said. Since he was unable to 
walk, they waited with him. 

“We waited until he could 
breathe a bit better and his 
pulse was in a normal range,” 
Waters said. “When he said 
he was OK, Dante and I swam 
back with him on our shoulders 
to his family.” 

The family had no clue what 
had almost happened, Thom­
as said. They were incredibly 
grateful. 

For the two Citizen Airmen, 
personal and professional in­
stincts kicked in fast. 

“The first thing that went 
through my mind was my son; 
I have a son the same age,” Wa­
ters explained. “It was almost 
immediate, like a mother’s in­
tuition.” 

Thomas said that as a police 
officer, he is always aware of 
his surroundings. 

“I was just enjoying the 
scenery and saw something 
that didn’t add up,” he said. “I 
went from enjoying the scenery 
to seeing his head bob.”

his responsibilities, he led the 
development and integration 
of the Air Force strategy, long-
range plans and operation­
al capabilities-based require­
ments to ensure the Air Force 
built and employed effective 
air, space and cyber forces to 
achieve national defense objec­
tives. 

Holmes commissioned 
through Officer Training 
School in 1981 after receiv­
ing a degree in electrical en­
gineering from the Universi­
ty of Tennessee.

creativity to make the right decisions 
and capture innovative efficiencies. The 
past couple generations have been taught 
to question why decisions are made and 
that is a good thing, within reason. A 
wise person once told me those who un­
derstand how things are done will always 
work for people who know why. 

Several new Air Force policies 
have generated questions, especial­
ly about Enlisted Force Distribution 
Panels, Enlisted Performance Reports 

and promotion boards. It’s in this un­
chartered territory where junior Air­
men struggle. I contend your record will 
speak to your leaders. You need to trust 
them and the system. 

Perhaps this is where faith comes in. 
Faith generally enters when you can’t 
see something. I agree, but I also contend 
that faith is actually seeing something 
or someone, in action. I’m talking about 
the leaders appointed over you. They see 
your record and what you do. They con­
sult up and down the chain of command. 
They are part of a system. 

The beauty of systems is their success 
does not lie within one, but the whole. 

Think New England Patriots, San Anto­
nio Spurs or Los Angeles Lakers of old. 
They won with systems. We are privi­
leged members of one of the greatest mil­
itary systems in the world – the U.S. Air 
Force successful since Sept. 18, 1947. 

BMT’s madness may have seemed 
strange, but now it makes sense. BMT 
will continue to do the same for many 
future American Airmen. The chang­
es taking place in our system now have a 
certain genius about them. Just stay the 
course, trust your leaders and have faith 
in the system. One day, young leader, you 
get to explain your Air Force’s decisions 
to your Airmen.

Similarly, today LaRivee’s ca­
reer field is manned with just 
over 5 percent women. 

“Not every little girl grows 
up dreaming to be a pilot,” said 
LaRivee. “It’s not a common 
perception for women to be in 
flying in general, let alone for 
women to be in the military.” 

While at the academy, she 
had an opportunity to fly gliders. 
She recalled how she felt in con­
trol of her own exhilarating roll­
er coaster ride. After that, she 
was committed to make it as an 
aviator. 

“There are still biases out 
there, and sometimes there are 
people who make assumptions,” 
said LaRivee. “They’re not so 
sure you can be as qualified as 
a male pilot, but that just makes 
you want to work even harder to 
show you’re just as capable.” 

“In aviation, it doesn’t matter 
if you’re male or female- you’re 
a flyer,” said Barbara Brewer, 
21st AS unit program coordina­
tor. “Your gender doesn’t change 
that ability.” 

The world of 2017 has pro­
gressed socially far beyond the 

views of 1976. 
“My mother faced a lot more 

challenges and a lot more barri­
ers,” said LaRivee. “There were 
not as many women who had 
gone before her to pave the way 
to prove that women were just 
as capable as men if they worked 
hard at it.” 

LaRivee views her gender as 
a proud part of her identity. She 
is aware of the obstacles being 
a female military member pres­
ents, and accepts them as an op­
portunity to excel beyond expec­
tations. 

“You can’t pretend that we 
are built the exact same way 
as men. But, there are so many 
ways that we can, if not over­
come it, become better,” said 
LaRivee. 

Trials arise throughout a mil­
itary career that tests a person’s 
confidence in their own abili­
ty. While flying a mission, LaRi­
vee was part of a predominate­
ly female crew. She remembers 
a passenger looked inside the 
flight-deck and was shocked that 
he had been unable to tell the 
difference in women flying the 
aircraft rather than men. This 
comment did not bring LaRi­
vee to question her capacity as a 
woman, but rather solidified her 
confidence in her skill. 

“If you face challenges, don’t 
let them get you down, let them 
inspire you to do better,” said 
LaRivee. “There are so many 
women in aviation who have 
done amazing things, and there 
have always been people who 
doubted them.” 

In a 1996 speech made by 
LaRivee’s mother, the message 
of femininity in the military 
rang out. 

“One of the biggest challeng­
es of being a woman in the mil­
itary has and will continue to be 
balancing strength with sensi­
tivity, confidence with humility,” 
said retired Lt. Col. Marianne 
LaRivee, in a speech presented 
at the Senior Executives Sym­
posium Spouses Program. “We 
want to show that we can do our 
jobs well while also staying true 
to ourselves as women--daugh­
ters, sisters, and mothers. That 
we can do what our country asks 
of us while also living up to the 
cultural expectations and re­
sponsibilities of our gender.” 

The Air Force perseveres in 
its commitment for a brighter, 
more diverse future. 

“We’ve made a lot of progress 
in the last 40 years,” said LaRi­
vee. “The social norms have im­
proved so much in our favor as 
women in the military.”
