DGMC achieves third meritorious distinction

The David Grant USAF Medical Cen-
ter at Travis Air Force Base has been
recognized for a third year as a merito-
rious performing hospital by the Ameri-
can College of Surgeons National Surgi-
cal Quality Improvement Program.

DGMC is the only Air Force hospital
recognized for surgical patient care and
outcomes in 2017 and the only Depart-
ment of Defense site to win the distinc-
tion for three consecutive years.

In a Nov. 1 note to senior leaders, Brig.
Gen. James Dienst, Air Force Medical
Operations Agency commander, called
the recognition “a notable accomplish-
ment for Air Force Medical Service and
DOD.”

The goal of ACS NSQIP is to reduce
surgical infection, illness and death re-
lated to a surgical procedure by helping
hospitals better understand the quality
of care they provide compared to simi-
lar hospitals with similar patients. Ac-
cording to ACS, 708 hospitals participate
in NSQIP.

Meritorious recognition is based on
a composite score in eight areas, includ-
ing mortality, renal failure, cardiac in-
cidents, pneumonia, surgical site infec-
tions and urinary tract infections.

“High scores, meaning exceptionally
low complication and mortality rates, are

indicators of significant quality across
the broad range of factors that contrib-
ute to excellent outcomes for surgical pa-
tients,” said Col. (Dr.) Kristin Beals, 60th
Medical Group commander. “ACS NSQ-
IP uses a risk-adjusted model to allow
hospitals to compare their surgical com-
plication and mortality rates with other
institutions through a large, nationally
shared database.”

Of the 30 medical hospitals in the
DOD, DGMC ranks fifth in patient acu-
ity.
“Every participating hospital works
hard to reduce complication rates and
the numbers are adjusted to take into ac-
count case complexity and any pre-ex-
isting illnesses the patient has,” said Lt.
Col. (Dr.) Scott McCusker, 60th Medical
Group chief of otolaryngology, who heads
the NIQP program at DGMC.

Meritorious performing hospitals
need a high composite score in surgical
patient care for “all cases” or “high-risk”
cases. DGMC was among the 58 hospi-
tals to make both lists “along with nota-
bles like the Mayo Clinic, Johns Hopkins
University, Duke (University), Massa-
chusetts General and Stanford (Medical
Center),” said Dienst.

“Big kudos go out to the DGMC team,”
he said.

It takes a team effort to prevent pa-
tient harm or complications before and
after surgery, according to Beals.

“Obvious things like operating room
and anesthesia factors play a part, but
so do the many other services within the
hospital, including nursing and medical
technician expertise, laboratory servic-
es, infection control, prosthetics and dis-
charge management, along with pre-and
post-operative clinical care,” said Beals.

Hospitals that participate in NSQ-
IP can expect not only to prevent surgi-
cal complications, but reduce medical
costs and save lives, said Tricia Vadney,
DGMC quality manager.

“Surgeries are scary for many peo-
ple,” she said. “The direct outcomes of
patients is what NSQIP is measuring and
patients can have confidence that their
care is our first priority. The whole team
is focused on the patient and strives to
improve processes to prevent harm or
complications.”

The goal at DGMC is to do zero harm.
Toward that end, DGMC collaborates
with other military treatment facilities as
well as civilian medical centers.

“We not only share what we do, but
take their ‘best practice’ examples to im-
plement here,” said Vadney. “It goes both
ways.”

By focusing on process improvement,
the team can identify and address prob-
lems via systematic measures, test solu-
tions, verify improvement and guide sus-
tained improvement.

For example, the surgical staff is

working on a plan to reduce the time be-
tween the conclusion of one surgery and
the beginning of the next.

“If our initiative is successful, we can
gain back almost an hour per day that
can be put to use doing additional sur-
geries while maintaining the excellent
quality and safety record that we already
have,” said McCusker.

As the culture shifts at DGMC, com-
munication between individual staff
members, teams and departments has
significantly improved during the past
few years, said Vadney.

