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71st MSAS provides training to Colombia

571ST MOBILITY SUPPORT

Airmen from the 571st Mo-
bility Support Advisory Squad-
ron worked with the Colombian
armed forces as part of a mo-
bile training team from Feb.
11 through March 11 at two air
bases in Colombia.

The team consisted of 15
air advisors from the S571st
MSAS at Travis Air Force Base
and six Total Force instruc-
tors from three other U.S. Air
Force units. The training cov-
ered a variety of areas of coop-
eration between the U.S. and
Colombia. It aimed at support-
ing Colombia in their pursuit to
counter transnational and tran-
sregional threat networks and
to enhance the capability of
the Fuerza Aérea Colombiana,
their air force or, FAC, to main-
tain regional security through
increased proficiency in mobil-
ity support operations.

The training was conduct-
ed at Comando Aereo de Trans-
porte Militar in Bogota, Co-
lombia, and Comando Aereo
Combate-1 in Palanquero, Co-
lombia. The training topics
focused on C-130 Hercules
aircraft maintenance, aerial
firefighting procedures, search
and rescue, intelligence and
medical intelligence.

The C-130s, located at Co-
mando Aereo de Transporte
Militar, are the workhorse of
the FAC fleet, capable of con-
ducting a diverse mission set.
Throughout the engagement,
571st MSAS maintenance air
advisors worked with the FAC
to develop their maintenance
philosophy, systems knowl-
edge, and best practices and
procedures. A heavy focus was
placed on the C-130 engine, hy-
draulic, fuel, environmental
and electrical system familiar-
ization and troubleshooting.

Instructors conducted train-
ing through classroom brief-
ings and hands-on training on
the aircraft, to gain a thorough
understanding of Colombian
air force maintenance prac-
tices.

The students were very en-
gaged in the training we pro-
vided,” said Tech. Sgt. Jacob

Haines, 571st MSAS advisor. “I
am confident that our students’
capacity to properly main-
tain their C-130 fleet has in-
creased.”

Each of the courses taught
throughout the three weeks
culminated in a graduation cer-
emony. Columbian air force
Technical 3rd Class Angel Ar-
turo Hernandez Ramon, a
maintenance technician, was
appreciative of the training
he and his fellow students re-
ceived.

“I want to thank the Unit-
ed States of America, especial-
ly its Air Force, for sharing
their knowledge in order to ex-
tend the ties of brotherhood and
teamwork between the two na-
tions,” Hernandez Ramon said.

“Today, we culminate with
great satisfaction, the electri-
cal and wiring maintenance
course, with new lessons and
experiences that will facilitate
us to execute the best quality
standards, applying this knowl-
edge to the aircraft that protect
and safeguard the Colombian
territory.”

Additionally, the S71st
MSAS team provided ground
training to the Colombian air
force on Modular Airborne
Fire Fighting Systems, or
MAFFS, a system loaded into
the rear of a C-130 that drops
fire retardant to aid in stopping
the spread of wildfires.

Employing an aerial fire-
fighting capability will help the
FAC in combating wildfires,

both internally and internation-
ally. The specialized training,
provided by the U.S. Air Force
Reserve Command personnel,
was a stepping stone to future
work with the FAC on further
enhancing this capability.
“While a very effective fire-
fighting tool, this specific mis-
sion set requires consistent
practice,” said Lt. Col. Richard
Pantusa, 731st Airlift Squadron
MAFFS instructor pilot from
Peterson Air Force Base, Col-
orado. “It is inherently a dan-
gerous mission - flying low
over mountainous terrain that
is on fire. The FAC has a new
MAFFS program that includes
highly motivated and knowl-
edgeable C-130 operators who
are attempting to grow their

MAFFS program.”

While training on the di-
verse capabilities of the C-130
was the main focus of the mis-
sion, the S71st MSAS air ad-
visors also took the opportu-
nity to support additional U.S.
Southern Command lines of ef-
fort by continuing to develop in-
teroperability between the U.S.
and Colombia.

