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Travis begins 
phase two  
of reopening

60th Air Mobility Wing

On June 1, the 60th Air Mo-
bility Wing commander imple-
mented phase two of a three-
phase approach to reopen the 
base.

Col. Jeffrey W. Nelson, 60th 
AMW commander, alsod de-
crease the base’s Health Pro-
tection Condition to BRAVO 
to continue protecting Travis 
while allowing some base ser-
vices and facilities to reopen.  

Travis’ three-phase ap-
proach, designed by medical 
experts and base leadership, is 
in alignment with California 
Gov. Gavin Newsom’s recov-
ery plan.

“I am incredibly apprecia-
tive of our Airmen, civilian em-
ployees, contractors, retirees 
and family members being so 
patient and flexible during this 
unprecedented time,” Nelson 
said. “We are ready and eager 
to begin the long transition to 
normal operations.”

The change in HPCON lev-
el and implementation of phase 
two will allow some base facili-
ties and services to reopen once 

they meet state and county re-
quirements.  

HPCON BRAVO is a mod-
erate health protection con-
dition in response to public 
health risks in the local com-
munity. All Travis AFB person-
nel should continue to practice 
strict hygiene measures such 
as frequently washing and/or 
sanitizing hands, wiping com-
mon-use items with disinfec-
tant, covering mouths and nos-
es with a tissue or sleeve when 
coughing or sneezing and stay-
ing home when sick. Addition-
ally, base members should 
continue to practice social dis-
tancing, remaining 6 feet apart 
from others at all times, refrain 
from physical contact such as 
hand shaking, fist bumps, etc. 
When members cannot prac-
tice social distancing, they are 
required to wear appropriate 
face coverings.

Travis captain forges connection to Silicon Valley

SAN FRANCISCO — In early 2020, 
the inaugural AFVentures Fellowship 
brought together 21 Airmen for a six-
week immersion with technology and 
venture capital firms in San Francisco.

Among the group was Capt. Justin 
Poole, director of staff and C-17 evalua-
tor pilot at Travis Air Force Base, Cali-
fornia.

The fellows were trained in invest-
ment and risk management to strength-
en their ability to develop and deliver 
essential capabilities to the Air Force’s 
mission from Feb. 10 to March 20.

“In addition to the government, ven-
ture capitalists and investors are a key 
component of accelerating innovation 
in sectors we rely on to accomplish our 
mission,” said Maj. Tony Perez, AFW-
ERX Spark Cell lead and the fellow-
ship’s brainchild. “To better collaborate 
and understand the different roles we 
play, we need Airmen who understand 
the world of startups, investing and 
technological advancement.”

To meet this growing need for Airmen 
who speak the language of entrepreneur-
ship, Perez enlisted the help of Shift, a tal-
ent development company that supports 
career shifts for military veterans.

Through a Small Business Innova-
tion Research contract and in coordina-
tion with AFWERX, the company de-
veloped a fellowship that would expose 
Airmen to concepts including design 
thinking, leadership, innovation and en-
trepreneurship.

“As a small business owner and Navy 
veteran, a major benefit from the SBIR 
program is its focus on developing du-
al-use technologies that serve a need 
for the private sector and defense com-
munity,” said Mike Slagh, Shift chief 
executive officer. “The AFVentures 

Fellowship is built upon Shift’s propri-
etary matching technology, which we 
initially developed to help transitioning 
veterans find private-sector jobs. For 
the fellowship, it powered our selection 
and matching process with venture cap-
ital hosts, and I couldn’t be happier with 
the results.”

The fellows were competitively se-
lected and comprised a diverse mix of 
officers, enlisted and civilians, across 
the active duty, Air Force Reserve, and 
Air National Guard, and came from a 

variety of Air Force mission sets includ-
ing cyber, space, intelligence, special 
operations, legislative affairs, and soft-
ware development.

The fellows were then embedded 
with an organization to receive first-
hand experience in the private sector, 
which was augmented by weekly edu-
cational sessions, group projects, and 
reading assignments.

