temporarily graduate new Air-
men in training week seven.

To fully maximize training
effectiveness and space utili-
zation to mitigate Covid-19, the
U.S. Air Force Basic Military
Training will accelerate BMT
from eight and a half weeks to
seven weeks of training accord-
ing to Col. Michael Newsom,
BMT commander.

This will allow BMT to re-
structure and enhance so-
cial-distancing requirements
across the training campus to
ensure the safety and security
not just for the trainees, but for
the Military Training Instruc-
tors, other active-duty mem-
bers, civilians and contractors
that support the mission.

Pharmacies alter pickup

The Base Exchange Sat-
ellite Pharmacy and David
Grant USAF Medical Cen-
ter Pharmacy at Travis Air
Force Base, California, im-
plemented a new mitigation
procedure called Touchless
Pickup on March 16.

The procedure will be in
place until Coronavirus Dis-
ease 2019 is under control.

The pharmacies are uti-
lizing the Touchless Pickup
procedure to help mitigate
the spread of the virus. The
pharmacies remain open to
all eligible beneficiaries.

“The Touchless Pickup
procedure will work similar
to the normal way we oper-
ate,” said Senior Master Sgt.
Holly Burke, 60th Medical
Group pharmacy flight chief.
“Before entering the phar-
macy, all patients will be re-
quired to answer questions to
confirm they don’t have any
of the common symptoms
the coronavirus is known to
cause. Once patients have
been verified to not have
symptoms and are granted
access, they will need to get
a ticket from one of our Ki-
osks.”

The virus can survive for
several hours on surfaces, so
each Kkiosk is cleaned every

30-minutes, Burke added.

Base pharmacy profes-
sionals also came up with
ways to promote physical dis-
tancing.

“To promote social dis-
tancing, we laid out red tapes
that form a line in front of our
kiosks,” said Burke. “Patrons
will wait in single file behind
each tape to ensure a safe dis-
tance between one another.
There are also plastic bar-
riers placed on every other
chair to ensure proper space
between each person waiting
to be called.”

Additionally, pharmacy
technicians now have clear,
plastic barriers between
them and their customers,

Burke said. Customers sim-
ply hold up their identifica-
tion cards, and the pharma-
cy technicians can verify
identities and retrieve pre-
scriptions while maintaining
physical distance.

“Our primary goal right
now is to keep Team Travis
safe while providing our cus-
tomers with continuous med-
ical care,” said Col. Kristen
Beals, 60th Medical Group
commander. “The proce-
dures our pharmacies have
put in place to mitigate the
spread of Covid-19 enable us
to do just that.”

You may be able to see a TRI-
CARE-authorized provider with-
out leaving your home. Using a
computer or smartphone, you
connect with your provider by
secure video conferencing.

“In light of Covid-19, we want
to cut down on patient and staff
contact,” said Dr. John Kugler,
director of the Clinical Support
Division at the Defense Health
Agency. “Telemedicine may be
an option to meet with your pro-
vider.”

Ask your provider if they of-
fer telemedicine services. Not all
providers do. If you have TRI-
CARE For Life, use Medicare
guidance on telehealth.

Covered medically neces-
sary telemedicine services in-
clude some: office visits; pre-
ventive health screenings; and
telemental health services such
as individual psychotherapy,

psychiatric diagnostic interviews
and exams, and medication man-
agement.

Because of the public health
emergency, the DHA is looking
at the use of telemedicine. This
includes finding new ways to sup-
port caregivers of those getting
applied behavior analysis.

Using telemedicine services

Depending onyour TRICARE
plan, you may first need an au-
thorization or referral. Ask your
regional contractor for help.
Active-duty service members
need a referral for telemental
health care.

Telemedicine services don’t
include audio-only conferencing,
phone calls or texting.

The Department of De-
fense and the DHA continue
to monitor Covid-19 develop-
ments. Sign-up for email alerts,
read TRICARE and Covid-19
frequently asked questions,
and check for updates on the
TRICARE website.

Commissaries critical to mission

Defense Commissary Agency

FORT LEE, Va. - The De-
fense Commissary Agency’s
stores, central distribution cen-
ters and its central meat pro-
cessing plant have been des-
ignated mission-critical in the
Department of Defense’s re-
sponse to the Covid-19 pan-
demic.

