Elective 
procedures 
postponed 
60 days

Military Health System  
Communications Office

WASHINGTON — As of 
March 31, all military treat-
ment facilities and dental treat-
ment facilities will postpone 
elective surgeries and proce-
dures for 60 days, the Depart-
ment of Defense announced 
March 25.

The policy applies to all ben-
eficiaries: active-duty service 
members and their families, re-
tirees, and Reserve and Nation-
al Guard service members on 
active duty or a delayed effec-
tive date active-duty order.

The policy is designed to 
meet three main objectives 
during the Covid-19 pandem-
ic. First, to enhance the safety 
of military medical staff; sec-
ond, to prolong supplies of per-
sonal protective equipment and 
ensure its availability for emer-
gency use; and finally, to ensure 
military medical staff are avail-
able to provide care related to 
the pandemic.

Exceptions to the policy will 
be made for procedures a ser-
vice member needs in order to 
be ready to deploy, as well as 
procedures a provider has de-
termined cannot be delayed 
without causing harm. For these 
cases, the hospital or dental fa-
cility commander will deter-
mine if there is adequate ca-
pacity to safely authorize the 
procedure.

The DoD announcement fol-
lows the presidential direc-
tion on the worldwide Covid-19 
pandemic: apply critical medi-
cal resources, such as staff and 
equipment, where they are most 
needed; and reduce the risk of 
exposure to the virus to DoD 
medical staff and beneficia-
ries. The executive order can be 
found here.

Beneficiaries impacted by 
this announcement will be con-
tacted individually. Each facility 
will address concerns and pro-
vide guidance on rescheduling.

Air Force protects Airmen 
while protecting America

WASHINGTON — How 
do you stand “shoul-
der to shoulder” in 

a time of Covid-19? For the 
United States Air and Space 
Forces, and indeed the en-
tire United States military, 
this is no small question. 

It is so pressing, in fact, that 
the Air Force’s medical staff, in 
collaboration with experts na-
tionwide, have been working 
nearly around the clock to an-
swer it.

It’s not hard to understand 
why.

The critical responsibilities 
and missions of our 685,000 
Total Force active duty, Guard 
and Reserve Airmen do not 
fade even during a pandem-
ic. Across a worldwide enter-
prise, our Airmen must remain 
healthy so they can maintain 
full readiness and the capabil-
ity to protect our nation’s secu-
rity and interests.

Achieving those goals often 

demands Airmen work literally 
“shoulder to shoulder” in tight 
spaces over long hours. You 
can find it with crews aboard 
our aircraft, maintenance per-
sonnel on the ground, analysts 
at remote radar stations, re-
cruits at training centers, and 
of course, at every Air Force 
barracks. Even within the 
sprawling Pentagon, thousands 
of active duty and civilian staff 
work in tightly bunched cubi-
cles.

With the coronavirus’s ar-
rival, those arrangements must 
be modified to ensure not only 
the health and safety of all per-
sonnel but to assure the Air 
Force’s unblinking ability to 
complete all missions.

Air Force medics and health 
personnel around the globe are 
resolutely following and en-
suring compliance with guide-
lines issued by the Department 
of Defense and Centers for Dis-
ease Control and Prevention. 

It’s why leaders at each of our 
bases are working closely with 
local public health officials to 
actively monitor the health of 
Airmen and their families, as 
well as to monitor those who 
have been stricken by Covid-19. 
By now, most Americans know 
that safety demands maintain-
ing a social distance beyond 
which the virus can spread. 
It means being alert to symp-
toms including low-grade fever, 
respiratory distress and body 
aches.

To slow the spread of the 
coronavirus, DoD has enact-
ed travel restrictions, includ-
ing the halt of domestic trav-
el for service members. The 
goal is to “flatten the disease 
curve” by slowing the spread of 
the virus and preventing med-
ical systems from being over-
whelmed.

Within the Air Force, our 
medics are executing all avail-
able measures to mitigate the 
spread of Covid-19 in accor-
dance with CDC and force 
health protection guidelines,

Basic trainee tests positive
Air Education and Training  
Command Public Affairs

JOINT BASE SAN AN-
TONIO, Texas — Air Force 
officials announced March 
25 that a trainee in the Air 
Force’s basic military train-
ing at Joint Base San Antonio-
Lackland has tested positive 
for Covid-19.

The trainee, who is the first 
Covid-19-positive trainee at 
BMT, reported to BMT March 
18, and as a precaution, had 
been placed in a restriction 
of movement, or ROM, status 
with 40 other new trainees.