“We hold a patient safety huddle every
morning with department representa-
tives. Past and future issues are brought
to the attention of the whole group. It is
a great example of anticipating and mit-
igating potential problems for patients
and staff,” he said.

DGMC performs about 5,000 sur-
geries annually, including inpatient and
same-day surgery.

“In order for us to ensure that we are
providing care that is as good or better
than care that patients receive in civilian
institutions, we must demonstrate that
independent organizations that rate qual-
ity of care endorse us as well,” said Beals.

“We are also committed to ensuring
we sustain this same level of quality and
safety through and beyond our transition
to the new electronic health record, MHS
Genesis, in late 2019,” she said.

AFMC unleashes $4.6M in innovation funds

When Chief of Staff of the Air
Force Gen. David L. Gold-
fein asked leaders to “unleash
the brilliance in our Airmen,”
Air Force Materiel Command

answered the call, execut-
ing more than $4.6 million in
Squadron Innovation Funds in
fiscal year 2018.

“The ideas came from all
levels of our organization. Air-
men were motivated to ‘think
outside of the box’ knowing
there was funding available for
them to test their innovative
ideas in the work environment,”

said Brig. Gen. James Peccia,
AFMC Financial Management
director. “While some projects
continue to be developed and
refined, a number of innova-
tions have already been adopt-
ed and implemented in the field.
We’re finding great success in
the initiative.”

More than $64 million in
funding for innovation was

authorized across the Air Force
in FY18 to be used by squad-
ron and wing commanders to
Yump start’ the best, most in-
novative ideas proposed across
their mission sets. AFMC is one
of only a few major commands
across the Air Force to fully ex-
ecute the innovation funding

From Nov. 6-8, Airmen from
the 60th Operations Group hosted
the Graduate Training Integration
Management System user confer-
ence for Air Mobility Command
and the Mobility Air Forces.

Nine volunteers from the 60th
Operations Group planned, set up
and executed the event.

The conference was open to ac-
tive duty, Air Force Reserve Com-
mand and the Air National Guard
units. In all, 160 Airmen and ci-
vilians from 31 bases, across five
MAJCOMS partnered to re-
fine their GTIMS knowledge and
share best practices in order to in-
tegrate, standardize and advance
the system’s operational use.

In February 2016, GTIMS be-
came AMC’s “Information Sys-
tem of Record” for the generation
and maintenance of aircrew re-
quired documentation. The pur-
pose of GTIMS is to enable
the ability to fly, fight, and win
through integrated training and
mission execution at all levels of
air operations. GTIMS is a soft-
ware and server platform that ag-
gregates information across air-
crew scheduling, management,
training, evaluations, qualifica-
tions, resources, flight records
and reporting in order to facilitate
high-fidelity planning, proactive
risk management, and decision
making. In doing so, it enhances
the warfighter’s ability to accom-
plish the mission.

During the three-day confer-
ence, attendees engaged with sys-
tem experts from Travis’ GTIMS
Center of Excellence, AMC and
Air Education and Training Com-
mand Staff policy makers and
GTIMS Enterprise Service Desk
contractors to provide best prac-
tices in scheduling, training, air-
crew resource management, and
standardization and evaluation.

FAIRFIELD, Calif. — Re-
tired Lt. Gen. John F. Gonge
said he enjoyed his post-mili-
tary career working in the fi-
nancial world at Travis Cred-
it Union.

“But I'd rather be flying,”
Gonge, 97, told the Solano
County supervisors Nov. 13 in
Fairfield, California.

The board honored Gonge
with a resolution recognizing
his 35 years in the Army Air
Corps and the Air Force, which
included more than 13,000 fly-
ing hours and includes service
during World War II.

“He is also part of that pop-
ulation we call the greatest
generation of America,” board
Chairman John Vasquez said,
noting not only those who
fought World War II on the bat-
tlefield, but also on the home-
front.