“This was a robust and com-
plex MTT (Mobile Training
Team), exemplifying the train-
ing the MSAS is capable of con-
ducting in the Latin American
region,” said Capt. Shawn Pen-
nie, S71st MSAS mission com-
mander. “I feel honored to have
worked side by side with the

As of April 1, all 850 Grand
Princess passengers have com-
pleted their quarantine and de-
parted Travis Air Force Base.

The passengers arrived
March 9 at Travis, where
they received daily screen-
ing for Covid-19 symptoms,
basic medical care for other
health conditions, meals, quar-
antine-appropriate activities,
and transportation to their final
destinations, all by the U.S. De-
partment of Health and Human
Services.

Each person was also of-
fered Covid-19 testing. Those
passengers who tested positive
were transferred to non-mili-
tary facilities overseen by fed-
eral medical staff, and those
passengers who developed
acute symptoms were trans-
ferred to area hospitals.

“We can’t overstate how
much the cooperation and en-
gagement of our federal, state,
and local partners helped us
meet this enormous challenge.
Supporting the quarantine for
these passengers assisted in
slowing the spread of Covid-19
and with protecting the Amer-
ican public,” said Dr. Robert
Kadlec, HHS assistant secre-
tary for Preparedness and Re-
sponse. “A tremendous thank
you goes to DoD and their out-
standing staff at each installa-
tion. We are also grateful for
the support received from lo-
cal hospitals where seriously
ill passengers were treated, as
well as the health care provid-
ers who took care of them.”

Agencies from across the
U.S. government provided staff
and resources to ensure the
health, safety, and comfort of
the Grand Princess cruise ship
passengers. In addition to HHS

Travis works to ensure readiness

As Covid-19 sweeps
across the United States and
the world, Travis AFB has
taken several actions to pre-
vent further spread of the vi-
rus while ensuring readi-
ness.

The 60th Medical Group
staff began planning to re-
spond to Covid-19 and its
potential impact on read-
iness weeks ago when the
secretary of defense select-
ed Travis AFB as a location
to house quarantined people
returning to America from
Wuhan, China, to avoid Cov-
id-19 exposure.

“We started deliberate
planning in early February
when we learned Travis AFB
would receive repatriated
American citizens,” said Col.
Kristen Beals, 60th MDG
commander. “We knew that

was a Department of Health
and Human Services mis-
sion, but we developed teams
to assess what a Covid-19 re-
sponse would look like at
David Grant USAF Medi-
cal Center and the impact it
could have at our installation.
“We developed several
teams who would screen pa-
tients and visitors to DGMC,
as well as ensure we could
provide force health protec-
tion and mission assurance.
To ensure those two things,
we implemented a number
of things to protect the force
and screen patients.”
Assessment teams as-
signed groups of health pro-
fessionals to screen patients
entering the Air Force’s larg-
est medical center, and they
implemented personal pro-
tective equipment and phys-
ical distancing procedures to
protect health care providers
and customers, Beals said.

Additionally, Team Travis
leaders took measures to mit-
igate the virus’ impact and to
maintain the health and safe-
ty of service members and
their families.

Col. Jeffrey Nelson, 60th
Air Mobility Wing com-
mander, placed the base in
Health Protection Condition
Charlie March 18, restrict-
ed gatherings on base to few-
er than 10 people and limited
active-duty Airmen to trav-
eling no more than 150 miles
due to the growing spread of
Covid-19 in the communities
surrounding the base.

The pandemic has also
impacted how the medical
staff at DGMC provides care,
said Beals.

“Routine, outpatient and
elective surgeries have been
curtailed, and we are lever-
aging telehealth options to
the maximum extent possi-
ble,” she said. “This enables

our provider teams in the
clinics, who are not currently
seeing patients face-to-face
due to physical distancing, to
handle visits over the phone.
That’s something we want to
continue as Solano County,
California, and the president
may extend physical distanc-
ing measures.”