“I’ve long been intrigued by the op-
timism and ambition Silicon Valley is 
known for,” said Maj. Stacie Shafran, 

Air Force Personnel Center public af-
fairs officer who spent her fellowship 
with Offline Ventures and Brit + Co, 
learning how a venture capital firm and 
venture capital-backed company op-
erate, make investment decisions, and 
manage risk. “I also fostered conver-
sations with venture capitalists at the 
cutting edge of healthcare innovation 
– specifically mental health care – so 
as to improve the quality of life for our

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Contracting aids contingency response mission

“I really have nothing to compare it 
to. This is unlike anything I’ve ever done 
before,” said Master Sgt. Ronald Abbate, 
from the 821st Contingency Response 
Support Squadron at Travis Air Force 
Base, California. “Some days, it’s one of 
the most frustrating jobs someone can 
have. But other times, it’s one of the most 
rewarding jobs anyone can have.”

“This job can be a giant pain in the 
butt, but I love doing it.” said Master Sgt. 
Ryan Fowler, from the 621st Contingency 

Response Support Squadron at Joint Base 
McGuire-Dix-Lakehurst, New Jersey.

It may be difficult to imagine, but 
they’re both describing the same job: con-
tracting. Abbate and Fowler are two of 
only four contracting officers who work to 
support the dynamic mission of the 621st 
Contingency Response Wing.

As Devil Raiders, these contracting 
officers are prepared to acquire what-
ever is needed to keep the mission going 
during any unplanned or unexpected op-
eration. These “6Cs” as identified by the 
Air Force Specialty Code, remain on alert 
with their unit every day of the year.

Abbate was the 6C to go to Tyndall Air 

Force Base, Florida, with the contingen-
cy response element to assist the base’s 
recovery from Hurricane Michael in Oc-
tober 2018.

“I grew up in Florida, but when we 
first got there, it was crazy how much 
damage there was,” said Abbate, who is a 
Jacksonville native. “Hangar doors were 
blown off; trees were snapped like twigs; 
it was crazy.”

After he arrived at Tyndall, Abbate 
did what he always does when arriving 
at any CRW location: make the unit as 
self-sustaining as possible, he said. That’s 
when Abbate’s previous experiences and 
exercises helped him move forward.

“After getting settled, we start think-
ing about what the career fields will 
need,” said Abbate, who has worked 
in contracting for more than 13 years. 
“Anything from aircraft parts and lum-
ber to bolts and spray paint.”

During contingencies, things that are 
normally easy to find can be a challenge, 
said Abbate.

“Many stores in Florida were closed 
because of the damage,” said Abbate. 
“So, we had to be creative. Some things 
had to be flown in from other states or re-
gions in order to get what we needed.”

SCOTT AIfR FORCE 
BASE, Ill. — Since its for-
mation on March 27, the U.S. 
Transportation Command’s 
Repatriation Coordination 
Cell organized the stateside 
return of more than 3,900 
Americans stranded abroad 
due to tightened COVID-19 
travel limitations imposed 
by numerous countries.

Supporting the Depart-
ment of State’s efforts to 
bring American citizens 
home as the pandemic 
spread across the globe, the 
USTRANSCOM unit, which 
stood down in mid-May, con-
tracted 14 separate commer-
cial charter airlift missions, 
transporting many thou-
sands back to the U.S. from 
five different African and 
Asian nations.

The process to achieve 
these repatriations began 
with the command’s Re-
pat Coord Cell receiving a 
request from DOS’ Repa-
triation Task Force.  Fol-
lowing validation of DOS’ 
requirement, they verified 
the number of passengers 
and provided the informa-
tion to USTRANSCOM’s 
Directorate of Acquisition 

for commercial air car-
rier response. Next, after 
confirming mission details 
with DOS, the Repat Co-
ord Cell, comprised of a doz-
en core members, submitted 
the finalized package to US-
TRANSCOM’s air compo-
nent, the Air Force’s Air Mo-
bility Command (618th Air 
Operations Center), for fur-
ther synchronization with 

the contracted charter air-
lift.