Virginia S. Penrod, acting
assistant secretary of defense
for Manpower and Reserve Af-
fairs, announced the action in
a memo published March 25

to the military secretaries and
commanders of geographic
combatant commands.

Penrod’s designation rein-
forces the commissaries’ mis-
sion as being vital to military
sustainment and readiness.
“Providing for the care and
feeding of our military mem-
bers and families is a critical
requirement that must be ac-
complished at all health protec-
tion condition levels,” she wrote
in the memo.

Since the start of the coro-
navirus outbreak, DeCA has

used critical hire authority to
fast-track the hiring of store
employees needed to help keep
stores properly staffed. The
memo addresses potential staff
shortages by alerting the mili-
tary to be “prepared to support
sustainment of commissary op-
erations with uniformed mem-
bers and assets.”

Other measures spelled out
in the commissaries’ mission-
critical designation include the
following:

Installation = commanders

JOINT BASE MCGUIRE-

While many members of the
621st Contingency Response
Wing are teleworking during the
Covid-19 crisis, two Airmen are
still coming in to work to keep an
essential part of the mission go-
ing at Joint-Base McGuire Dix
Lakehurst, New Jersey.

“We understand
how important our job is be-
cause if we’re not doing it, oth-
er people can’t do their jobs.
Our customers are first.”

The flood has died down,
but the client systems Air-
men still stay at work to help
with any critical problems that
arise. Their job includes fixing
government hardware, soft-
ware and mobile devices. Each
Airman takes care of 8-10 cas-
es of equipment problems ev-
ery day on top of routine pa-
perwork and other office tasks.

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Jolly Green Il helicopter taken to extremes

EGLIN AIR FORCE BASE,
Fla. — An HH-60W Jolly
Green II, the Air Force’s new
combat search and rescue he-
licopter, completed a month-
long trial of extremes inside the
McKinley Climatic Lab April 2.

The Sikorsky test aircraft
endured temperatures ranging
from 120 degrees to minus-60
degrees Fahrenheit as well as
45 mph winds coupled with
heavy rainfall. All of those sce-
narios were created within the
lab’s 55,000-square-foot test
chamber.

The goal of these tests was
to prove the new aircraft’s sus-
tainability in any operational
environment.

“Operating the HH-60W in
the extreme conditions was a
truly unique experience as a
pilot and a tester,” said Lt. Col.
Ryan Coates, 88th Test and
Evaluation Squadron pilot, who
also performed most of the test-
ing. “Checking system perfor-
mance under the stress of heat,
cold, heavy wind and rain will
give us real-world data regard-
ing the helicopter’s capability
to perform the rescue mission
worldwide in various environ-
ments, which is exactly what
the operator needs to make sol-
id employment decisions.”

Once the lab technicians
created extreme environments,
the aircrew would enter the air-
craft and perform various test
procedures. The crew would
execute their preflight check-
lists and perform tasks to see if
the extreme conditions affected
any of the avionics, electronics,
engine and other systems.

The aircrew performing
the procedures were also test
subjects themselves. Their re-
actions and movements were
evaluated in the harsh environ-
ments. For example, the cold-
weather gear worn by the air-
crew is much bulkier than a
standard flight suit. One of the
evaluations was to ensure the
pilots could easily reach all
of the aircraft controls in the
thicker cold-weather gear.

A significant amount of the
test schedule was dedicated
to preparing the chamber for

extreme conditions. McKin-
ley’s lab professionals cre-
ate, break-down, and recreate
again for each new test envi-
ronment. Technicians worked
continuously to go from a su-
perheated 100-degree desert
condition to a below-freezing
icebox in only three days.
“McKinley Climatic Labo-
ratory maintains quickness and
technical proficiency by retain-
ing our own staff of highly ex-
perienced welders, machinists,
electricians, instrumentation
experts, test assembly person-
nel and refrigeration opera-
tors,” said William Higdon, the
lab’s technical advisor. “Our
main mission is to support the
warfighter and to ensure any
environment they encounter in

the field; their equipment has
already been proven in those
extremes.”