Once the trainee showed 

symptoms, the trainee was 
isolated from other ROM 
trainees in order to protect 
the health and safety of all 
Airmen in the training pipe-
line. Contact tracing to de-
termine who they had close 
contact with is underway by 
public health officials. The 
confirmed positive trainee is 
receiving medical treatment 
and will remain in isolation 
until the virus is gone. The 
other 40 ROM trainees from 
the trainee’s bay have all been 
placed under quarantine.

“While a positive Covid-19 
discovery is not desirable, 
the good news is we planned 

for this and our preparations 
worked. The trainees were re-
stricted during the incuba-
tion period and this allowed 
for limited exposure,” said Lt. 
Gen. Brad Webb, commander 
of Air Education and Training 
Command. “Practices put into 
place allow for the identifica-
tion of Covid-19, while limit-
ing the pool of individuals who 
can be infected. We take pre-
paring for worst case scenari-
os seriously and that planning 
has paid off.”

the spread of Covid-19.

Installation commanders 
have the authority to determine 

testing center availability to 
maintain health and safety. As 
a result of some centers not be-
ing available for testing due 
to the Covid-19 outbreak, cur-
rent WAPS testing is postponed 
through May 11.

Airmen can voluntarily elect 
to test before May 11 pending 
testing center availability. Ad-
ditionally, Airmen who have al-
ready tested will not retest.

Guard helps medical professionals combat virus

ARLINGTON, Va. — From 
staffing informational phone 
banks to administering tests 
for Covid-19, many of the more 
than 9,000 National Guard mem-
bers on duty in response to Cov-
id-19are assisting state and local 
medical professionals.

“Medical providers are es-
sential to the hospitals where 
they work,” said Air Force Col. 
Martin Bain, a Nevada National 
Guard air surgeon, adding that 
Guard members aid the impact 
those civilian medical profes-
sionals can make in response to 
the virus.

For members of the Arkan-
sas and West Virginia National 
Guard, that support has meant 
answering calls at medical infor-
mation lines run by health offi-
cials in their local areas.

Army Lt. Col. John Snede-
gar, the West Virginia Nation-
al Guard’s Office of the State 
Surgeon medical training of-
ficer, said a high influx of calls 

at a local poison control center 
prompted the need for Guard 
members to step in and help.

“We help people who have 
concerns, who are nervous or 
scared and uncertain about par-
ticular things,” Snedegar said. 
“So we give them solid advice 
and help answer questions if 
they have signs and symptoms 
of the (virus) or what to do if they 
are exposed.”

Meanwhile, medics with 
the Arkansas Army National 
Guard’s 39th Infantry Brigade 
Combat Team have been an-
swering phones at the Arkansas 

Department of Health Call Cen-
ter, which faced a similar in-
crease in call volume.

Those medics have been an-
swering close to 800 calls per 
day on average, said Arkansas 
Guard officials.

Guard units have also been 
working with civilian authorities 
to administer Covid-19screen-
ings in numerous states. That in-
cludes Louisiana, where more 
than 100 Soldiers and Air-
men with the Louisiana Nation-
al Guard have been working at 
drive-through testing sites.

“Our goal is to become more 

efficient to reduce wait times for 
people being tested,” said Army 
Col. Scott Desormeaux, the Lou-
isiana Army National Guard’s 

256th Infantry Brigade Combat 
Team commander.

and remain aligned with state 
and local public health organi-
zations.

It demands ingenuity and 
flexibility. In Europe and Asia, 
where the outbreak has been 
severe, we have adjusted health 
procedures to account for the 
threat and continue to safely fly 
fighter and bomber missions to 
deter aggression. And across 
the globe, our airlift forces 
have continued their missions 
apace, refueling U.S. aircraft 
and delivering vital cargo. It is 
in the best tradition of our ser-
vice, echoing the work of those 

who flew during the Berlin Air-
lift and other global crises.

We are reminding – and re-
minding, again – commanders 
and senior noncommissioned 
officers about best practic-
es such as avoiding contact 
with those who are sick, wash-
ing your hands for at least 20 
seconds, and disinfecting fre-
quently touched objects and 
surfaces.

Our Airmen have always 
displayed such agility, adapt-
ability and resiliency.

Although it is easy to for-
get the military’s long history 
in the fight against infectious 
diseases, that history informs 
our actions and decisions today. 
The Office of Malaria Control 
in War Areas was established 

in 1942 and charged with pro-
tecting soldiers from malaria 
and other vector-borne diseas-
es, such as typhus. It is the di-
rect forbearer of the Centers 
for Disease Control and Pre-
vention.

It’s worth remembering, es-
pecially now, that military phy-
sicians and researchers played 
important roles in develop-
ing vaccines against smallpox, 
yellow fever, influenza and ty-
phoid.