The supervisors also desig-
nated Nov. S as Lt. Gen. John F.
Gonge Day in Solano County in
honor of his birthday.

“In addition to his 13,000 fly-
ing hours, General Gonge’s mil-
itary decorations and awards
include the Distinguished Ser-
vice Medal, Legion of Mer-
it, Distinguished Flying Cross,
Meritorious Service Medal, Air

Medal, Air Force Commenda-
tion Medal with oak leaf clus-
ter, Army Commendation Med-
al and the Distinguished Unit
Citation Emblem,” the resolu-
tion states. “He was promoted
to the grade of lieutenant gen-
eral on Sept. 1, 1975 and retired
from the United States Air
Force in 1977.”

Gonge was the command-
er of the 22nd Air Force at Tra-
vis Air Force Base, California,
from August 1972 to August
1975. Gonge’s unit, the 22nd
AF, transferred July 2, 1993, to
the Air Force Reserve at Dob-
bins Air Force Base, Georgia,
where it is now located.

Goldfein, Ukrainian air force chief meet

ARLINGTON, Va. — In the
latest example of the strong ties
between the U.S. and Ukraine,
Air Force Chief of Staff Gen. Da-
vid L. Goldfein held high-lev-
el discussions with his Ukraini-
an counterpart, Col-Gen. Sergii
Drozdov, Nov. 8 at the Pentagon.

Drozdov’s visit underscored

both Ukraine’s central role in a
range of regional security mat-
ters, including those connect-
ed to Russia, and the country’s
evolving relationship with the
United States.

“It is a threat to the region, to
Europe, to the United States and

SUPT molds next-gen aviators

COLUMBUS AIR FORCE
BASE, Miss. — Pilot training is
ever evolving around new air-
craft, new equipment, new pro-
cedures and faster produc-
tion. With this, the syllabus in
Phase II of training has recent-
ly changed, helping build a new
type of military aviator.

The new syllabus adopted by
the 41st and 37th Flying Train-
ing Squadrons on Columbus Air
Force Base, Mississippi, is fo-
cused on building pilots who un-
derstand aviation and can adapt
to their next airframe efficient-
ly, instead of training them to
be experts on each training air-
frame.

Each student pilot will learn
everything they need to know
to learn in a safe and efficient
manner, which means mix-
ing some instrumental training
with contact sorties or vice ver-
sa, additional simulator time,
mentorship from other students,
more mission planning and
flight line experience and more.

“Leadership is trying to get
rid of the old mold, where stu-
dents weren’t allowed to do cer-
tain aspects of training, such
as going to the simulators more

regularly and providing more
training tools in the squadron
so they progress more efficient-
ly,” said Capt. Andrew Zaldivar,
37th FTS flight commander.

Students now build a lot of
their T-6 Texan II flights from
the ground up, but still follow
‘canned,” or template-like pat-
terns when they get into the cor-
rect airspace.

“The actual procedures we
are instructing is similar, but
we are getting more involved
in the planning aspect,” Zaldi-
var said.

The one thing Zaldivar said
he didn’t enjoy about the new
training besides the difficult
scheduling, was his inability
to really connect with the stu-
dents and understand them. He
recalled his instructors would
make a point to know each stu-
dent, enabling the instructors to
motivate them more.

There is still motivation in
the new syllabus, but it now
comes from the senior class-
es mentoring the newer classes,
which Zaldivar said is one of the
things shifting the culture of pi-
lot training.

“We have a senior and ju-
nior class system now,” Zaldi-
var said. “The senior classes are
taking things instructors used

to do and they are doing them,
that’s allowing us to work on in-
structing and helps them with
the mentorship and leadership
aspect. I think if this continues,
it will be a well-oiled machine,
not to be cliche.”

So how did this all begin?