President Donald Trump
extended physical distanc-
ing guidelines through April
30 during a press conference
March 29. The president also
said he would assess the situ-
ation at the end of April, but
that physical distancing mea-
sures could be implemented
until June.

While the response to
the Covid-19 pandemic has
brought numerous chang-
es, Beals said, her team is fo-
cused on providing essen-
tial services and maintaining

ARLINGTON, Va. — In a
significant step that enhances
the U.S. Space Force’s capabil-
ities and development, the De-
partment of the Air Force has
identified 23 U.S. Air Force or-
ganizations whose space-relat-
ed missions will soon transfer to
the Space Force.

Secretary of the Air Force
Barbara Barrett, in conjunction
with Chief of Space Operations
Gen. John “Jay” Raymond and
Chief of Staff of the Air Force
Gen. David Goldfein, directed
the transfer which entails shift-
ing space missions from Air
Force organizations into the
newest military branch.

Currently, Space Force is
comprised primarily of units
which previously fell under the
former Air Force Space Com-
mand prior to the service’s es-
tablishment on Dec. 20, 2019.

According to Space Force of-
ficials, the goal is to have each of
the 23 space missions formally
transferred from the Air Force
into the Space Force within the
next three to six months based
on timing and conditions specif-
ic to each organization and mis-
sion. The CSAF and CSO have
been delegated the authority to
actually execute the transfer
when they jointly agree the nec-
essary conditions have been met
to affect a smooth transfer.

The following locations have
been identified for a transfer ac-
tion. An asterisk indicates a par-
tial mission transfer, such as the
size of a flight, branch or division:

¢ 17th Test Squadron, Peter-
son Air Force Base, Colorado.

¢ 18th Intel Squadron,
Wright-Patterson AFB, Ohio.

BMT takes steps to protect trainers

JOINT BASE SAN ANTO-
NIO-LACKLAND, Texas — To
help slow the spread of Cov-
id-19 while accomplishing the
mission of turning -civilians
into mission-ready Airmen, Air
Force basic military training
has implemented layers of pro-
tective measures to mitigate
the risk of spreading the virus
within the BMT pipeline.

Specific mitigation mea-
sures that have been imple-
mented across BMT include
implementation of a 14-day re-
striction of movement upon ar-
rival, as well as social distanc-
ing, symptom monitoring and
increased sanitation.

“We must balance the need
to fuel the greatest Air and
Space Force in the world with
ready and able Airmen while
caring for our trainees, mili-
tary training instructors and
their families,” said Chief Mas-
ter Sgt. Stefan Blazier, 37th
Training Wing command chief.
“This is a dynamic and con-
stantly evolving situation, but
what we won’t do is watch from
the sidelines. Our BMT team
and leaders across the Gate-
way Wing will continue to im-
plement protective measures to
ensure the safety of our num-
ber one priority — America’s
sons and daughters — our Air-
men - our team.”

The first positive case of Co-
vid-19 was reported at BMT
March 25. With proactive plan-
ning and protective measures
already in place, the necessary

firewalls were in place to safe-
ly address the situation and iso-
late the affected Airman from
their flight, enabling specific
training objectives to continue
and protecting the BMT pipe-
line and team.

“The first phase of mitiga-
tion was placing newly arriving
recruits in ROM status, which
began the week of March 16,”
said Lt. Col. Gary Moore, 737th
Training Group deputy com-
mander. “All inbound BMT re-
cruits are now placed in ROM
for 14 days to better protect the
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health and safety of the trainees
and military training instruc-
tors. The ROM squadrons are
strategically located in facilities
that have the majority of the sup-
porting elements such as laun-
dry, dining facility and class-
rooms on location to ensure the
trainees are separated from the

larger BMT population.”

Social distancing, which has
been identified by the CDC as
a major factor in slowing the
spread of the virus, has also
been implemented across BMT.
The distance between trainee
beds has been increased and the

YOKOTA AIR BASE, Japan — For
the first time, Yokota Air Base person-
nel conducted a C-130J Super Hercules
assault landing on the Foxtrot taxiway
March 26.