“Leading the Repat Co-
ord Cell has been a unique 
and rewarding experience, 
as I had not worked with 
the command’s Director-
ate of Acquisition or any of 
the commercial air carriers 
before.  I also learned how 
DOS attacks problems from 
the whole-of-government 

approach,” said U.S. Army 
Col. Aaron Angell, chief, 
Joint Operational Support 
Airlift Center Division, US-
TRANSCOM’s Operations 
Directorate. “During the 
cell’s seven-week existence, 
our priority was admin-
istrative oversight of the 
command’s repatriation op-
erations, as well as to 
serve as a link between 

USTRANSCOM and DOS.”
During the workweek, the 

Repat Coord Cell normal-
ly operated from 6 a.m. to 8 
p.m., but also executed its 
duties on the weekend, when 
required.  To ensure unity 
of effort, they participated 
in two daily teleconferenc-
es – morning and afternoon 
– with DOS’ Transportation 
Cell and attended another 
midday phone session with 
USTRANSCOM.  A majority 
of the Repat Coord Cell’s pri-
mary participants also con-
tinued to serve in their regu-
lar jobs, and in this capacity, 
they provided the expertise 
and experience for the com-
mand’s assistance to DOS.

“USTRANSCOM’s Repat 
Coord Cell quickly formed 
with command and AMC 
professionals who provid-
ed DOS with responsive 
commercial airlift support-
ing movement from differ-
ent parts of the globe,” stated 
U.S. Air Force Maj. Chris-
topher Moyano, Commer-
cial Industry Branch, US-
TRANSCOM’s Operations 
Directorate. “The combined 
efforts of USTRANSCOM, 
AMC, DOS, and commer-
cial industry saw the safe 
return of over 3,900 Amer-
icans on chartered airlift,

LRAFB now boasts a C-130J 
fleet of 47 aircraft between 
both the 19th Airlift Wing and 
314th Airlift Wing.

The 19th Airlift Wing be-
gan transitioning from older C-
130H cargo aircraft to newer 
C-130J models in 2004. The air-
frame conversion enables Air-
men to improve strategic and 
tactical airlift capabilities.

“It’s an honor to be part of 
the team of Airmen that wel-
comed the final C-130J to the 
Home of Herk Nation,” said 
Col. John Schutte, 19th Airlift 
Wing commander.

Patients who have recovered 
from COVID-19 may hold treat-
ment in their veins that could 
help others who are critically ill 
with the respiratory infection.

The Department of Defense 
has begun an effort to collect 
8,000 donated units of plasma 
from patients who have recov-
ered from COVID-19 to support 
the development of an effective 
treatment against the disease.

“We may want to ask you 
to stick your arm out and do-
nate blood,” Joint Chiefs of Staff 
Chairman Gen. Mark Milley 
said in a May 28 virtual town 
hall. “What that can then do is 
help others who are severely ill, 
and if we can do that, then we’ll 
be on a good path toward get-
ting some really powerful thera-
peutics.”

Donations will be accept-
ed at 15 Armed Services Blood 
Program centers across the 

continental United States, and in 
Hawaii, Guam and Germany. (A 
complete list of centers accept-
ing donations appears at the end 
of this article, and is available on-
line.)

Patients fully recovered from 
COVID-19 are the only ones who 
qualify to be a COVID-19 conva-
lescent plasma donor, said Army 

Col. Audra Taylor, chief of the 
Armed Services Blood Program. 
DOD personnel and their fami-
lies, as well as non-DOD civilians 
with access to collection facili-
ties on installations, are welcome 
to donate.

“Our goal as a lifesaving pro-
gram is to always provide a safe

Experts address COVID-19 effects on mental health

The COVID-19 pandem-
ic has changed how people 
live, interact and cope with 
new stressors. However, mil-
itary psychological health ex-
perts emphasize making small 
changes to address problems 
early can have a big impact.

“Aside from worrying about 
the contracting the virus, we 
worry about the many ways it 
impacts our lives and for how 
long,” said Dr. Holly O’Reilly, 
clinical psychologist at the De-
fense Health Agency’s Psycho-
logical Health Center of Excel-
lence. “Taking small steps to 
address problems early on can 
make a big difference, espe-
cially during the current pan-
demic.”