The Jolly Green II creat-
ed some unique challenges for
McKinley Lab personnel. The
lab technicians created a sys-
tem specifically for the HH-
60W to remove the aircraft’s
exhaust. Thorough exhaust re-
moval is a critical part of main-
taining the controlled temper-
ature conditions needed for
chamber testing, according to
lab technicians working on the
test.

The design of the venti-
lation system meant the air-
craft’s blades were removed
for the duration of the testing.
The lab’s in-house fabrication
shop also specially designed

brackets for the aircraft’s
weapons among other items.

“Successful completion of
this test is absolutely shared
with the Sikorsky and McKin-
ley teams,” said Ben Walk-
er, 413th Flight Test Squad-
ron lead test engineer for the
effort and Air Force PALACE
Acquire journeyman. “Every-
one worked together extreme-
ly well and we completed on
time and on budget. I am very
thankful for this opportunity to
perform exciting engineering
work, while also supporting the
warfighter.”

After testing in the climat-
ic lab, the HH-60W will re-
turn to Sikorsky’s test facility
in West Palm Beach for fur-
ther evaluation. The HH-60W

developmental test program
is a joint effort between Sikor-
sky, the 413th FLTS, the 88th
TES and Air Force Operation-
al Test and Evaluation Center.
Test aircraft are primarily split
between Duke Field here and
Sikorsky’s West Palm Beach fa-
cility.

“Testing on the combat
rescue helicopter continued
amidst the chaos of COVID-19,”
said Lt. Col. Wayne Dirkes,
413th FLTS operations offi-
cer. “While the situation could
change at any moment, we have
not lost any test schedule thus
far. That is a testament to the
entire team’s attitude and will-
ingness to work through chal-
lenges.”

U.S. Air Force Reserve mobility Air-
men from California answered an ur-
gent request April S, deploying medi-
cal personnel to the state of New York to
help combat Covid-19.

Within a few hours of notification,
aircrew from March Air Reserve Base
took to the sky in C-17 Globemaster II1
aircraft bound for Joint Base McGuire-
Dix-Lakehurst, New Jersey.

A crew from the 452nd Air Mobility
Wing departed April S with Air Force
Reserve medics from the 940th Air Re-
fueling Wing, Beale AFB, California;
349th AMW, Travis AFB; and 452th
AMW, March ARB.

“It’s important to get our Reserv-
ists out the door quickly to help com-
bat the spread of Covid-19 and take care
of Americans,” said Brig. Gen. Stacey
Scarisbrick, Air Force Reserve Com-
mand Force Generation Center com-
mander.

According to AFRC, the command
mobilized more than 120 doctors and
nurses, along with respiratory techni-
cians, who departed their home stations
for JBMDL for further in-process-
ing with the U.S. Northern Command’s
Joint Forces Land Component Com-
mand, based out of New Jersey.

The medical professionals are slat-
ed for follow-on movement to New York
City’s Javits Center, a 2,910-bed field
hospital, which is one of the largest in
the United States.

“California is stepping up to help
our fellow Americans in New York and
across the country who are being im-
pacted the hardest right now by the Co-
vid-19 pandemic,” said California Gov.
Gavin Newsom.

The governor announced April 6
the state would loan S00 state-owned
ventilators to the states most impact-
ed by Covid-19, starting with New York,
which as of April 6, has more than
122,000 cases of the virus.

Chief Master Sgt. Derek Crowder,
60th Air Mobility Wing command chief,
said the country must come together to
fight Covid-19 and Team Travis is ready
to help the nation in any way.

“It doesn’t matter if you’re an active-
duty Airman, civilian or a Reservist,
we are here to answer the call at a mo-
ment’s notice,” he said. “We are in this
together, and we will get through this
together.

have stable careers, travel the
world and serve their country
all at the same time.

“I wanted to go overseas be-
fore separating from the mili-
tary and I wasn’t really picky
about the location,” said Jac-
quelyn. “I didn’t know where
I would end up, but I was look-
ing forward to new opportuni-
ties at a new duty location.”

The Stavlo family has a his-
tory of service, with the sis-
ters’ father and grandfather
serving with the Army. In
2013, Jacquelyn was the first
Stavlo sister to escape the
small-town life of Deerlodge,
Montana, and join the Air
Force immediately after grad-
uating high school.