We do not yet know how Co-
vid-19 will evolve, how many 
Americans will be infected or 
die. What we do know is that 
the Air Force will take the ac-
tions necessary to protect our 
Airmen while also protecting 
the nation.

In Westchester County, New 
York, which has seen the highest 
number of Covid-19 cases in the 
country, Soldiers with the New 
York Army National Guard have 
also been staffing testing cen-
ters in addition to setting up tents 
to augment area hospitals fac-
ing space shortages from Covid-
19response efforts.

For Army Pvt. Cindy Ganesh, 
with the New York Army Nation-
al Guard’s Headquarters and 
Headquarters Company, 369th 
Sustainment Brigade, helping 
set up tents was one of several 
missions she’s worked on in re-
sponse to Covid-19.

“We’re all in this together,” 
Ganesh said, “so it’s good to be 
working on different missions.”

Soldiers with the Pennsylva-
nia Army National Guard helped 
the Pennsylvania Emergen-
cy Management Agency estab-
lish the first mass Covid-19test-
ing site in that state. The Soldiers 
tested and set up medical equip-
ment and organized personal 
protective gear to help get the 

test center up and running.
“The National Guard has 

skilled professionals who are 
trained and experienced in con-
ducting operations under chal-
lenging conditions,” said Army 
Col. Frank Montgomery, the 
Pennsylvania National Guard di-
rector of military support.

Members of the Maryland 
Air National Guard have been 
sorting and loading onto trucks 
medical supplies from the Stra-
tegic National Stockpile, a na-
tional supply of pharmaceuticals 

and medical equipment for use 
in public health emergencies.

“Today we are taking sup-
plies, such as gowns and gloves 
and the things that health de-
partments, hospitals, long-term 
care facilities, dialysis cen-
ters, nursing homes and emer-
gency medical services around 
the state (use) that are in short 
supply,” said Air Force Master 
Sgt. Richard Malloy, a ground 
transportation specialist with 
the Maryland Air Guard’s 
175th Wing.

Veterans Affairs – to enhance 
GPM operations.”

To enhance mission assur-
ance, three key initiatives com-
prise the GPMJAB’s agen-
da. These include transitioning 
from the legacy USTRANS-
COM Regulating and Command 
and Control Evacuation System, 
DOD’s automated, electronic in-
formation tool to validate pa-
tients, to the next generation 
GPM information management 
hardware by 2026.  The TRAC-
2ES’ replacement is being de-
veloped by the Defense Health 
Agency and the Joint Office of 
Medical Information Systems.

In addition, implementation 
of the Resilient and Agile Pa-
tient Distribution Concept of 
Operations will enable the miti-
gation of capacity gaps by doing 
more with the on-hand resourc-
es in a contingency environ-
ment.  Incorporating crisis stan-
dards of care, this CONOPS will 
assist combat medics in execut-
ing their responsibilities in less 
than ideal circumstances. 

And the in-development Con-
tiguous United States Patient 
Distribution Plan will refine the 
capability to receive in the CO-
NUS large numbers of injured 
from a conflict. For example, 
during the past two annual Ul-
timate Caduceus patient move-
ment exercises, USTRANS-
COM’s ability to conduct GPM 
in a contingency in tandem with 
interagency-managed Federal 

Coordinating Center operations, 
employing the hub and spoke 
system in CONUS-reception lo-
cations, was tested.  This year’s 
Ultimate Caduceus exercise, oc-
curring at Wright-Patterson Air 
Force Base, Ohio, June 22-26, 
will challenge the host instal-
lation’s ability as the FCC hub, 
which distributes patients to 
spoke medical treatment facili-
ties located in nine nearby met-
ropolitan areas.

“In keeping with the 2020 
GPMJAB’s theme, Global Inte-
gration of the Defense GPM Sys-
tem, we’re finalizing, in tandem 
with USTRANSCOM’s Joint 
Distribution Process Analysis 
Center, the TRANSCOM Patient 
Movement Analysis, which will 
combine data with the 2017 US-
TRANSCOM-published Aero-
medical Evacuation Require-
ment Analysis to identify even 
larger gaps in patient movement 
requirements versus capacity,” 
stated U.S. Navy CAPT. Garland 
Andrews, deputy command sur-
geon, USTRANSCOM. “For 
the past three years, the Air 
Force has been engaged in clos-
ing those gaps identified in the 
initial study. The new analysis 
should be published in the May 
2020 timeframe.”

Representatives from the 
Joint Staff, six geographic com-
batant commands, the services, 
Defense Heath Agency, FEMA, 
HHS, VA, are scheduled to par-
ticipate in this year’s GPMJAB.  
USTRANSCOM Commander 
U.S. Army General Stephen Ly-
ons will provide opening and 
closing remarks.