“A flight commander start-
ed to schedule students in a non-
traditional way, with the intent
of exposing them to more of the
flying environment,” said, Capt.
Joseph Spitz, 41st FTS check pi-
lot. “Creatively using the syl-
labus this led to more output of
students at a faster rate. I car-
ried those techniques to my
flight and we identified there is
an excess of capacity in the syl-
labus.”

Spitz is one of the instructor
pilots who looked at the training
and wanted to push it to its max-
imum, training students faster,
while ensuring the necessary
skills to be world class military
aviators.

“The big idea is when you
have good flying weather we can
go out there and crush contact
stories which is just visual with
the ground,” Spitz said. “Then
when we have bad weather days,
we now have the ability to fly in-
strument type training to find
air-space that is clear.”

Mynatt and his fellow JTAC
provided crisis response air con-
trol and support for Operation
Faryab Response. They estab-
lished an immediate and trust-
ing working relationship with
Army Col. Adrian T. Bogart III,
the Train, Advise and Assist
Command - North deputy com-
mander, leading the response in
an ambiguous and highly com-
plex operation against a deter-
mined adversary. According to
their award citations, they di-
rectly contributed to prevent-
ing the Province of Faryab,

Afghanistan from falling under
the control of the Taliban.

From Aug. 20-28, Mynatt
and his teammate translated
commander’s guidance to or-
chestrate and control fifteen
F-16 Fighting Falcon sorties;
nine B-1 Lancer bomber sor-
ties; 30 lines of intelligence, sur-
veillance and reconnaissance;
nine employments of AH-64 air
weapons teams; twelve shows of
force; eleven shows of presence
and ten kinetic strikes.

As a result of these actions
and in conjunction with oth-
er Afghan and U.S. forces, the
JTACs inflicted extensive battle
damage to the Taliban, includ-
ing the destruction of captured
Afghan Army equipment, which
would have been a significant
tactical advantage to the Taliban
in Faryab Province had it fallen
under their control.

BAGRAM AIRFIELD, Af-
ghanistan — In a deployed en-
vironment, security forces Air-
men perform a unique mission
that differs from their tradition-
al roles at home station.

From patrolling the flight-
line in armored tactical vehi-
cles to providing security for
all personnel and Department
of Defense assets going to aus-
tere locations in Afghanistan,
the 455th Expeditionary Secu-
rity Forces Squadron maintains
a vigilant presence at Bagram
Airfield, Afghanistan.

Security forces Airmen are
experts in base defense and pro-
vide support to the airfield and
mission partners through of-
fensive and defensive postures,
quick response force capabili-
ties, and fly away security teams
that support C-130 Hercules
missions to dangerous locations.

“Our job is to provide mis-
sion support and enable safe and
secure airfield operations,” said
Maj. Joshua Webb, 455th ESFS
commander. “We do that by pro-
viding different security pos-
tures at different points to de-
tect and deter enemies.”

These Airmen patrol the
flightline in Mine-Resistant
Ambush Protected vehicles,
commonly known as MRAPs,
with a standard heavy weapons
kit that allows sustainability in
a firefight by protecting them
while they defend the airfield.

They are specially trained
to have a unique skillset and
fundamental understanding of
what it means to defend an air-
field and the requirements
to securely launch airfield

C-130 crew chief course gets rolling

SHEPPARD AIR FORCE
BASE, Texas — The Air Force
and Air Education and Train-
ing Command seeks to im-
prove the quality, speed and
relevance of the training en-
terprise by introducing vir-
tual and augmented reality
technology with new ground
instructional training aircraft,
or GITA.

The MC-130P Combat
Shadow recently arrived on
Sheppard Air Force Base and
may look like the other Her-
cules aircraft that have been
serving for more than half a
century, but it brings sever-
al advancements to the train-
ing arena.

Staff Sgt. Joseph Marti-
nez, a 362nd Training Squad-
ron C-130 crew chief instruc-
tor, said the aircraft, brought
in from the California Nation-
al Guard in October, has a few
key differences that give Air-
men experience more in line
with operational realities, as
well as a insight to the differ-
ent missions the cargo plane
conducts.