Foxtrot taxiway was originally used
for the legacy C-130H models from 1991
to 2001. Since then, Yokota AB’s airlift-
ers have used the permanently painted
hard surface on the main runway.

The taxiway was brought out of re-
tirement and repurposed for this exer-
cise as a landing zone, or LZ, which is an
area designated to land in lieu of a run-
way. Oftentimes, C-130s use LZs down-
range to resupply front-line troops who
may be in an area where a runway is not
available or accessible.

This training is conducted to guaran-
tee the airfield team is ready to perform
skilled landings on short, narrow, crowd-
ed and even unmarked strips of land.

Aircraft do not land on a temporarily
established runway by themselves and,
because of this, the training is not just
for the C-130J aircrew, but it is also for
the entire team running operations on
the flightline.

“It was really a group effort to make

this exercise a success and it was great
to see us all work so well together,” said
1st Lt. Aaron Church, 374th Operations
Support Squadron airfield operations of-
ficer.

The 374th OSS Airfield Operations
Flight encompasses air traffic control-
lers, airfield management Airmen, and
radar and airfield weather systems tech-
nicians, who perform different essential
skill-sets, but work as one to operate the
airfield and airspace at Yokota AB.

“Measuring out and marking a LZ
would normally be an airfield manage-
ment task; and clearing a C-130 to land
would be an ATC task,” Church said.
“Here at Yokota (AB), the 374th OSS is
training all three essential skill sets to
be able do either task, if required.”

The shift in training methodology is
in support of Pacific Air Forces’ Agile
Combat Employment concept.

“PACATF has given us a basic concept
of operations and a goal to make ACE a
reality,” Church said. “We are develop-
ing how to train, equip our Airmen and
operate from the ground up.”

The airfield operations flight is pi-
oneering what it looks like to train for
ACE by cross-training their career fields
and enabling C-130J aircrews to be as-
sault landing-capable.

Grooming, fitness guidance updated for Covid-19

Secretary of the Air Force Public Affairs

ARLINGTON, Va. — As Covid-19
health protection conditions and physi-
cal distancing guidelines inhibit access
to barber shops, hair salons and fitness
centers across the Air Force, leadership
released guidance allowing installa-
tion commanders to make deviations to
grooming and fitness standards.

In a message to Airmen March 31,
Lt. Gen. Brian T. Kelly, Air Force dep-
uty chief of staff for manpower, person-
nel and services, explained installation
commanders have the authority to ad-
just standards as needed, while also en-
couraging Airmen to maintain groom-
ing and fitness standards to the greatest
extent possible.

Deviations acceptable due to access to hair care, fitness facilities

“Our professionalism and pride
comes through in many ways, but starts
with us being mentally and physically
disciplined to look the part,” he said. “In
uncertain times, it is even more impor-
tant that our Airmen and Space profes-
sionals are able to provide a sense of sta-
bility and professionalism. We count on
commanders to find the appropriate bal-
ance and maintain our place within the
profession of arms as we carry out our
duty to the American public.”

To ensure the health and safety of
service members and their families,
commanders have the authority to allow

deviations to both grooming and fit-
ness standards. Adjustments should be
done within reason and not inhibit prop-
er uniform wear, accomplishment of
duties, impact individual readiness or
prevent the use of protective or safety
equipment.

“While adjustments for (fitness) test-
ing were necessary under our current
circumstances, service members are
still expected to maintain personal fit-
ness to ensure continued good health
and readiness,” Kelly said. “In the
rare circumstance where individuals
who are not otherwise under a medical

profile are unable to maintain fitness
standards due to safety or other restric-
tions, commanders have authority to de-
viate from fitness standards to ensure
the health and safety of service mem-
bers and families.”

Airmen are expected to adhere to
shaving standards outlined in Air Force
Instruction 36-2903, Dress and Person-
al Appearance.