O’Reilly and three other De-
partment of Defense experts 
on psychological health dis-
cussed the mental health ef-
fects of COVID-19 and tools to 
address them during a media 
panel May 27 as part of May’s 
national Mental Health Aware-
ness Month observance. Each 
year, the Military Health Sys-
tem joins the nation to raise 
awareness of psychological 
health concerns. This year’s 
MHS theme of “Need a Little 
Help” is especially important, 

because “sometimes a little 
bit of help is all we need to im-
prove our mental health and 
stay mission ready,” O’Reilly 
said.

O’Reilly says that one of 
those small steps is to “bright 
side” anxieties during the pan-
demic. “Instead of catastroph-
izing and imagining that this 
will be terrible forever, take a 
step back and think about how 
you will successfully navigate 
this situation, even though it’s 
difficult,” she said.

For example, bright sid-
ing can help health care work-
ers with the growing anxiety 
they may feel due to the am-
biguity of the novel coronavi-
rus and limited medical knowl-
edge of its impacts. Dr. Stephen 
Cozza, associate director of the 
Center for the Study of Trau-
matic Stress at the Uniformed 
Services University for Health 
Sciences, encouraged senior 
clinicians and medical leaders 
to frame expectations for their 
workers and help them under-
stand the limits of what they 
can do in the challenging envi-
ronment that COVID-19 pres-
ents.

This also extends to families 
of health care workers. “Many 
of the families of health care 
workers are both faced by long

EGLIN AIR FORCE BASE, 
Fla. — Those common, vibrat-
ing “thwip” helicopter sounds 
arrived well before they showed 
up, as 413th Flight Test Squad-
ron personnel turned to look 
to the north at Eglin Air Force 
Base, May 19.

Seconds later, two helicopters 
appeared and the sounds and 
vibrations intensified. The Air 
Force’s newest combat search 
and rescue helicopter, the HH-
60W Jolly Green II, led the way 
down the Duke Field runway. 
It was followed by the Army’s 
multi-role combat helicopter, the 
AH-64 Apache.

The two aircraft landed at 
Eglin AFB completing their first 
flight and combined test mission 
together.

The Apache, from Redstone 
Army Test Center, Alabama, 
flew in for system testing with 
the HH-60W.

“The unique configuration 
of the AH-64 Apache gave our 
team the opportunity to test ca-
pabilities of the HH-60W in 
ways normally not possible 
here,” said Christopher Martin, 
413th FLTS HH-60W lead test 
engineer “Tests like these will 
ensure the Jolly Green II will be 
able to perform its critical com-
bat search and rescue mission 

when fielded in the joint warf-
ighting environment.”

The joint service test-ef-
fort marks another milestone in 
Jolly Green II’s development. 
This year, the new helicopter 
has completed extreme envi-
ronment, communications and 
defense system testing just to 
name a few.

The 413th FLTS leads the 
HH-60W integrated test team 
along with members of Sikor-
sky Aircraft Corporation, 88th 
Test and Evaluation Squadron, 

Detachment 2, and Air Force 
Operational Test Center.

“We are very proud of the 
work our integrated test team 
accomplished in 2020 despite a 
myriad of operational restric-
tions due to COVID-19,” said 
Shawn Hammond, HH-60W 
test program manager. “The 
team’s success is due to a mis-
sion-focused mindset to ensure 
the crews flying the Jolly Green 
II into combat have the most re-
liable and capable helicopter for 
the job.”

JOINT BASE MCGUIRE-
DIX-LAKEHURST, N.J. — 
Two Airmen from the 621st 
Contingency Response Wing 
have supported the Department 
of Defense’s effort to combat 
COVID-19 since March.

Lt. Col. Curt Haase and Mas-
ter Sgt. John Huck, from Joint 
Base McGuire-Dix-Lakehurst, 
New Jersey, have been embed-
ded with the 64th Air Expedi-
tionary Group to help bring Air 
Force Reservists into the fight 
against the pandemic.

Huck has been the lead for 
the four-person personnel sup-
port for contingency operations 
team, made up of Reservists 
from New Jersey and Pennsyl-
vania, as they processed a to-
tal of nearly 300 Airmen from 
various units across the Unit-
ed States within the last eight 
weeks. Once they were pro-
cessed through the Joint Re-
ception Center on JBMDL, they 
were sent to regional hospitals 
throughout New York City, Con-
necticut and Massachusetts to 
assist civilian medical provid-
ers.