“There was always a part
of me that knew the mili-
tary would be something I
would pursue,” said Jacque-
lyn. “When I signed those en-
listment papers, I knew I want-
ed a job where I could help
people or work on planes.”

Kat stayed in Montana after
the sisters’ high school gradu-
ation and worked various jobs
before joining the Air Force
in 2016.

“I was looking for some-
thing different because you
need a trade to work and sup-
port yourself in Montana,”
said Kat. “To be frank, my dad
kept telling me I couldn’t work
dead end jobs for the rest of my
life and at that point, my sis-
ter’s recruiter had become a
family friend.”

With the recruiter’s men-
torship and guidance, both sis-
ters were able to join the Air
Force with a guaranteed spot
in a career field that interested
them. Jacquelyn was assigned
to Travis Air Force Base, Cali-
fornia, for the first five years of
her career.

“I remember moving to
California being such a cul-
ture shock after living in Mon-
tana,” said Jacquelyn. “I really
grew in California.”

Kat’s first station was at
the one and only Wolf Pack in
2016, followed by two years at
Spangdhalem Air Base, Ger-
many, before coming back to
the 8th Fighter Wing last year.

The love for Korean cuisine
and trying new foods is a pas-
sion both the sisters share.

The twins look nearly iden-
tical, but that’s where the sim-
ilarities stop. Unlike many
twins who dressed alike grow-
ing up, Jacquelyin and Kat
were very distinct individu-
als at a young age. Kat likes to
point out that their push for in-
dividuality started when they
could both dress themselves
at 3 years old. Kat preferred to
keep her hair short ever since
she was a child, while Jacque-
lyn has always had long gold-
en locks.

“We look a lot alike, but def-
initely don’t dress the same,”
said Jacquelyn. “We do hang
out, but I think being stationed
at different bases has provided
us the ability to be our own in-
dependent people.”

Kat, like her sister, is quick
to point out they are very much
their own persons when asked
to list what traits they share.

“We do have somewhat sim-
ilar interests when it comes
to how we spend our time, but
Jacquelyn likes to ski and I
like to snowboard,” Kat joked.
“She likes to cook, while I like
to steal food from my friends.”

There are many benefits
to having a sibling stationed
at the same base. Both sisters
have friend groups that have
some cross over, and because
Kat arrived two months ear-
lier than her sister, Jacquelyn
had a friend she could hang
out with when she first ar-
rived.

“I think it’s cool having my
sister here,” said Jacquelyn.
“It’s nice to know I have fam-
ily close by and I think a lot of
people would want that.”

Since they arrived at Kun-
san, they have focused on do-
ing their jobs to the best of
their abilities while building
tight-knit relationships within
their social circles. Jacquelyn
is working to finish her Certi-
fied Alcohol and Drug Abuse
counselor certification, while
Kat is taking classes to com-
plete her Community College
of the Air Force degree.

When asked what they
bring to the Wolf Pack, their
distinct personalities are seen
in their responses.

“In the big picture, I may
only be one small piece with-
in the clinic,” said Jacque-
lyn. “But I know, no matter
how small my position, I can
help people lead happier and
healthier lives.”

“Munitions,” quipped Kat
with her deadpan sense of hu-
mor. “I really like the people I
work with in ammo. We have
such a tight-knit community
that comes from being by our-
selves on the other side of the
base and we’re always there
for each other.”

Both sisters have aspira-
tions they would like to pursue
outside of the Air Force. Jac-
quelyn would like to attend cu-
linary school, and Kat wants
to pursue a career in wildlife
conservation working with
wolves.

The twins have a couple of
years left in their current ser-
vice contracts, and they are
looking forward to their over-
seas follow-on assignments.
Kat will be heading to Osan
Air Base, while Jacquelyn
will continue on to Aviano Air
Base, Italy.

Until that time, they get to
do something most service
members never have the priv-
ilege to experience: Serving
overseas with family.

A common saying among
comm is “no comms, no
bombs,” meaning they help
the mission run, and the 621st
CRSS comm will keep the
mission running during this
unique Covid-19 situation.

“We’re glad to do our job and
play our part,” said Schroeder.