For example, the braking
system on the MC-130P allows
Airmen to learn on equipment
that is currently being used in

the field, the instructor said.
He said the majority of the
C-130 training aircraft used
at Sheppard have the obsolete
multi-disk braking system,
whereas C-130s in the field use
anew carbon-style system.
“This allows our Airmen to

come in, get the training they
need on this new-style brake
and then utilize that at their
home stations,” he said, having
graduated the first class Nov.
6 of C-130 crew chiefs to learn
on the carbon brakes.
Martinez said when the

Air Force changed the type
of braking system on the air-
frame, that meant changes to
technical orders, or mainte-
nance manuals, as well as the
types of tools used to remove
wheels and tires and work on
the brakes.

operations. Webb said 4SS5th
ESFS Airmen understand air-
field operations and are bet-
ter equipped to detect and de-
fend against different types of
threats in multiple domains.

“They are the first and last
line of detection for the pre-
miere counterterrorism wing,”
he added.

As well as being fully capa-
ble of responding to any threat
on the flightline, these Airmen
are trained fly away securi-
ty teams, or FAST, members
who provide security for per-
sonnel and equipment transit-
ing through the region to aus-
tere locations.

“Being part of the fly away
security team means these
guys get more training in
close quarters combat and
are able to provide a flight
deck denial capability,” Webb
said. “We aren’t dealing with
the same mission as at a home
station where they do various
bits of law enforcement.”

Master Sgt. Paul Vibar,
455th ESFS FAST noncom-
missioned officer in charge,
said he enjoys the excitement
of being on FAST missions
and his team’s role in secur-
ing DoD assets.

“It’s about protecting peo-
ple and aircraft, which is es-
pecially important in this en-
vironment,” said Vibar, who
deployed from the 255th Se-
curity Forces Squadron at

Anderson Air Force Base,
Guam. “You never know what
we’re going to find at some of
these locations, so we always
need to be prepared.”

Despite long hours patrol-
ling and shift work, Webb said
morale remains high because
his team knows they are con-
tributing to a worthy cause.

“Here it is nothing but mis-
sion, nothing but defense,
and they find a lot of value in
that,” Webb said.

Security forces Airmen
enable safe airfield opera-
tions and the safety of person-
nel at Bagram, but also back
home.

“The mission we do here
enables the men and women
back home to be safe and se-
cure,” said Webb.

F-16s get facelift

SHAW AIR FORCE BASE,
S.C. — Upon entering a room
lined with panels and LED
lights, described solely as
something out of a science fic-
tion movie, people in polar
white suits are ready to re-skin
anew beast.

The Airmen working across
two shifts in the work center,
paint and renovate the aircraft
and equipment assigned to the
Air Force’s largest combat F-16
Fighting Falcon wing.

The work being performed
on the aircraft is intended to
provide a protective finish that
prevents damage to the struc-
ture and enhance the aircraft’s
overall lifespan.

“Our mission here is to re-
move defective aircraft coat-
ings,” said Tech. Sgt. Ryan
Tinsley, 20th Equipment Main-
tenance Squadron corrosion
control noncommissioned offi-
cer in charge. “We also inspect
for corrosion and reapply coats
should the aircraft need it.”

Tinsley went on to say the
flight helps identify and trou-
bleshoot paint fatigue that may
be caused by consistent flights.

Within the facility, a lock-
er room houses the protective
gear of the Airmen assigned to
the 20th EMS aircraft structur-
al maintenance flight.

“When we paint, no matter
what we are working on that
day, we keep safety in mind at
all times,” said Tech. Sgt. Jo-
seph Harris, 20th EMS corro-
sion control shift lead.

Each job requires the Air-
men to gear up from top to bot-
tom to prevent any damage or
poisoning that could be caused
by the exposure to paint fumes.