For more information about groom-
ing and fitness guidelines during the
pandemic, Airmen and Space profes-
sionals should contact their chains of
command.

C-37B arrives early

Ohio — The Air Force Life
Cycle Management Center
delivered the latest C-37B
special air mission aircraft
to the 89th Airlift Wing at
Joint Base Andrews, Mary-
land, March 25.

The program, managed
by the Presidential and Ex-
ecutive Airlift Division,
delivered the aircraft one
week ahead of schedule.

“’'m proud our team
is showing the Air Force
stands ready to meet our
mission,” said Brig.

Ryan Britton, Air Force
program executive officer
for Presidential and Execu-
tive Airlift. “We are taking
care of our people, doing
all we can to flatten the Co-
vid-19 curve while main-
taining our mission-focus
on delivering capability to
the warfighter.”

The program will deliv-
er two additional C-37Bs
by the end of fiscal year ‘21
which will bring the fleet to
16 aircraft.

The 89th Airlift Wing
provides global special air

The C-37B is a twin-en-
gine, turbofan aircraft ac-
quired to fill the world-
wide special air missions
for high-ranking govern-
ment and Defense Depart-
ment officials. The C-37B
is based upon the high-alti-
tude, intercontinental Gulf-
stream S50 aircraft. With
a crew of five, the aircraft
can carry 12 passengers,
with a range of 6750 nauti-
cal miles.

Fear and anxiety about a dis-
ease can be overwhelming and
cause strong emotions in adults
and children. Coping with stress
will make you, the people you
care about, and your communi-
ty stronger.

Everyone reacts differently
to stressful situations. How you
respond to the outbreak can de-
pend on your background, the
things that make you different
from other people, and the com-
munity you live in.

People who may respond
more strongly to the stress of a
crisis include:

e Older people and people
with chronic diseases who are at
higher risk for Covid-19.

¢ Children and teens.

Approximately 90,000
service members slated to deploy
or redeploy over the next 60 days
will likely be impacted by this
stop movement order.

Embedded within the order
are mechanisms by which ex-
ceptions can be granted. Autho-
rized exceptions to the order in-
clude:

* Travel by patients and med-
ical providers for the purposes of
medical treatment for DOD per-
sonnel and their families.

* Scheduled deployments /
redeployments of U.S. Navy

vessels and embarked units, pro-
vided they are in transit for 14
days and have met the restriction
of movement (ROM) require-
ments associated with current
force health protection guidance.

¢ Individuals who have al-
ready initiated travel.

¢ Individuals whose TDY
ends while this order is in effect
are authorized to return to their
home station.

Additional exceptions may be
granted on a case-by-case sce-
nario in which travel is deemed
mission essential, humanitarian
in nature or warranted due to ex-
treme hardship. Such exceptions
may be approved by Combatant
Commanders, the Chairman of
the Joint Chiefs of Staff, or Secre-
taries of Military Departments.

military readiness.

“There are certain servic-
es we must continue to provide
such as cancer treatments, the
pharmacy, laboratory, hemodi-
alysis and radiology; all of those
services are still available,” she
said. “Our emergency depart-
ment is open; we are still pro-
viding urgent care; and all of
our inpatient wards are open.
We are also coordinating sur-
geries with patients on a case-
by-case basis.”

The medical group also es-
tablished two Covid-19 clin-
ics, one consisting of a series of
tents outside the DGMC emer-
gency room and another inside
the facility.

“The tents outside the emer-
gency room were constructed
the weekend before March 16 in
concert with the Covid-19 clin-
ic inside DGMC, and within 48
hours we were receiving pa-
tients,” said Capt. Tyler Padgett,
60th MDG Family Health Clin-
ic physician and one of the phy-
sicians working in the Travis
Covid-19 clinics.

“Our mission is to ensure
people are safe and healthy at

this base,” said Padgett. “We
are creating and implementing
plans to keep our Airmen and
families safe, whether they’re
required to be isolated or quar-
antined, and we are doing all we
can to prevent the spread of Co-
vid-19 while ensuring we can
execute our mission.”