“Many of these Reserv-
ists arrived and were eager to 
hit the ground running,” said 
Huck. “Without much time to 
prepare, they’ve gotten here 
and are out there making a dif-
ference.”

The majority of the Air 
Force’s personnel contributing 
to the COVID fight have been 
medical professionals to include 
doctors, medics, nurses, respi-
ratory technicians and behav-
ioral health experts, according 
to Huck.

“My job is just to get them 
where they need to be,” said 
Huck. “Right now, they’re go-
ing into the thick of things and 
dealing with some very sick pa-
tients.”

The Airmen, working in 
tandem with the Army’s 44th 
Medical Brigade, have been 
supporting U.S. Northern Com-
mand, which remains commit-
ted to providing flexible DOD 

support to the Federal Emer-
gency Management Agency for 
the whole-of-nation COVID-19 
response.

“I have a newfound respect 
for Reservists and medical pro-
fessionals,” said Haase, the 64th 
AEG deputy commander and 
the 621st Mobility Support Op-
erations Squadron command-
er. “They have been fearless 
and incredibly adaptive since 
they’ve arrived.”

Haase, currently working 
out of a hotel in Manhattan, is 
providing the command and 
control function to ensure the 
health and welfare of the Air-
men working in the AEG.

“This has been an incredible 
opportunity for me to see this 
team of Airmen from across the 
U.S., from 29 different wings, 
come together and get after it,” 
said Haase.

Hospitals in the north-
east were tasked to manage in-
creased patient populations 
despite staff shortages due to ill-
nesses.

“Some of the hospitals were 
down to 60 percent manning,” 
said Haase. “These Airmen had 
to own entire wards of patients 
because of COVID.”

Despite the efforts of the 
AEG medics, many patients 
they cared for were not able to 
recover from coronavirus.

“The stress put on these Air-
men day in and day out is unbe-
lievable,” said Haase. “Many of 
them were at the patients’ bed-
side when they passed. Some of 
them even volunteered to vid-
eo conference with families so 
they could say goodbye.”

“We may not have won every 
battle, but New York City is in a 
better place because of their ef-
forts,” said Haase.

Haase attributes the success 
of the team to their commitment 
to the job.

“(Air Force Reserve Com-
mand) was the contingency re-
sponse force of this pandemic,” 
said Haase. “Many of them re-
sponded to the call within hours 
of notification and they pushed 
through every obstacle. I’m 
proud to be a part of this total 
force team.”

and extended absences of their 
loved ones who are working un-
der varying circumstances and 
putting themselves at risk by 
being at close exposure to the 
virus,” Cozza said. “That can 
also lead to concerns for the 
health and safety of the health 
care providers as well as…the 
family members.”

Army Col. (Dr.) David 

Benedek, chief of Psychiatry at 
USU, encourages everyone to 
engage in continuing self-care 
habits to promote resilience 
and a more healthy response to 
the challenges their confront-
ing. These include getting good 
sleep, maintaining good nu-
tritional and hydration habits, 
and remaining devoted to ap-
propriate exercise.

“The things that we consid-
er self-care are really impor-
tant, not just for hospital work-
ers and healthcare workers 

and other front liners, but all 
of our society … things that we 
can do to promote our gener-
al physical health and also pro-
mote our mental health,” Bene-
dek said. His includes staying 
socially connected through 
physical distancing and stay-
ing in touch with loved ones. 
“Families should talk honest-
ly about fears and worries, but 
also share in positive family 
experiences,” he said.

While looking at things 
from the bright side is a start 

to addressing mental health is-
sues, seeking care from a men-
tal health professional is al-
ways encouraged for anyone 
who feels that they need a lit-
tle bit of help. Benedek noted 
a national increase in patients 
making appointments for men-
tal and physical health, which 
decreased significantly in the 
early stages of the pandem-
ic. He attributed that increase 
to changes in the worries that 
people are having, and to the 
increase in telehealth or virtu-
al health services for mental 
health care.

“One can make a phone call 
and get a tele-mental-health 
appointment and not have 
to worry about coming into 
a higher risk environment,” 
Benedek said, “and people are 
starting to take advantage of 
that. So I think we will see in-
creased utilization in the weeks 
and months ahead.”