Schroeder and Cogdell are a
part of a team of six total client
systems technicians assigned
to the 621st CRW.

should ensure continued in-
stallation access for resupply
trucks and commissary-relat-
ed support services such as lin-
en services and mission-critical
commercial activities contrac-
tors. However, this authority
excludes non-mission critical
contract services and person-
nel such as delis, bakeries, sushi
stations, flower shops and sea-
food stations.

Commissary store directors
can decide locally the patron
purchase limits needed to en-
sure their stock levels meet pa-
tron demand. Exceptions to this
authority can occur if installa-
tion commanders establish lim-
its in accordance with Depart-
ment of Defense Instruction
6200.03.

Store directors can make op-
erational decisions to ensure
the safe and efficient operation
of their commissary in areas
such as operating hours, days
and staffing levels. Exceptions
to this authority can occur if in-
stallation commanders estab-
lish limits in accordance with
DoDIs 6200.03 or 6055.17.

DeCA can submit requests
for joint force personnel or lo-
gistics support through the Of-
fice of the Under Secretary
of Defense for Personnel and
Readiness to the Joint Staff.

Installation = commanders
can override their commissar-
ies’ mission-critical designa-
tion, in accordance with DOD
instructions, if they determine
public health and emergen-
Cy management concerns are
more significant.

Inlate February, DeCA stood
up its emergency operations

Commissaries also in-
tensified their partnership with
industry suppliers to support
the needs of senior leaders on
the ground at each location, said
retired Rear Adm.

“Being designated mission-
critical further reinforces our
responsibility to effectively
and efficiently deliver the com-
missary benefit to the millions
of service members and their
families worldwide who need
it during this outbreak,” Bian-
chi said. “We do this in concert
with our installation command-
ers to decide what’s needed as
far as social distancing and the
hours or days to designate in
best serving our military com-
munities.”

layer by layer. First, the drum-
mer recorded while playing to
a metronome click from ear-
phones. This track was sent to
the bassist, who built on top of
that, which was combined and
sent to the guitarist. Last came
the centerpiece of the ensem-
ble, the horns: lead trumpet,
lead trombone and lead saxo-
phone players recorded their
parts followed by the players in
their sections.

After all the audio was
mixed and mastered, the vid-
eo was brought into an editing
program where each individu-
al video was synced to the final
audio, Sweum said.

“Since the Covid-19 ‘stay
home’ direction hit America,
some civilian music orches-
tras were already doing similar

‘from home’ video projects and
I wanted to be one of the first
military bands to give a prod-
uct like this to our online com-
munity,” Sweum said.

The ensemble intended to
debut Albrecht’s piece during a
string of Commanders Jazz En-
semble performance in South-
ern California in March that
were canceled due to the pan-
demic. The composition also
was chosen to recognize Na-
tional Jazz Appreciation Month
in April.

“The title, ‘The Last Di-
nosaur, is a metaphor for the
rarity and near extinction of
the 18-person full-sized jazz
big band,” Sweum said. “In

America during the swing era
of the 1920s-’30s, full-sized jazz
big bands were omnipresent as
the popular music performance
format; however, a century lat-
er in America, full-sized jazz
big bands are almost extinct.”

Hansen said the band in-
tends to continue using video
as a means to connect with Air-
men and push the mission for-
ward despite the challenges
presented by the stay-at-home
order. A video posted April 3
combined the talents of Senior
Airman Mike Tuck, guitarist,
and Tech. Sgt. Troy Griffen,
drummer, from the U.S. Air
Force Band of the Golden
West’s Mobility rock band,
with Tech. Sgt. Mike Wittrien,
a bassist with Max Impact, the
Washington, D.C.-based rock
group of The United States Air
Force Band, for example.

“This has been an opportu-
nity for us to be extra creative,
both in writing and performing
new music, but also in produc-
ing content meant exclusively
for people’s devices,” Hansen
said. “In April, please watch
our Facebook and Instagram
pages for performances from
both woodwind and brass quin-
tets, as well as music from our
pop, rock and country ensem-
ble, Mobility. We will be releas-
ing content each Friday, and
sometimes more often. We are
developing a series meant for
children also, since this is the
Month of the Military Child.”