During the painting pro-
cess, corrosion control Air-
men inspect the aircraft for any
cracks or wear that may have
been caused through various
aerial missions.

“Our Airmen are the ones
out there doing the hard work,”
said Tinsley. “They are either
sanding or painting anything
that may come into the paint
barn ... they’re the real work
horses, they’re killing it.”

With the continued support
of these technicians the mis-
sion of the 20th Fighter Wing
can thrive and allow the pilots
to accomplish the suppression
of enemy air defenses mission
anytime, anywhere.

When Richard “Dick” Marsch took
to the skies over southern Europe dur-
ing World War II in the 1940s, the stakes
of his missions varied from lethal to hu-
morous.

He retold the stories of some of them,
including his 65 combat missions, during
an Oct. 29 visit to the 9th Air Refueling
Squadron auditorium at Travis Air Force
Base, California. The visit coincided with
the veteran pilot’s 100th birthday.

The event was not just a chance to cel-
ebrate a milestone birthday but for Tra-
vis Airmen to connect with Air Force her-
itage.

“It’s important that we honor and cele-
brate with our veteran family and remem-
ber their legacy,” said Maj. Dominik Nizi-
ol, C-17 pilot and 60th Air Mobility Wing
Commanders Action Group director. “We
have a proud history dating back before
1947, and as time passes, there are fewer
and fewer opportunities for our Airmen to
hear from our WWII aviators who set the
stage for the Air Force of today.”

As for combat missions, Marsch fought
in the Battle of Anzio, a six-month siege in
1944 to break a German supply line in It-
aly. The centenarian said pilots bombed
railroads and bridges in an effort to dis-
rupt the supply chain of Axis forces.

“We bombed those bridges repeated-
ly,” said Marsch. “It turned out to be a
success because we did isolate the Ger-
man forces. They were unable to supply
the troops and they finally had to break
the line and start moving back up in Italy,
which is what (we) wanted to do.”

The successful campaign allowed
Army Gen. Mark Clark and the Fifth
Army to push forward toward Rome, cap-
turing the city in June 1944.

Marsch flew in the Martin Marauder
B-26 from 1942 to 1945 while assigned to
North Africa and Sardinia, Italy.

The planes flew in formation, Marsch
said, so closely that their wings over-
lapped. They would take their cue from
the bombardier in the lead aircraft, aim-
ing for the far ends of the bridges.

Marsch said this was done without
the support of fighter aircraft. He said
fighters at the time were unable to car-
ry enough fuel from American-held loca-
tions to reach the drop zone and return
safely. However, Axis powers typically
kept their fighters farther north, meaning
the most difficult obstacle for Marsch and
the other pilots was anti-aircraft fire.

In addition to combat missions,
Marsch flew a variety of other taskings.
A December 1943 flight to Algiers, Alge-
ria, picked up mail for troops who may
not otherwise have received letters in
time for the holidays.

The holiday mail delivery, which oc-
curred shortly after he arrived in Ita-
ly, made him the go-to person in his unit
for additional duties. Marsch said other
missions took him around the Mediterra-
nean Sea, bringing troops to rest camps.

Another flight involved Marsch deliv-
ering Italian USO troops to entertain de-
tained Italian forces. He jumped at the
opportunity.

Additionally, Marsch taught French
and South African pilots how to fly the
B-26.

Marsch enlisted March 27, 1942, in
the Army Air Corps. He received his
wings and his commission Feb. 6, 1943,
and began training on the B-26.

The 100-year-old said American forc-
es were training more pilots than they
had landing space, so he was among a
group that practiced on the Stearman
PT-13 in the field of a farmer near Ontar-
io, California.

“When we weren’t flying, we were
eating the farmer’s watermelons,” said
Marsch.

His combat tour lasted one year, from
November 1943 to November 1944. After
the war, Marsch joined the reserves and
returned to work for AT&T. He married
a clerk who worked in his father’s jewel-
ry store and had four sons. His son Jim
Marsch, the youngest of four, said his fa-
ther worked for AT&T Company in var-
ious capacities, moving to several cit-
ies in the western United States before
landing in San Francisco, California.
He retired from the company in the ear-
ly 1980s.