One way the medical group
is doing that is through screen-
ing locations set up across the
base including the passenger
terminal, satellite pharmacy
and child development centers.
Hand sanitizer is also now read-
ily available at the entrances of
the Base Exchange and com-
missary.

Implementing telehealth op-
tions has also enabled doctors to
discuss concerns with patients
without placing additional risk
on providers and patients alike,
Padgett added.

“The family health Cclin-
ic where I work is now main-
ly seeing patients virtually, but
still ensuring our Airmen are
mission-ready by completing
a variety of requirements, in-
cluding preventative health as-
sessments,” Padgett said.

Preventative health assess-
ments are required periodically
for military members to ensure
they are fit for duty. Much of

the responsibility for complet-
ing those assessments falls on
DGMC’s Flight Medicine Clinic,
which is now, temporarily, locat-
ed in the dental clinic since the
internal Covid-19 clinic now oc-
cupies the space the flight medi-
cine clinic once called home.

Over a five-day period from
March 16-20, the Flight Medi-
cine Clinic completed 93 PHAs,
31 annual flight PHAs and pro-
cessed 20 medical clearances.

“This is a challenging time
as we work to maintain readi-
ness while mitigating the risk of
spreading Covid-19,” said Maj.
Alisha Florence, 60th Aero-
space Medicine Squadron flight
and operational medicine com-
mander. “We have to project a
powerful and ready Air Force
not just to our country, but to our
enemies as well.”

number of trainees in each bay
decreased from roughly 60 to 40
trainees. Additionally, classroom
and indoor training has been ad-
justed to allow more space be-
tween trainees and trainees are
only sitting two per table in the
dining facility as opposed to the
typical four. Finally, trainees are
maintaining appropriate spacing
while waiting to receive meals.
Overall sanitation has been im-
plemented across the BMT cam-
pus to ensure necessary clean-
ing practices for day-to-day
operations.

Additionally, mission-essen-
tial instructors and support staff
have been offered the option to
stay on base to help provide add-
ed protection to their families at
no personal cost.

“The safety and well-being of
our permanent party personnel
is equally as important as that of

our trainees,” Blazier said. “We
recognize the significant stress
this puts on our team, and we
are completely committed to en-
suring our people feel safe to the
fullest extent possible while we
deal with this threat.”

In addition, an enhanced

medical screening and response
capability has been put in place
to ensure immediate treatment
for Covid-19 is available to train-
ees through the efforts of the
59th Medical Wing and Brooke
Army Medical Center.

In the event a trainee

experiences any of the published
Covid-19 symptoms, the mem-
ber is immediately transferred
to a medical facility, examined,
tested and placed into quaran-
tine as a “person under investi-
gation” until cleared. The mem-
ber will receive treatment and
will remain isolated until test re-
sults are returned.

If testing is negative, the
trainee is returned to training.
Should a trainee test positive for
Covid-19, the trainee will con-
tinue to receive necessary med-
ical attention and go into isola-
tion status.

As a precaution following a
trainee’s positive test, the train-
ees in close contact with the in-
dividual who tested positive will
restart their 14-day ROM pe-
riod.

Within the military train-
ing staff, BMT continues to ac-
tively review all personnel that
have been impacted by Covid-19
events. All personnel are direct-
ed to strictly adhere to medical
guidance and CDC directives

while being monitored for any
Covid-19 symptoms.

“U.S. Air Force senior lead-
ers have deemed BMT, techni-
cal training and flying training
as mission essential because it
creates the world’s greatest Air-
men,” Blazier said. “These are
unprecedented times, with the
situation evolving rapidly, but
the great men and women of the
Gateway Wing will continue to
hold strong. We won’t make ex-
ceptions to keep them safe and
leaders at every level will con-
tinually validate the protec-
tion, health and safety of our Air
Force team.”