Although May offers oppor-
tunities to emphasize and rein-
force resources and programs, 
mental health is a year-round 
focus with the DoD, O’Reilly 
said. “We constantly advance 
our research and analysis to 
improve prevention and treat-
ment for the beneficiaries of 
the Military Health System.”

The MHS offers a number 
of mental health tools and pro-
grams to help patients, ser-
vice members, and health care 
providers address their men-
tal health concerns. From free 
mobile applications to expan-
sions in telehealth capabilities, 
access to mental health care is 
always a priority for MHS.

Under one program, the 
Real Warriors Campaign, Dr. 
Nicholas Polizzi, Ph.D., with 

the Psychological Health Cen-
ter of Excellence, leverages so-
cial media and other forms of 
multimedia to provide men-
tal health materials to patients 
no matter where they are. The 
Real Warriors Campaign en-
courages the military commu-
nity to reach out for help deal-
ing with stress and anxiety.

“If you’re looking for evi-
dence-based, self-guided in-
terventions that one can do, be 
they be a front-line worker, a 
medical professional, or fam-
ily member, I would encour-
age folks to check out the Real 
Warriors Campaign,” Polizzi 
said. “Real Warriors is cell-
phone compatible and has tons 
of information in a variety of 
formats for people to digest on 
their own and learn more if 
they’re dipping their toe into 
the self-care psychological 
health world.”

The long-lasting mental ef-
fects of the pandemic, like 
heightened anxiety and po-
tential post-traumatic stress 
disorder, remains uncertain, 
according to the experts. Re-
turning to the workplace can 
add another layer to both con-
ditions. However, all of the ex-
perts agree that measures can 
be taken to promote resilience 
and a healthy response to the 
challenges of COVID-19.

Mental health is essential 
not only to mission success, 
but to quality of life. The Mili-
tary Health System will contin-
ue to prioritize mental health 
and combat threats to mental 
health like the COVID-19 pan-
demic. For more mental health 
resources, visit the MHS web-
site.

overcoming an unprecedent-
ed restricted environment.”

USTRANSCOM-contract-
ed, commercial charter air-
lift supporting DOS’ repat en-
deavors consisted of Atlas Air, 
Delta Air Lines, and Omni Air 
International.  Occasionally, 
the command’s Repat Coord 
Cell also organized military 
aircraft transport of Ameri-
cans from overseas locations. 
To date, approximately 522 
U.S. citizens returned state-
side via gray-tail opportune 
airlift.

“The emerging require-
ments associated with the 
COVID-19 global pandem-
ic highlighted the importance 
of USTRANSCOM’s long-
standing relationship with 

U.S.-flagged, Civil Reserve 
Air Fleet carriers and also 
showcased their unmatched 
flexibility and keen respon-
siveness throughout,” said 
U.S. Army Maj. Keith Shank-
lin, Commercial Industry 
Branch, USTRANSCOM’s 
Operations Directorate.

Throughout April 2020, 
commercial airlift missions, 
administered by USTRANS-
COM’s Repat Coord Cell, de-
parted from Abuja and Lagos, 
Nigeria; Yangon, Myanmar; 
Dakar, Senegal; Dhaka, Ban-
gladesh; as well as Islamabad 
and Karachi, Pakistan, trans-
porting 3,915 Americans and 
lawful permanent residents 
stateside to Dulles Interna-
tional Airport, Dulles, Vir-
ginia.

and ample supply of blood prod-
ucts. The need is now,” Taylor 
stressed. “We are calling for all 
who are healthy, able, and eli-
gible, to donate today to help us 
all stand mission ready and save 
lives.”

Why convalescent plasma is 
collected

When a person contracts 
SARS-CoV-2, the virus that 
causes COVID-19, their immune 
systems create antibodies to fight 
the virus. These antibodies are 
found in the plasma – the liquid 
part of blood, Taylor explained.

Plasma with infection-fight-
ing antibodies is called convales-
cent plasma, she said. Through 
the blood donation process, this 
plasma is collected from a donor 
who has recovered from COV-
ID-19 and may be transfused into 
a sick patient who is still fighting 
the virus, if they qualify for this 
type of treatment. The procedure 
may boost the immune system of 
the patient and help with the re-
covery process, Taylor said.