In retirement, he moved to Fair-
field, California, to be closer to his son
and grandchild. In addition to his sons,
he has three grandkids and two great-
grandkids. His wife died in 2012.

His son said he was an avid golfer un-
til about 10 years ago, when his back be-
gan complicating his game.

Jim Marsch said as he grew up, his fa-
ther wasn’t forthcoming about his expe-
riences during World War II, learning
more once he became an adult.

“He’s not somebody to really bolster
or build up himself and those experienc-
es he had,” said Jim Marsch. “He seems
to have found the good memories to re-
member that era by.”

growth,” and, of course, your
strengths. This is vital to great
leadership.

Of almost equal impor-
tance is knowing your Air-
men. I’'m not talking about su-
perficial knowledge like who
their favorite National Football
League team is, although this
is a great tool for rapport build-
ing. I mean really know your
Airmen. Take the time to know
their backgrounds, where they
are from, what motivates them,
why they joined the Air Force
and what do they enjoy doing in
their free time? Not only will it
help you lead that Airman in a
way he or she will respond fa-
vorably to, most importantly, it
builds trust.

However, this can’t be a one-
sided relationship. Your Air-
men need to feel as though they
know you as well.

Trust. I cannot express
enough how important trust
is when it comes to great lead-
ership.

With-
out taking the time to know
your Airmen in a more person-
al way, your Airmen will feel
as though you don’t know or
care to know anything about
them. Ultimately, if they have
the perception that you don’t
care, they will never trust you
enough to ask for help or con-
fide in you when life throws
them a curveball.

With the holiday season
upon us, great leadership is
crucial. This is the time of year
when many Airmen will face
challenges that at times may
seem insurmountable. This
is also the time of year when
many of us are homesick and
miss our families and friends.

Know your Airmen. Don’t
just tell them you care. Show
them you care. Be a great leader.

reflecting the drive towards
more agile, innovative process-
es aligned with delivering war-
winning capabilities across the
spectrum.

“Driving agility and speed
into our processes has been a
key focus for AFMC this year.
This funding played a huge role
in our efforts,” said Peccia.

The AFMC innovation ef-
forts span the full spectrum of
the command mission, rang-
ing from infrastructure main-
tenance to real-time tactical
awareness, data analytics and
multi-domain and cyber op-
erations support. Individu-
al innovation efforts ranged
in cost from just under $1,000
to $326,000, depending on the
project scope.

One of the largest innova-
tion efforts, executed by the
Air Force Life Cycle Manage-
ment Center, has initiated the
development of a new Multi-
Domain Operations Center to
connect operations informa-
tion that currently resides in a
number of cyber networks into
a single, fused, comprehensive
cyber picture. The $326,000 in-
vestment has purchased serv-
ers, training and infrastruc-
ture requirements to build the
Cyber Ops Center and is al-
ready reducing reaction time

to cyber events through in-
creased integration and com-
munication of cyber entities
across the center footprint.

A $20,000 project by the
96th Test Wing, Air Force Test
Center, placed Android Tacti-
cal Awareness Kit tablets in the
hands of security forces opera-
tors who have gained increased
situational awareness while on
patrol through real-time access
to background checks, GPS and
communication networks. The
increased, instantaneous com-
munication allows for more im-
mediate, rapid response in dan-
gerous situations, augmenting
the lethality and mission suc-
cess of defenders in the field.

Other FY18 innovation ef-
forts include:

e Human Centered Data
Analytics, 711th Human Per-
formance Wing, Air Force Re-
search Laboratory ($250,000):
software infrastructure and
collaborative data manage-
ment environment that inte-
grates real-time modeling, an-
alytics and machine learning.