The collection process for 
this type of plasma is the same 

as standard apheresis collection, 
she noted. It is being investigated 
for the treatment of COVID-19 
because there is no approved 
treatment for the disease at this 
time, and there is some indica-
tion that it might help some pa-
tients recover from COVID-19.

Several COVID-19 patients 
in the Military Health System 
have received convalescent plas-
ma transfusions as part of their 
treatment, Taylor said. The treat-
ment, which must be carried out 
under an approved protocol, is 
used for those hospitalized and 
severely ill with the disease.

Donating CCP is the same as 
a standard platelet or plasma do-
nation and must meet specific re-
quirements set by the Food and 
Drug Administration. Donors 
must be at least 17 years and old-
er, weigh at least 110 pounds, and 
be in good health. Women who 
have ever been pregnant may 
need additional testing for specif-
ic human leukocyte antigen an-
tibodies that may be present in 
their blood. 

In addition to these standard 
requirements, those who have 
fully recovered from COVID-19 
must be symptom-free for at 
least 14 days.

service members. The fellow-
ship equipped me with new in-
sights, an even stronger growth 
mindset and an understanding 
of capabilities to foster innova-
tion.”

In addition to Airmen learn-
ing from their experience, ven-
ture capital partners were ex-
posed to renewed possibilities 
to engage with the Department 
of Defense initiatives and pri-
orities.

“Silicon Valley was built on a 
foundation of public-private part-
nerships between the nation-
al security and technology com-
munities,” said Jake Chapman, 

AlphaBridge co-founder and 
managing partner. “As we enter 
a new era of great power compe-
tition, it is absolutely vital we re-
build broken bridges.

For exercises or contingen-
cies, contracting officers have 
the same things on their minds.

“Doesn’t matter where we go, 
we always have to think about 
food and fuel,” said Abbate. 
“You wouldn’t think getting food 
and fuel would be a challenge, 
but it can be.”

When CR forces are tasked 
during a contingency, the unit 
brings enough food for a short 
period of time, which gives the 
contracting officers the opportu-
nity to find a long-term solution.

“When we went to Tyndall, 
the base provided meals for us, 
but that’s not always the case,” 
said Abbate. “In other countries 
or more austere environments, 
we have to find other solutions.”

On top of these necessities, 
contracting officers also have to 
consider other critical items.

“Tents, cots, potable water … 
basic human needs,” said Fowl-
er. “These ‘life support’ items 
are important to sustain opera-
tions wherever we are.”

The challenge for these items 
is some can’t be acquired local-
ly, said Fowler.

“Our large tents, showers 
and equipment aren’t commer-
cially available at many of the 
locations we go,” he added. “So 
we rely on major military hubs 
to bring us what we need if we 
can’t get it locally.”

One item that regularly can’t 
be brought in is restrooms.

“When we were in PSAB 

[Prince Sultan Air Base, Saudi 
Arabia], restrooms can be tricky 
too,” said Fowler. “For many 
contingencies, we use porta pot-
ties, but in Africa or the Middle 
East, we have to find ‘western’ 
style, ones that Americans are 
most familiar with.”

Acquisition is a major aspect 
of the contracting AFSC, but in 
order to fulfill the obligations of 
a contracting officer, translators 
are key.

“If we’re with our air advi-
sors, many of them can com-
municate in local languages, 
but other times we have to use 
the tools at our disposal,” said 
Fowler.

Fowler, equipped with a 
worldwide cell phone, will use 
translation websites to translate 

English into local language to 
communicate in order to get the 
necessary items.

“Sometimes broken English 
works. It’s not ideal, but it gets 
the job done,” said Fowler, who 
has been in the contracting ca-
reer field for more than nine 
years.

Despite the challenges im-
posed to contracting in the 
CRW, Fowler still has strong 
feelings for what he brings to the 
mission.

“Every single time we go out 
the door, there are always differ-
ent issues that we have to deal 
with and then we have to come 
up with our very creative solu-
tions for it,” said Fowler. “This 
is the type of stuff I love doing.”