* Flying Fox, AFLCMC
($55,000): cellular cyber de-
fense capability to better pro-
tect information from unau-
thorized access or adversarial
compromise.

* Property Custodian Ac-
count Consolidation, 66th
Air Base Group, AFLCMC
($43,000): Streamlines man-
agement of information tech-
nology accounts for centralized

execution, alleviating the addi-
tional duty from squadrons.

« Hymore Refuel Truck,
74th  Logistics Readiness
Squadron, Air Force Sustain-
ment Center ($9,400): Stream-
lines hot pit operations for F-35
training sorties while expand-
ing refueling capabilities by 25
percent.

e Dorm Guardian Key-
trak, AFSC ($98,500): Enables
dorm residents to digitally sign
out dorm key using biomet-
rics when primary Kkey is mis-
placed, eliminating need for
residence service calls.

¢ Reveal FirePro, AFSC
($17,000): Provides thermal
imagery tools to firefighters,
enhancing situational aware-
ness and speed during emer-
gency operations.

¢ Deep Trekker Portable
Submersible Robot for Water
Tank Inspections, 412th Test
Wing, AFTC ($88,000): Will
enable the inspection of the in-
side of water distribution tanks
using robotic technology, elim-
inating the need for expensive,
dangerous human inspection
of tanks.

* 3D Runway Surface
Scanning and Surface Re-Cre-
ation, Landing Gear Test Facil-
ity, AFTC ($23,000): Develop-
ment of a 3D runway scanning
methodology to yield data to
feed into additive manufac-
turing processes for creation
of fabricated runway test sur-
faces.

to the stability of the internation-
al order. ... Our growing part-
nership and security coopera-
tion with Ukraine supports our
national defense strategy and
promotes regional stability, se-
curity and international trust,”
Goldfein said.

Goldfein noted the recent ex-
ercise, saying it, “showcased the
strong bond between the U.S.
and Ukraine and how far the
Ukrainian air force has come
in their path towards NATO in-
teroperability.”

Like Goldfein, Drozdov high-
lighted the two nations’ resilient
partnership and the shared de-
sire to promote regional stability
and security.

“Together with Gen. Gold-
fein we had a positive discus-
sion on points of common inter-
est,” Drozdov said through an
interpreter. “We are finding new
ways to support each other so we
can withstand Russian aggres-
sion.”

Ukraine has expressed a de-
sire to join NATO, which is one
reason the security collabo-
ration with the United States
is important. The success of
Clear Sky 2018 is significant,
as well, since one important re-
quirement for membership is
demonstrating interoperabili-
ty. Goldfein said that a consid-
erable portion of the discussion

between the air chiefs focused
on interoperability to ensure
that “our systems and tactics
and operations” mesh.

If there was any doubt about
the bonds connecting the U.S.
Air Force to Ukraine, the pres-
ence at the event of five Ukraini-
an-born U.S. Airmen provided a
vivid and human face.

Each Airmen was introduced
to Drozdov and Goldfein and
each brought a compelling story.

Staff Sgt. Anastasia L. Rash
came to the U.S. in 1996 and
joined the Air Force because
she “wanted to pave a path to-
wards a better future and to
serve the country” that she now
calls home. Rash is currently as-
signed to Joint Base McGuire-
Dix-Lakehurst, New Jersey, and
is a control and communica-
tions supervisor with the 621st
Contingency Response Support
Squadron.

Senior Airman Lena Sanner
was born in Ukraine and was ad-
opted by an American family at
age 14. She is an installation pa-
trolman attached to the 87th Se-
curity Forces Squadron at JB
McGuire-Dix-Lakehurst.

Airman 1st Class Brayden
Nolte joined the Air Force in
2017. He is attached to JB Mc-
Guire-Dix-Lakehurst’s 87th Civ-
il Engineer Squadron as a wa-
ter fuels system maintenance
apprentice. Like Sanner, he was
born in Ukraine but adopted by
an American family when he
was 8 years old.
